INTRODUCTION

Astrology’s place in the world is not
entirely clear: is it a form of scientific
study, or a belief system more akin to
a religion or philosophy? It is certainly
not regarded as a science in the sense
that most scientists would use the
term today, but if we look back to the
original meaning of science — scientia
(knowledge) — we do perhaps find a
definition more sympathetic to the
realm of astrology. Any thinking man
or woman with a thirst for knowledge
must surely make some attempt to
connect their experience of life with
the wider universe — to relate their
actions, reactions, emotions, and
thought processes to the universe
outside them. And this is essentially
what astrology does — it
provides a way of
relating the pattern
made by the Sun,
Moon, planets and
other heavenly
bodies to life

on Earth, and
specifically to our
own lives.

Perhaps this does
make astrology sound
rather like a religion —
which is not surprising,
considering religion is
often seen as a rival to science in
attempting to make sense of the
nature of life. However, unlike
religion, astrology has as its base
observable and quantifiable facts.
Further, if we accept as a definition
of science that it is “a branch of
knowledge involving systematized

observation and experiment”, the term
is accurately descriptive of astrology.
No statement a modern astrologer
makes will have been invented by him
or her: it is the result of considered
observation and experiment, whether
it was first formulated 1,400 years ago
by the Babylonian scholar Akkullanu
or by English astrologer John Addey
in the 1970s. And if a modern
astrologer attempts to enlarge
knowledge of the subject by making
a statement which seems new, that
statement will certainly be the result
of observation and analysis.

This has been seen during the
last 30 years in the work which has
examined the astrological effect of
Chiron (see p239),

which has come

to be known as
“the wounded
healer”. Chiron
has been observed
to have a special
effect on those who
have suffered and

whose experience may

be used to help other
wounded people. But
how convincing are

these observations?

EVIDENCE, FACTS,
OPINIONS

Any astrologer who has practised for
half a century or so can produce
case-book records that show, again
and again, that when one planet in a
birth chart is in a certain relationship
to another, a particular personality

trait appears in the individual whose
horoscope is in question. Clearly, this
is to some extent unverifiable, just as
in psychology it is impossible to prove
that, say, a certain incident in
childhood has had a certain effect on
an adult. But examined in sufficient
detail, the evidence is persuasive.
It is such verification of astrological
theory that, over the years, convinces
many people that the subject is worth
taking seriously — that a horoscope or
birth chart can indeed reveal a great
deal about the nature of a person born
on a particular day, at a particular
moment, in a particular place.
However, it must be said that those
who demand positive, measurable
proof — as one might demand proof
that the area of Nicaragua is 130,700
square kilometres, for example — are
unlikely to find it. That is not as great
a drawback as one might suppose,
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and it Is interesting to note that three
major reference books give different
figures for the area of Nicaragua,
with differences of up to 1,000 square
kilometres. We must conclude that a
dusty answer awaits anyone who cries
for certainties in this our world.

POPULAR ASTROLOGY

It is unfortunately still necessary,
when writing seriously about
astrology, to point out that anyone
who still believes that it has anything
to do with the popular columns found
in newspapers and magazines should
disabuse themselves of that idea
immediately. There is some fun to be
obtained from reading these columns,
and a shrewd astrologer who is also
(and maybe more importantly) a first-
class journalist can hit a sufficient
number of buttons in the average
column to suggest that something
curious is going on. Tell a reader with
an Aries Sun sign that they are likely
to bruise their head, and you have a
reasonable chance of being right.
Although there are generalizations
which can be made, and successfully
made, in the area of Sun-sign
astrology, this is not the astrology we
want to introduce to the readers of
this book. Nor do we deal here with
the aspect which, understandably, the
general reader finds most interesting:
the possibility of predicting the future.

HOPES OF PREDICTION

Most astrologers will agree that it is
impossible to predict a future event
reliably. Astrology is a remarkable tool
with which to consider the subject,
however. The famous psychiatrist

C. G. Jung developed from it his

theory of synchronicity.
That is, of meaningful
events occurring at

the same time: if life
has a pattern, then time
is an essential aspect

of that pattern, and
anything that happens
is related to everything
else that happens
through the time at
which an event occurs.

History is studded
with failed predictions,
however, and the few
that have turned out to
be accurate — fascinating
though they are — have
usually demonstrated
that they cannot be
particular enough to be useful. For
example, one British astrologer
predicted serious danger to shipping
on 6 March 1987 — the day on which
the car ferry Herald of Free Enterprise
sank off Zeebrugge with the loss of
187 lives. But such a prediction could
not have been of use to save those
lives unless it were possible to
particularize — the longitude and
latitude of the disaster, for example,
or the time of sailing, or... But there
are too many intangibles.

The form of prediction that seems
reliable can best be compared to a
weather forecast or an economic
report: “there is a chance of rain
tomorrow morning”, or “in spring
the recession may ease”. As to, “on
Monday 11 August 2007, you will
meet your soul mate,” forget it.

No, the fascination of astrology, and
its strength, is in “the nature of the
beast” — how and why one man or

woman differs from
another; whether traits
that seem deeply
imbedded in an
individual’s personality
are the result of nature
or nurture. Such
speculation takes us a
long way from, “what’s
your sign?” and “Your
Stars for Today”. But,
having said that, the
remarkable thing about
astrology is that it works,
and is comprehensible,
on both esoteric and
emotionally involving
levels. It embraces not
only such relatively
arcane matters as
retrogradation, hypothetical planets,
heliocentric planetary nodes, and
midpoints, but also the interpretation
of human characteristics, which is so
much part of the popular appeal of
Sun sign astrology.

THE AIMS OF THIS BOOK

With the aid of this book and by
using the ephemerides (or tables of
planets’ positions) provided, it will be
possible for a reader to draw up his
or her horoscope — an exciting and
fascinating process. By “reading” the
chart and correlating the information
it contains with the interpretations of
the planets’ positions, it will be
possible to decide whether astrology
holds an allure and is sufficiently
intriguing for further study. If so, the
next step will be to produce a fully
calculated birth chart, which contains
far more detail. This gets closer to the
work of professional astrologers, who



look, not only at the position of each
planet vis-a-vis its companions in the
solar system, but also at the angles
they make to one
another. Those angles
must be accurate to
within a matter of a
very few degrees, which
means using extremely
detailed tables of
planetary movements.
In this book, we provide a simplified
but good approximation, which is
sufficient for the purpose of an all-
round introduction to the subject.

One way of thinking about this is
to compare the roughly drawn map
of a country provided in a local guide
book with the full ordnance survey
map of the same area. The former
will show you the major towns, the
main roads which connect them,;
show you the quickest way from A to
B; the major topographical features;
and give a broad understanding of
the terrain. The ordnance survey
map will show the minor roads too,
and give you map references —in it,
you can “read” the detail.

Anyone who finds this book
sufficiently interesting and wants to
take the subject at least one large step

further could simply feed the words
“birth chart” into their Web search
engine. Of approximately 750,000 sites
currently listed, a very
large number offer a
fully calculated chart
drawn up for the time,
date, and place of your
birth. This will lend
an extra dimension to
the statements and
interpretations in this book. This
is especially useful if the Sun (an
“honorary planet” to astrologers), is
moving from one sign into another on
the day of your birth. A fully calculated
birth chart will give you the exact time
when Mars moves from Taurus into
Gemini, say, or Venus from Capricorn
into Aquarius. This can make all the
difference between a broadly sketched
out character portrait and a fully fleshed
out depiction of the person.

As an introduction to the practice
of astrology, this book aims to present
the facts simply but in enough detail to
enable the reader to decide whether the
road it indicates is sufficiently interesting
for further, more detailed travel.

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THE HISTORY OF ASTROLOGY

PRE-HISTORY

It is impossible to say when mankind first had the notion that the

movements of the planets might have an effect on us all. However, we do
know that by 1500BcE tables existed setting out the times when planets
rose and set, and by 1000BCE astrologers were versed in the notion that

the heavens was a great circle around which these beings revolved.

Star Maps and Mythical Beasts

The effect of the Sun
on the Earth is very
evident in the light and
warmth it provides,
and the Moon’s effect
is nearly as apparent.
It creates the seas’
tides, for example, and
affects basic plants
and animals, and the
menstrual cycle. While
no-one can say for sure, we can
reasonably presume that such effects
were observed long before the advent
of writing, and that gradually the
subtler effects of other planets were
then noticed and studied.

Writing in the st century BCE,
Cicero had an interesting explanation
for the development of astrology.

He said that: “The Egyptians and
Babylonians reside in vast plains where
no mountains obstruct their view of
the entire hemisphere, and so they
have applied themselves mainly to that

kind of divination
called astrology.”

Not only in the
Middle East but also in
the Far East, and in the
Incan, Mayan, and
Mexican civilizations,
the planets that could be
seen by the naked eye —
Mercury, Venus, Mars,
Jupiter, and Saturn —

were identified as influential gods.

EARLY ASTROLOGERS

Astronomer/astrologers (and for
centuries one name described them
both) observed the strange ways in
which the planets behaved — sometimes
hesitating, sometimes appearing to move
backwards, sometimes meeting each
other then parting — and began to
elaborate a theory based on these
movements, as well as the mysterious
and frightening eclipses of

the Sun and Moon.




PRE-HISTORY

The earliest astrologers whose names we
know lived in the 7th century BCE in
the reigns of Sarandon of Babylonia
(681-668BCE) and his successor
Ashurbanipal. Astrologers such as
Akkullanu, Balasi, and Nabua-heriba
worked in rooms attached to the Temple
of Ea (the god of oracles), and advised
the kings on the great events of their
reigns. It is impossible to overestimate
their influence: the king would quite
simply have made no important move
without the advice of his astrologers.

THE ZODIAC

At some time between the 7th and 5th
centuries BCE the path of the Sun about
the Earth was divided into 12 sections,
each measuring 30° within the 360°

of the zodiac circle. Each section was
marked by a particular constellation of
stars and corresponded to a particular
month of the year.

In the 5th century BCE, astronomers
began to rationalize ways of measuring
the movements of the heavenly bodies
so that it was possible to develop the
whole system of astrology and elaborate
it. From Babylonia the study of the
heavens spread to Greece, where
mathematicians developed it still
further. By the Ist century CE it had
taken a form that we recognize today —
astrologers in the 21st century still use
more or less the same rules to plot
and interpret a horoscope as their
ancient predecessors did.

EARLY HOROSCOPES

Individual horoscopes were very basic at
first. A horoscope of 2258ct, for example,
records that “in year 77, the fourth day, in
the last part of the night, Aristokrates was
born. That day: Moon in Leo, Sun in 12° of
Gemini, Jupiter in 18° Sagittarius. The place
of Jupiter means his life will be regular, he
will become rich, he will grow old, his days
will be numerous. Venus in 4° Taurus. The
place of Venus means wherever he may go
it will be favourable to him...”

How the mythical creatures of the
zodiac were born — the Virgin, the Fish,
the Ram, and the rest — is unknown.
Astrologers claim that associations
between the signs and planets and
certain human characteristics were
empirically made, and there is much
evidence to suggest that the elaboration
of astrological techniques came about,
not through psychic guesswork, or
even via the symbolic unconscious,

but (as in science) through observation
and careful record-keeping.

The growth of astrology outside
Babylonia and Assyria took very
different paths. Persian interest in the
planets was quite separate from
Western astrology, for example, and
Islamic astrology even more dissimilar,
being derived from Greek, Indian, and
Persian sources. Muslims were strongly
interested in the subject and encouraged
by the Koran: “He it is Who hath set
for you the stars that ye may guide your
course by them amid the darkness of
the land and the sea.” Simultaneously,
the Chinese were developing their
own version of a zodiac, with
12 consecutive years
represented by 12 animals.
Indeed, few civilizations grew
without the aid of those who
claimed to be able to see the

shape of the present and
the future in the behaviour
of the stars.

symbols which show the rising and
setting of stars. This seems to suggest
that the Pharaoh was interested in
ascending degrees — the degree of the
ecliptic rising over the eastern horizon
at any particular time — an important
matter in astrology. The tomb of
Rameses V (1150—-11458BCE) contained
similar evidence of scholarship of the
planets; papyri offering astrological
hints for every hour of every month of
the year were found there.

The sole major contribution to the
carly history of astrology made by the
Egyptians, however, was the invention
of the decans. They divided the circle
of the ecliptic into 36 sections, with
three decans, or divisions of 10° to each
section. The first sight we have of these
is on a coffin lid of the Middle
Kingdom, on which the sky is shown
with the names of the
decans in columns. Since
the zodiac did not exist
at that time, the decans
were geared to the
constellations. Later,
though, they were linked
to the zodiac, and so
became of true
astrological significance.
This is especially the case
with medical astrology, in %
which each decan is ]
specific to a particular

been buried in the tomb of Alexander
the Great — alas, still undiscovered.
Hermes was said to have devised an
astrological system of his own, and
among the Hermetic texts were a book
on medical astrology, another on the
decans, one on zodiacal plants, and one
on the astrological degrees.

ASTROLOGICAL MAN

It is difficult to say how much, if
anything at all, of the Hermetic books
have survived. In the 5th century CE,
Liber Hermetis, a Latin text translated
from the Greek, claimed to reproduce
some of the text. However, it is mainly
notable for the first known appearance
of the “astrological man”, in which the
zodiac signs are placed onto a figure of
a body, with Aries at the head and
Pisces at the feet (see pp30 and 50).
Most educated Greeks of
classical times were
familiar with the idea
that whatever happened
in the heavens was
reflected in events on
Earth. If the heavens
were carefully observed,
it was possible to predict
events in the skies.
Therefore, they
reasoned, terrestrial
events could be predicted
by correlating them with

HERMETIC TEXTS

The most famous collection of
Egyptian astrological knowledge was
brought together in the Four Astrological
Books of Hermes. These were reputedly
collected by the Egyptian god Thoth,
later known to the Greeks as Hermes
Trismegistus, and later still to the
Romans as Mercury. The texts were
sacred, and only the highest of
Egyptian priests were allowed to touch
them. A complete set is said to have

philosophers objected to
the theory, which was regarded as
proceeding from common sense.

This was the first age when
astrological books began to be widely
available. Chaldean astrologers from
Babylonia flocked into Greece through
Daphnae and the ports of Egypt, and
debates on the subject began to warm
up. Of the Greek intellectuals and
philosophers, Cato and Ennius were
hostile, but Sulla, Posidonius, and
Varro were “believers”, as were
Vitruvius, Propertius, and Ovid. From
the Ist century CE virtually everyone,
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whether Christian, pagan, or Jew,
believed in astrology and to some
extent followed it.

The Greeks adopted the zodiac as
carly as the 6th century BCE, and it is
thought to have been Democritus (460—
¢3578CE) who was first to give the signs
their Greek names, such as Aphrodite
(Venus), Hermes (Mercury), Ares
(Mars), and so on. Previously, they
had been known by their Chaldean
names or simply by descriptions,
such as “the Fiery Star” (Mars) and
“the Twinkling Star” (Mercury).

It was a Chaldean called Berosus,

a priest of the Sun god Marduk in
Babylon, who in about 260BCE set up
the first recorded school of astrology
on the island of Kos, where there was
a famous school of medicine. Through
books that are now lost he spread
knowledge of astrological techniques
throughout the Greek world. He was
famous in his own time, and it is said
that Athens raised a statue of him with

Alexander the Great was born at a
particularly propitious moment — partly
because his mother, Olympias, was advised
by the astrologer Nektanebos to hold back
until the precise moment when a great man
would be born. Then he announced,
“Queen, you will now give birth to a ruler of
the world,” and as Alexander was born
thunder and lightning welcomed him. Later,
when he was 11, as Nektanebos was
showing him the stars, it is said that the
child pushed the astrologer down a pit,
pointing out that there was something to be
said for keeping your eyes on the earth.

a golden tongue, marking his skill as
an orator. He passed on his school to
Antipatrus and Achinapolus, who
taught medicine, and experimented in
drawing birth charts for the moment of
conception rather than the moment of
birth. Their theory was that the sign
the Moon was in at the moment of
conception would be in the Ascendant
at the time of birth. The theory was
said to have originated in Hermetic
literature. There was also work on
astrological weather forecasting and
medical astrology.

PTOLEMY’S TETRABIBLOS

As we turn from Greece towards
Rome, it is in Alexandria that one
man drew together all the skeins of
astrological theory and did his best to
rationalize them in a single book.
Claudius Ptolemeus (c100—c178cE) —
known simply as Ptolemy — arrived
there to teach at the university that
had been founded 400 years earlier.
Ptolemy is famous as a mathematician,
astronomer, and geographer, and his
Almagest became the acknowledged
textbook of astronomy for several
centuries after his death.

His Tetrabiblos is the first really
substantial textbook of astrology to
come down to us complete. Spread
over four books, it begins with the
rational argument that, since it is
clear that the Sun and Moon have an
effect upon terrestrial life — through
the seasons, the movements of the
tides, and so on — it is surely worth
considering the effects the other
heavenly bodies may have as well.

“Since it is clearly practicable to
make predictions concerning the proper
quality of the seasons, there also seems
no impediment to the formation of
similar prognostications concerning
the destiny and disposition of every
human being, for even at the time of
any individual’s primary conformation,
the general quality of that individual’s
temperament may be perceived; and
the corporeal shape and mental

capacity with which the person will be
endowed at birth may be pronounced;
as well as the favourable and
unfavourable events indicated ...”
Ptolemy’s book covers an enormous
and diverse range, as his chapter
headings show: “Of Masculine and
Feminine Planets”, “Of Places and
Degrees”, “Of the Power of the Aspects
to the Sun”, “Of the Time of Predicted
Events”, “Of the Investigation of the
Weather”, “Of Parents”, “Of
Length of Life”, “Of Marriage”,
“Of Foreign Travel”.
After 2,000 years, the
Tetrabiblos remains an
astonishing book, with
well over 400 pages of
closely written text in its
most modern translation.
It still has its value today,
and no one with a serious
interest in astrology
should neglect to read it.

Ptolemy provides us with the
major Classical texts of both
astronomy and astrology.

& I'TOLEMATCY
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THE ROLE OF ASTROLOGY

It is not easy to tell how much astrology
was used on a day-to-day basis in
Classical Greece, but several Greek
writers warn their readers not to get
too involved in the predictions made
by travelling Chaldeans — which
suggests that, as always, there were
plenty of credulous people ready to be
gulled by fake astrologers. By 188cE
Vettius Valens of Antioch, the first
known professional consultant
astrologer, had amassed a fine
library of horoscopes and set
out over 100 of them in his
Anthologiae, showing how he
interpreted them and
advised his clients.

If in Greece astrology
remained low-key, in
Imperial Rome it moved
right into the sunlight, soon
to become a major factor in
the government of the state.
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IMPERIAL ROME

Towards the end of the 3rd century BCE, the Romans
began to take a serious interest in Greek literature
and drama. Inevitably, the Greek preoccupation
with astrology began to intrigue Roman writers

and philosophers, and it was taken up by many
emperors as a way to bolster their greatness

and to pre-empt any plots against them.

Julius Caesar famously
ignored the astrological
advice to beware of
grave danger until the
“Ides of March” was past.

Emperors and Plotting Astrologers

By the Ist century BCE, the statesman
Cicero (106—-648BCE) was reporting in his
De divinatione (published just after the
assassination of Emperor Julius Caesar)
the Greek belief that: “It is not merely
probable, but certain, that just as the
temperature of the air is regulated by
celestial force, so also children at their
birth are influenced in mind and body,
and by this force their minds, manner,
disposition, physical condition, career
in life, and destinies are determined.”
There was, however, also some
suspicion of astrologers — in some cases,
justified. A sizable slave revolt in Sicily
around 133BCE was led by an astrologer

“celestial force” affected man’s destiny just
it affected the Earth’s temperature.

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called Eunus, and less than 30 years
later the astrologer Athenio led another
slave revolt, insisting that the planets
had revealed that he was the true King
of Sicily. If so, he did not live to take

up his throne. No wonder the Roman
emperors were suspicious of the subject:
clearly what men saw in “the stars”
could spur them on to extraordinary
and dangerous actions.

FIGULUS, THE POTTER

Gradually, men in public office began to
express their belief in, and enthusiasm
for, the subject. P. Nigidius Figulus, a
Roman senator and praetor (a magistrate)
was the first Roman astrologer whose
name we know — he was called Figulus
(Potter) because he argued that the
Earth spun as fast as a potter’s wheel.
It was claimed that he “was not matched

ir
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even by [the astrologers of ] Egyptian
Memphis [the ancient capital of Egypt]
in observations of the sky and
calculations keeping pace with

the stars”, and he is said to
have foretold the
greatness of the
Roman Emperor
Octavius on the day of
his birth. Later, the scholar
Varro (116-278cE), one of the
most learned of Roman scholars,
commissioned a horoscope of
Rome itself and of its founder,
Romulus. It is the first example
of the use of astrology to reveal
the past by examining a horoscope
drawn up for the moment of a
city’s foundation. It is also the
first horoscope of a historical
figure. The historian

Plutarch (c46-120ck) fell

upon the result with great
interest, and reported

it enthusiastically.

THE TURNING TIDE

The sceptics began to be outnumbered
by the believers — and though some
of the former had great influence,
astrology often came off best. Julius
Caesar (100—448cE), for instance,
famously scorned the astrological
advice of one Spurinna that

(as Plutarch reports) he should
“beware a danger which would not
threaten him beyond the Ides of
March”. But he paid the price when
he was assassinated right on cue.

The next emperor, Augustus
(63BCE—4CEL), was introduced to
astrology when he was in exile and
seemed unlikely ever to return to
Rome. He was persuaded to consult

an astrologer, Theogenes, about
his future. The historian
Suetonius describes how
when Theogenes had drawn
up Augustus’s chart, “he
rose and threw himself at
his feet; and this gave
Augustus so implicit a

aLibran.

The Roman Emperor
Augustus proclaimed
himself a Capricorn,
though he was actually

faith in his destiny that he even
ventured to publish his horoscope, and
struck a silver coin stamped with
Capricorn, the sign under which
he had been born.” Actually,
Augustus was a Libran; he
put it about that he was a
Capricornian because that
sign more markedly
signalled a strong and
dominant ruler.

TIBERIUS AND
THRASYLLUS

The successor to Augustus
was Tiberius (42BCE-37CE),
a man who became besotted
with astrology. His personal
astrologer, Thrasyllus, was
one of the most influential

ﬁE‘. who ever lived.

Thrasyllus was an
Alexandrian, an editor of
Plato and Democritus, who
happened to be on the island
of Rhodes — just at the time when
Tiberius found it expedient to remove
himself from Rome, where he had been
involved in a quarrel with his father-in-
law, the Emperor. Rhodes was a
relatively uncivilized and barren island,
and the two men began to pass a lot of
time together, the astrologer reputedly
teaching Tiberius how to set up and
interpret charts. He also predicted that
his pupil would shortly be recalled to
Rome and a bright future. When
Augustus sent for Tiberius in 4CE and
officially proclaimed him his heir,
Thrasyllus travelled with his patron,
and received the valuable gift
of Roman citizenship.

During Tiberius’s nine-year reign
as emperor, Thrasyllus was constantly
at his side, advising him on personal
matters and affairs of state. Life under
Tiberius was never comfortable, and
if Thrasyllus was more or less safe,
other astrologers had to watch their
step. Two of them, Pituanius and
P. Marcius, were unwise enough to
attach themselves to Scribonius Libo,
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a slightly dim praetor who attempted to
organize a coup against the Emperor
— their heads ended up on pikes.
There were other plots and
counterplots, and it was Thrasyllus
who advised the Emperor to leave
Rome in 26¢E, while he himself
remained in the city and supported
the praetor Sejanus in his plan to
succeed Tiberius. No doubt with the
aid of his charts he sailed through the
rocky waters of the next few years, and
managed to stay alive when hundreds
were tortured and executed. He is
said to have foretold his own

death, to the hour.

THE ASTROLOGER’S SON

Thrasyllus died shortly before
Tiberius, and the new emperor, Caius
—known as Caligula — knew the
astrologer’s family rather well. In fact,
Thrasyllus had been distinctly worried
to hear that his grand-daughter Ennia
was having an affair with Caligula.

Emperor Nero presided over a reign of
terror, but the astrologer Balbillus prospered
during it and was made Prefect of Egypt.

Thrasyllus was right to be concerned:
though Caligula had promised to
marry Ennia on ascending the throne,
he failed to do so, and when she
married someone else he had

her husband executed. In despair,
Ennia then killed herself.

Thrasyllus’s son, Tiberius Claudius
Balbillus, emerged in Roman society
after Caligula’s death. The new
emperor, Claudius, had been a
childhood friend, and Balbillus
became familiar at court,
accompanying Claudius to England
as both astrologer and chief engineer.
On their return, the Emperor
presented Balbillus with a golden
crown of honour. Later he was made
high priest of the Temple of Hermes
in Alexandria, and head of the state
university with its superb library.
Balbillus then happily split his time
between Alexandria and Rome.

Balbillus, however, was unable
to stay away from politics, and
when Claudius died, he set up his
charts and told Agrip

iina the
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Younger of the precise moment

when her son Britannicus should leave
the house if he was to be a future
Roman emperor. She detained the boy
until the given time, when he went out
and was proclaimed Emperor Nero
(37-68cCE). Years before, Balbillus had
told Agrippina that this would happen
— her son would become an emperor
just as she had wished — but that also
he would murder his mother. Both the
predictions proved true.

For his role in Nero’s glory, Balbillus
was rewarded by being appointed the
Prefect of Egypt. Unlike many others,
he survived the fearful carnage
during the Emperor’s reign. Another
astrologer who drew up Nero’s chart
at the time of his birth is said to have
taken one look at it before fainting
with horror.

A DEATH FORETOLD

Succeeding Roman emperors were not
so greatly preoccupied with astrology,
although Vespasian (9-79¢E) not only
consulted Balbillus but also allowed
games to be held at Ephesus in his
honour — the Great Balbillean Games
were held until well into the 3rd century.
Hadrian and Septimus Severus were
adherents; the latter covered the ceilings
of his palace with astrological paintings
— including one of his own horoscope.

Belief in astrology was bolstered
by the apparent ease with which
astrologers could foretell events in the
lives of the emperors. What the public
did not know was that many of the
emperors went out of their way to
deliberately fulfil the predictions,
in order to show how favoured they
were by the heavens.

During successive reigns, life for
astrologers alternated between the
placid and the exhilarating. Exciting
times were far more common, as most
emperors were continually apprehensive
about plots against them. Anyone
who possessed a copy of an emperor’s
chart was naturally suspected of
advising one or more plotters.

THE HOROSCOPE OF TIBERIUS

When exiled to Rhodes, Tiberius is said to
have consulted many astrologers about his
future, killing them the moment they had
interpreted his horoscope. When the
astrologer Thrasyllus examined his charts and
suggested that Tiberius had a brilliantly
successful life ahead of him, the future
Emperor manoeuvered him to the edge of a
- perilous cliff and, preparing to
throw him over, asked, “And
what do you see for yourself?”
Thrasyllus replied, “I am in
terrible danger.” Much
impressed,
Tiberius spared
the astrologer,
and when recalled

as Emperor relied
continually on him
for advice, rarely
making a move
without it.

There was still a great deal of
belief in astrological forecasting.
Vespasian’s son Domitian (51-96¢E),
for instance, became distinctly
nervous when several astrologers
predicted his death. As the time
announced for it came nearer and
nearer, he grew even more edgy.

He sent for an astrologer, Ascletarius-
Asclation, and asked him if he could
foretell his own death. The astrologer
replied that he could: he would be
torn to pieces by dogs. Domitian had
him executed immediately to dispel
the prediction. As the astrologer’s
body was awaiting cremation,
however, a sudden rainstorm put

out the fire and a pack of feral

dogs destroyed the corpse.

The following day, as the time of his
forecast death drew closer, Domitian
grew increasingly nervous. Finally, to
placate him, his courtiers assured him
that the fatal hour was past. Much
relieved, he decided to take a bath.

As he was doing so, an assassin broke
in and stabbed him to death.
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THE EARLY CHRISTIANS

Christianity and astrology have been odd bedfellows.
Initially, there was little disharmony, but as time went
on the divisions grew more polar. However, at times
and in places when one might expect hostility to be
at its most fervent, Christianity has shown little
desire for acrimony and has instead displayed

a decided curiosity about the subject.

Tertullian was a
sceptic of astrology.

Following the Stars

The early Christians did not shrink
from the idea that a star (probably a
triple conjunction of Jupiter, Saturn,
and Uranus, in fact) guided the three
wise men to the cradle of the new-born
Jesus in Bethlehem. Indeed, it would
almost certainly have seemed highly
probable to early Christians that

the birth of the son of God should

be signalled in the heavens.

For the following three centuries,
astrology and the new religion co-
existed peacefully, though there were
some critics. St Clement of Rome — a
friend and confidant of St Peter and his

third successor as pope — reportedly
asserted that the planets and stars had
been fixed in heaven by God in order
“that they might be for an indication
of things past, present, and future.”
He referred to the 12 apostles as the
12 Months of Christ, who himself
was the Year of Our Lord.

CONPFLICT ARISES

Clement admitted that “the stars”
could have an evil effect, but asserted
that man could resist this, for it was
unthinkable that God should make
man sin through an evil disposition
of the planets and then punish

him for it. On the other hand, %
Tertullian, born in
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about 160cE and perhaps the
most influential of early Christian
theologians, argued that it was the
fallen angels who had taught man
astrology. But the most prominent
of early Christian antagonists of
astrology was St Augustine (345—430),
who argued against it in his books
Christian Doctrine and The City of God.
Like many churchmen, Augustine
did not study the subject, but simply
regurgitated old arguments from
pre-Christian eras. His
objections were founded
on a misconception of
the nature of astrological
theory, even as practised
in his own time. When,
for instance, he argued
that astrology is
ridiculous because a cow
and a human baby born
at the same instant do
not have precisely the
same life, he simply displayed his own
ignorance of what astrology claimed,
proportionately weakening his
stronger arguments.

ASTROLOGY'’S DEFENDERS

Other early theologians took different
positions. Julius Firmicus Maternus,

a contemporary of St Augustine, was
the author of a lengthy treatise on
astrology. His Matheseos (c354) accepts
the doctrine of free will but finds it
strange that man should think of stars
and planets as mere decorations of
the heavens. Producing the chief anti-
astrological arguments one by one,

he demolishes them with ease,
demonstrating clearly that the critics
had for the most part simply not tried
to understand the nature or technique
of the theory they attacked. He admits
freely that some astrologers are rogues
and others fools, and certainly admits
the difficulty of the subject. However,
he claims that the human mind is as
competent to cope with astrology as
with the mapping of the heavens and
the prediction of the planets’ courses.

St Augustine fervently argued
against astrology.

In a brilliantly presented and
enormously complex argument,
Firmicus scathingly demolishes
superstition and its practitioners —
“magicians” who only want to frighten
people. He violently opposes secrecy, and
demands that astrologers, rather than
shrinking from public view as though
ashamed, should place themselves under
the protection of God, praying that
He grant them “grace to attempt
the explanation of the
courses of the stars”. The
Matheseos is an important
book, and was to be
quoted again and again
in following centuries

by Christian astrologers
and theologians who
wanted to assuage the
fears of laymen when the
Church authorities
condemned astrology.

A TIME OF PERSECUTION

It was in 358cE that major persecution
of astrologers began. Emperor
Constantine, a convert, began a
campaign against the so-called
“superstitious” practice of claiming that
the heavenly bodies had something to
do with affairs on Earth, and astrologers
fell under the death penalty. This was
in a sense part of the coming battle
between Christianity and science.
Ptolemy and others believed that
astrology was based on scientific cause
and effect and that its use in treating
medical conditions, for example, was
entirely rational. The Church, however,
was more interested in faith. Many early
Christian theologians asserted that in
the past there had been room for
astrology, but that — as Clement of
Alexandria (c150-215) had written —
the 12 apostles had now replaced the

12 zodiac signs as ultimate authorities
on the conduct of human life.

The break away from astrology was
neither abrupt nor complete. The fact
that astrology grew somewhat faded
during the first 1,000 years after the
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birth of Christ was not so much the
result of the antagonism of the Christian
Church as because of the decline of
classical learning. New books from
Greece concerned themselves more
with astronomy than astrology (the two
terms gradually acquired very different
meanings), while some were simply not
translated into Latin and therefore had
no effect in Western Europe.

Those astrological books which
were translated often lacked sections
describing how to set up a horoscope.
The Astronomica of Manilius (fl. Ist
century), for instance, is an astonishing
poem about astronomy and astrology.
While it contains versified calculations
showing how to draw a map of the sky
for a particular moment, it does not
explain how to interpret such a chart.
Similarly, Boethius (c450-524) asserts

FREE WILL

It was largely as a result of influence from
Islamic sources that astrology returned to
the West. This was reinforced by the
gradually strengthening notion that the
stars were stationed in space by God as an
instrument for governing the world — that,
as the theologian Bernard Sylvester put it,
the stars and planets were “gods who serve
God in person, who receive from God the
secrets of the future, which they impose
upon the lower species of the universe.”
The presence of free will was always
asserted, however. As St Clement pointed
out in the 1st century, “sometimes we resist
our desires and sometimes yield to them.”
The stars could not force us

to either course
of action.

that “the celestial movements of the
stars constrain human forces in an
indissoluble chain of causes”, but fails
to show how this actually works.

ASTROLOGY BEYOND
WESTERN EUROPE

At the same time, astrology was
flourishing elsewhere. By 200cE
textbooks in Sanskrit were circulating
in India, explaining an astrology very
different to that in the West. It had five
elements instead of four, for instance,
and great importance was given to
“invisible” points of the zodiac, such
as lunar nodes (points where the lunar
orbit intersects the ecliptic). By the
8th century, accurate and complex
horoscopes were being cast in India. In
Persia too, there was a slightly different
system, largely based on the importance
of astronomical conjunctions.

But it was in the Islamic world
that the subject became an almost
all-consuming passion. Islamic
philosophers found justification in
the Koran for the study of astrology
as an instrument of God’s Will. The
invention of the astrolabe (perhaps
the oldest scientific instrument), which
could reveal the degree of the ecliptic
in the ascendant at any given moment,
was enormously useful to astrologers.
From the 7th century, a huge
compendium of astronomical and
astrological knowledge was built up,
and Islamic astronomers became much
more skilled and knowledgeable than
their Western colleagues.

Astrologers whose names are
still relatively unknown in the West
increased the skill of Islamic astrologers.
The first Jewish astrologer we know of,
Masha’Allah (c762-816), advised the
correct moment of the foundation of the
city of Baghdad, and worked on world
history as illuminated by conjunctions
of the planets Jupiter and Saturn;
al-Kindi (c801-866) was one of the first
scholars to consider how astrology
might work, and wrote a book,
De Radiis, in which he argued that

stellar rays conveyed the influence
of the planets into the realm of X
Earth. An astrologer whose name -
is familiar in the West —
Albumasar (really, Abu-
Mashar, 787-886), worked
in Baghdad and wrote the
enormously influential
Gireat Introduction to the
Science of Astrology, a
complex and highly
structured book

which was studied

and revered by
subsequent generations.

A PERIOD OF
AMBIVALENCE

Between the time of
Constantine and the
present day, the Christian
Church has been ambivalent
about astrology. Authorities
that one might suppose to have
condemned it, let it alone. The
Inquisition, for instance, only burned
one astrologer — Cecco d’Ascoli, whose
death was in fact politically inspired,
and the popes, who might have

been expected to react most
strongly against astrology,
were often wholeheartedly
supportive. Julius II,

Leo X, and Paul III all
consulted their personal
astrologers — some on
church matters, others on
more personal affairs.

Paul III (1468-1549)
knighted astrologer Luca
Gaurico, and made him

a bishop. Gaurico would
appear whenever a

new building was proposed for Rome,
and “cry out in a loud voice” when the
propitious moment had arrived to lay

a marble foundation stone. Paul was
assured by another astrologer, Marius
Alterius, that in his 83rd year he would

Luca Gaurico would work
out the best moment to lay a
building’s foundation stone.

Al ‘g
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experlenct‘,' a year of success wit
women. In fact, he died when he was
81, but no doubt the prospect had been
something to look forward to. Leo
X (1513-21) claimed that his
astrologer, Franciscus
Pruilus, could foretell
events to the very hour,
while Adrian VI and
Clement VII allowed
almanacs to be dedicated
to them.
Recent archbishops of
Canterbury have more
or less violently opposed
astrology (sometimes to the
extent of forbidding
Church property to be used
for meetings). So it is ironic that, at the
sacred heart of Canterbury Cathedral,
each archbishop who walks to his
consecration does so by passing over
a carpet that conceals a huge and
beautiful zodiac inscribed on the floor.
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Historians have claimed that the period that
stretches roughly from the beginning of the

11th century to the end of the 13th was particularly
dark for astrology. Indeed, it is claimed that its use
more or less disappeared in the Western world.
However, this is far from true — especially in the

field of astrological medicine.

William the Conqueror
instructed his astrologer
to calculate the most
auspicious time for his
coronation in 1066.

The Black Death and Court Astrology

For many centuries, the study of
medicine was inextricably linked with
the study of astrology. Indeed as late as
the 18th century, it was still impossible
to qualify as a doctor unless one had
passed an examination in astrology,
and the use of planetary
positions in diagnosis
and treatment was
commonplace.

The Black Death in
the mid-14th century
illustrates the connection.
As it ravaged Eurasia,
killing some 25 million
people in Europe alone,
astrologers soon began to
publish their views on its
cause. The medical
faculty of the University
of Paris was commanded
by King Philip VI to give
its opinion of the origin of the plague.
While other astrologers blamed the total
lunar eclipse of 18 March 1347 (eclipses
were always considered baleful), the
faculty opined that a triple conjunction
of Mars, Jupiter, and Saturn in Aquarius
in March 1345 was responsible for
the “pernicious corruption of the
surrounding air, as well as other
signs of mortality, famine, and
other catastrophes.” It was a reasoned
theory that greatly enhanced the
reputation of astrology.

It should be noted that now and in
later times of plague, astrologers did
brave service to the public by using

their medical knowledge. Both
amateur and professional doctors often
remained with the sick, rather than
attempting to flee the contagion.

MEDICAL ASTROLOGY

The various theories
of medical astrology
had by this time been
thoroughly explored.
They were based not
only on the familiar
“zodiac man” but on
the ancient theory of
the “humours” — blood,
phlegm, choler, and
melancholy — which
must be kept in balance
if a subject were to
remain healthy.

The position of the
Moon was extremely
important, especially when a surgeon
was about to bleed a patient — and
bleeding was considered the
miracle cure for almost every
ailment, for it helped to restore
balance with the other
humours. Bleeding was not
supposed to take place when
the Moon occupied the
zodiac sign which ruled the
part of the body that
was injured or was
causing illness — for
instance if the Moon
was in Scorpio, it
would be madness
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to bleed the loins (Scorpio’s body
area). Otherwise, bleeding was easier
when the Moon was full, but took an
age if she was new (something
recognized, incidentally, in 21st-
century blood transfusion).

All this had been known for centuries,
of course — as we know from the writings
of those astrologers who, by the
beginning of the 8th century, were
beginning to appear out of the mist: for
example Aldhelm (639-709), who wrote
treatises on the subject, and Alcuin
(c732-804), who became a friend and
advisor of Emperor Charlemagne.

The Church in England was particularly
keen on the subject, and many churches
had fine zodiacs — the Abbey of
Croyland, for instance, had one with
Jupiter represented in gold, Mars in iron,
the Sun in lattern (a yellow metal similar
to brass), and Mercury in amber.

COURT ASTROLOGY

William the Conqueror commissioned
his own astrologer to set the time for
his Coronation — midday on Christmas
Day 1066 — which is used by many

modern astrologers as the “birth time”
of England. The death of King Harold
had previously been predicted by the
appearance of a comet — an event
shown in the Bayeux tapestry, with a
worried-looking astrologer announcing
its presence to the ill-fated King.
Arguably the greatest of 11th-century
English scholars was Adelard (or
Athelhard), who wrote books on
astronomy and alchemy, and translated
a number of Arabic astrological texts,
which explained how a reader might set
up a chart. He believed that the planets
were “superior and divine animals”
which were “the causes and principle
of inferior natures”, and that one who
studied them could understand the
present and past, and predict the future.

During the time of the Black Death in the mid-14th
century, astrologers were turned to as a source of
explanation for the plague that was then sweeping
through Asia and Europe, killing millions.

voice was a lonely one,
however. During the
12th century, a vast
number of Latin
astrological texts
flooded into northern
Europe. The scholar
Gerard of Cromona
(1114-87) alone
translated over 70
books, among them
Ptolemy’s Almagest and
previously unknown

associated with the

court of Geoffrey Plantagenet, where
he tutored the future King Henry II
of England — was one of the earliest
scholars to differentiate between
astrology and astronomy. Astrologers,
he said, treated celestial phenomena
as they appeared to be, whether
accurately or not, while astronomers
dealt with things as they were, whether
they seemed to be or not.

works by Aristotle.

The Church did not curtail the
spread of astrological knowledge:
after all, many leading churchmen
were convinced that the stars and
planets had been placed in the sky by
God for a reason, and were as eager as
anyone else to theorize about that
reason. The greatest scholars, such as
Roger Bacon (1214-92), Albertus
Magnus (c1200-80), and St Thomas
Aquinas (1225-74), all took part in
the debate, and found it impossible
not to agree with the conclusion of
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Robert Grosseteste (c1175-1253):
“nature below effects nothing unless
celestial power moves it and directs it
from potency into act.” In the end, all
they could do was compromise: Berthold
of Regensburg (c1200), for instance, had
no doubt that “as God gave powers to
stones and to herbs and to words, so also
he gave power to the stars, that they have
power over all things except over one
thing ... Over that thing, no man has
any power, nor any might, neither have
stars nor herbs not words nor stones nor
angel nor devil nor any man, but God
alone; it is man’s free will.”

ASTROLOGY AND SOCIETY

In less unhappy times than those of the
Great Plague, the common people
probably heard little of astrology, though
they were occasionally affected by
astrological predictions. In 1186, for
example, the English were thrown into
panic by the coming conjunction of
planets in Libra, and services were held
in many churches to persuade God to
overrule the planets and mitigate
disaster. Presumably He heard the pleas,
for no disaster occurred.

The royalty and nobility of Europe
were another matter: they universally
consulted astrologers. In the 12th

century we have news of the first

notable court astrologer since Roman
times — Michael Scot, who when he
died in the 1230s was astrologer to the

Holy Roman Emperor Frederick II.

Scot was much revered as “an augur,

a soothsayer, a second Apollo,”
and did serious work on, for
example, the Moon’s effects
on menstruation. He also

studied how different positions

(according to planetary rules)

during copulation could
produce different effects at
conception. After the wedding of
Frederick and Isabella, sister of

King Henry III of England, the
couple refused to consummate

the marriage until “the fitting

- hour” had been calculated by Scot.

EARLIEST PUBLIC CLOCK

Before the invention of reliable timepieces,
estimating the correct time was a major
problem for astrologers, who needed to
time births and events accurately. Midday
was relatively easy to gauge, simply by
observing the position of the Sun, but,
beyond that, time was a pretty vague
concept; it could only be measured by
observing events in the sky, and to
calculate these was a complex and difficult
skill to attain. The earliest public clock

in England dates from
1336, and is at Salisbury
Cathedral; domestic
clocks began
to appear
only some
decades later.

But a greater court astrologer was to
come — Guido Bonatti. This is the
astrologer Dante describes as one of
the sufferers in the fourth division of
the eighth circle of the Inferno — that is
among the spirits who during their life
spent too much time trying to predict
the future and are now condemned to
pace about with their heads turned
backwards. Bonatti, a professor at the
University of Bologna, had a fine
career advising the princes of Europe:
among other things he would stand on
the ramparts of a castle and at the
auspicious moment strike a bell to
announce the time to ride out to battle.
He was scarcely modest in his claims:
“All things are known to the
astrologer: all that has taken place in the
past, all that will happen in the future
everything is revealed to him, since he
knows the effects of the heavenly
motions which have been, those which
are, and those which will be, and since
he knows at what time they will act, and
what effects they ought to produce.”
Few astrologers in later centuries
would be prepared to claim so much.
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RENAISSANCE
EUROPE

As science furthered its discoveries and developed its
laws of the universe, astrology became increasingly
contentious, and a schism eventually developed
between the previously indistinguishable studies

of astronomy and astrology. For most, however,
astrology continued to be a compelling subject,

and one that was readily turned to in times of need.

This 15th-century

Kings, Queens, and Mistresses

Astrologers have always been addicted to
prophesying disaster, from famine to war,
from the Black Death to the sinking of
the Titanic. During February 1524, for
instance, when there was a conjunction of
all the planets in the water sign of Pisces,
astrologers were agreed that nothing
could be clearer than the fact that a
second Great Flood was imminent — a
flood that would drown the entire world.
More than 50 astrologers published
over 100 books deliberating the
implications of these worrying facts,
while still being careful to cover
their backs wherever possible.
The philosopher Agostino
Nifo (1473-c1538) suggested
that, while there was likely to
be more rain than usual,
Jupiter’s predominance over
Saturn strongly suggested that this
would be beneficial, not destructive.
All the same, he concluded, it would
be as well to watch out for floods.
When February passed with fair
weather, the astrologers of Bologna
University (an especially strong
astrological faculty) were surprised —
but were later convinced that their
mistake was only in timing, for from
March to December there was
continuous rain, hail, and high winds.

Philip Il of Spain heeded astrological
advice not to visit Mary | in England
because of a plot against him.

The Pope even commanded prayers
to mitigate the effects of the storms.

THE COURTS
OF EUROPE

The Hapsburg /
Emperor Rudolph II
(1552-1612) was the
patron of several
astrologers, while
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Philip IT of Spain is documented as
having taken specific astrological
advice that warned against visiting
Mary Tudor in England because of a
plot against him. In England itself, the
royal association with astrology — which
had begun even before the arrival of
William the Conqueror —
continued to flourish.
Henry VI (1421-71)
consulted a Master
Welch about the time
of his coronation and
later engaged Richard
de Vinderose, an
Englishman trained
in France, as his court
astrologer. Henry VIII
(1491-1547) was
advised by
Nicholas Kratzer, a Bavarian
mathematician and astrologer,
and during his reign expressly
instructed his clergy not
to preach against astrology.
In Italy the philosopher
Tomasso Campanella
(1569-1639) argued the case
for astrology before Pope
Urban VIII, and later in
'\-\ France cast many horoscopes
for the great and good.
The philosopher and scientist
Giordano Bruno (1548-1600)
was another proponent of
astrology, and firmly believed
that “all things depend upon
the upper world.”

JOHN DEE

The most famous
astrologer of the age in
the whole of Europe,
however, was John Dee
(1527-1608), who was
also an esteemed
navigator, map-
maker, and
mathematician.
He set the date
and time for the
coronation of

John Dee was greatly interested in
the physical aspect of astrology.

Elizabeth I, and subsequently advised the
Queen on political and personal matters.
Dee — a scientist who believed that

the universe worked according to
mathematical laws — was #e major force
in Renaissance astrology. He lectured in
Paris to excited crowds of students, and
worked in Prague and
Krakow before his return
to England. He was much
interested in how astrology
might actually work:
probably, he concluded, by
“rays” of some sort
emanating from the
planets — there was no
reason why, just as
magnetic forces could be
measured, one should not
in time discover the
nature of these rays and how they are
influential upon the human soul as well
as the body. Dee pleaded for more
detailed astronomical study, so that the
true sizes and distances, and therefore
influence, of the heavenly bodies could
be established. Though incomplete, his
Propaedeumata is probably the greatest
English astrological work.

ASTROLOGY VERSUS
ASTRONOMY

The 16th century was the age of the
great astronomers; modern astronomers
are reluctant to acknowledge the fact
that they, too, once accepted astrology
as part of the universal working of
things. Tycho Brahe (1546-1601) spent
a great deal of time on the subject, and
defended it in lectures at the University
of Copenhagen. Nicolaus Copernicus
(1473-1543) had many well-thumbed
astrological textbooks in his library,
while Johannes Kepler (1571-1630) kept
his own “horoscope book”. When, in
1594, he took up the post of teacher of
mathematics at Graz, Kepler produced
annual almanacs which appear to have
been very accurate. In the first one he
prophesied very cold weather and an
invasion by the Turks: on 1 January

it was so cold, he later assured a

correspondent, that when people
blew their noses, those organs
fell off; on the very same day,
the Turks marched in and
destroyed much of the
country between Vienna
and Neustat.
Astronomers today
continue to deny that
such a great scientist
as Kepler could have
believed in astrology,
and are quick to quote
his throwaway line about
how astronomy — the
sensible mother — benefits from the
popularity of her foolish daughter,
astrology. However, there is plenty of
evidence to demonstrate that Kepler
accepted the idea of astrological
forecasting and horoscopes in general.
In April 1599, he wrote to his friend
and colleague Johann Herwart to ask,

Johannes Kepler is acknowledged
as a great astronomer, but his
astrological interests tend to be
ignored by today’s astronomers.

THE FRENCH COURT

The royal courts of France and England
were no less enthusiastic about astrology
than the Vatican. The widow of the French
King Henry Il, Catherine de’Medici, made
sure that an astrologer was present at the
birth of their son, the future Louis XlI
(1601—43) who in turn ordered Jean-Baptiste
Morin to attend at the birth of his son, the
future Louis XIV (1638—1715). Later, Morin
hid behind the curtains of the royal
bedroom to observe the precise moment

at which the young Louis XIV and his wife
consummated their marriage, so that he
could work out the conception chart of

any future Dauphin who might be born

as the result of the coupling.

Catherine
de’Medici

“How does the conformation
of the heavens influence the
character of a man at the
moment of his birth?” He
then went on to answer,
“It influences a human
being as long as he lives
in the way in which a
peasant haphazardly ties
slings around pumpkins;
these do not make the
pumpkin grow, but they
determine its shape. So
do the heavens: they do
not give a man morals,
experiences, happiness, children,
wealth, a wife, but they shape
everything which a man has todo ...
In my case, Saturn and the Sun
work together in the sextile aspect
(I prefer to speak of what I know best).
Therefore my body is dry and knotty,
and not tall. My soul is faint-hearted
and hides itself away in literary
corners; it is distrustful and fearful ...’
He goes on to write a detailed
interpretation of his birth chart.
He repeated it at greater length in
the fourth book of his Harmonics,
which is dedicated to King James I.

ASTROLOGY IN
LITERATURE

It was during the 17th century that
astrology became more pervasive than
ever before in England. Scarcely anyone
spoke out against it except in its most
superstitious aspects, and the country’s
greatest men argued persuasively in its
favour — notably Sir Walter Ralegh

in his Hustory of the World:

“If we cannot deny but that God
hath given virtue to spring and fountain
to cold earth, to plants and stones,
minerals, and to the excremental parts
of the basest living creatures, why
should we rob the beautiful stars of
their working powers? For seeing that
they are many in number and of
eminent beauty and magnitude, we
may not think that in the treasure of
His wisdom which is infinite, there can

be wanting, even for every star, a
peculiar value, virtue, and operation.”
Shakespeare, whose plays were not
written simply to delight the
intelligentsia but to entertain the
commoners too, knew that when he
made an astrological joke everyone
would understand it; and the plays are
full of them. He also takes the modern
view that, while the stars indicate a
possible path, there is no
compulsion on man to take it:
“The fault, dear Brutus, is not
in our stars But in ourselves,
that we are underlings.”
Those who claim
Shakespeare inveighs
against astrology might
note that in his plays the
only people who speak
against it are his villains.

SIMON FORMAN

Shakespeare very probably

knew the most successful astrologer of his
time, Simon Forman (1552-1611). The
playwright’s landlady in Silver Street,
Mrs Mountjoy, was a client of Forman’s,
and the astrologer himself left accounts
of attending Shakespeare’s plays at the

William Shakespeare’s
plays contain many references
to the interplay of astrology,
fate, and free will.

original Globe Theatre. Forman was
a physician and astrologer, and had an
enormous practice, advising clients
from every stratum of society, including
wealthy merchants, sea-captains, the
gentry, and ordinary folk. Among his
clients were the Countess of Essex and
Emilia Lanier, who has been claimed as
the Dark Lady of Shakespeare’s sonnets.
Looking at his case books, one

realizes that very little has changed
since he practised from his house
on the Strand in London: in his
notebooks he jots down questions
he was asked — enquiries about
missing pets and stolen goods,
about the faithfulness of
wives and mistresses,
whether a woman will
become pregnant or

her husband hanged

for stealing.

Forman also used
astrology for his own
ends, notably, drawing
up his clients’ charts
to discover when they

might be susceptible to seduction.
Either he had the charm of a Casanova
(for his face was against him), or he
was very accurate. He was a sensualist,
and the female client who remained
unseduced was a rare creature indeed.



THE 17TH TO
19TH CENTURIES

Despite the popularity of almanacs, which set out
various charts and data relating to the movement of
planets and other astronomical events, the scholarly
reputation of astrology was low in the early 18th
century. By the end of that century, however, it had
reasserted its professional standing, as it developed
among academic circles in Britain and the USA.

William Lilly’s 7he Starry
Messengerinterprets the
strange apparition of the
three Suns which were
seen in London in 1644.

War, Sex, and New Planets

Popular astrology received an enormous
boost when, after the invention of
moveable type, printed books began to
circulate widely. Astrological almanacs
were among the earliest books to be
printed — the first was issued in
Gutenberg, Germany, in 1448, eight
years before the famous Gutenberg Bible.
By the beginning of the 18th century
almanacs were affordable and extremely
popular — almost everyone who could

afford to had one, from King Charles I
to mariners such as Lieutenant John
Wheale (who took “a bottle of ink,

a sheet almanac, and a pocket
almanac” on his voyages).

The first man to flood England with
his almanacs was William Lilly (1602—
81), who wrote the first astrological
textbook to be published in English,
his lengthy Christian
Astrology (1647). 4
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This had an incalculable effect on

the study of astrology in England.

For well over a century, people taught
themselves astrology from this book,
which instructed them to be, in Lilly’s
words: “humane, courteous, familiar
to all, easy of judgement; afflict not the
miserable with terror of a harsh
judgement; direct such to call on God,
to divert his judgements impending over
them ... let no worldly wealth procure
an erroneous judgement from thee, or
such as may dishonour the art.”

A FIGHT FOR SURVIVAL

During the English Civil War
(1642-51), astrologers took sides,
producing almanacs in which victory
was firmly predicted for each side as
the troops went into battle. Private
consultation thrived, as it has always
done at times of trouble, with mothers
enquiring about the prospects for
survival of their conscripted

sons and husbands.

The greatest of English scientists,
Isaac Newton (1632-1727) clung, albeit
reluctantly, to a belief'in astrology until
his death, and was allegedly very short
with the astronomer Edmund Halley
when the latter rebuked him for
believing in such nonsense. Nevertheless,
by the early 1700s astrology was at a low
ebb —at least as far as serious

speculation went.

In mainland Europe,
meanwhile, the great age
of the encyclopaedia
began, and the classic
Encyclopédie, edited by
Diderot and D’Alembert
and published in 1751,

gave a great deal of not
unsympathetic space to
astrology. The first
edition of Encyclopaedia

Brittanica, which

appeared 20 years later,

During the English Civil War astrologers drew sides
like everyone else, with some finding auspicious
signs for Cromwell’s republicans, and some finding
hopeful indications for the royalist cause.

Isaac Newton argued with Edmund Halley about
the merits of astrology, declaring that, whereas
he had studied the subject, Halley had not.

frankly dismissed it as, “a conjectural
science [which] has long ago become a
just subject of contempt and ridicule.”
While this was not entirely true —
scholars at some universities still insisted
astrology was worth serious study — the
French Revolution and the Napoleonic
Wars did not attract much attention
from astrologers — though, naturally
enough, some studies were published
of Napoleon Bonaparte’s birth chart.
By the 1790s, England had enough
professional astrologers — many self-
taught, using Lilly’s textbook — to publish
The Astrologer’s Magazine. This trade
magazine was devoted to “a science
which was studied by the patriarchs
of the first ages, but which, by the craft
and ignorance of pretenders, has been
exposed to much calumny and error.”
Virtually no serious research has been
done into the history of astrology in
Europe after the beginning of the Age
of Enlightenment; but in England it is
true to say that from about 1780 onwards
the subject began slowly to climb back
towards, if not respectability, then at least
a firm place in society. This status was
seriously rocked in 1824, however, when
a Parliamentary Act was passed in
Britain, condemning anyone “pretending
or professing to tell fortunes ... to deceive
and impose on any of His Majesty’s
subjects”. It was a net wide enough to
catch a large number of not only
charlatans but also respectable
astrologers too.
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ASTROLOGY
IN THE USA

In America, the situation was
similar. Charles Morton,
Presbyterian minister
at Charlestown,
Massachusetts, had his
Compendium physicae
accepted at Harvard,
where it formed the
basis of the study of
modern science. It shied
away from popular fortune-
telling, but insisted on a
connection between the
movements of the planets and
human physical and mental health.
Other Harvard men declared an
interest: Isaac Greenwood, the first
Hollis Professor of Mathematics and
Natural Philosophy, published a
discourse in which he insisted that an
“astrologer has a philosophical
foundation, and we know not how many
wonders and mysteries may be the
genuine effects of this great alternative in
nature.” Yale was not far behind, and the
American Reverend Doctor Samuel
Johnson examined “the starry heavens

ASTROLOGY FOR WOMEN

Apart from publishing lists of fortunate or
unfortunate days, astrologers such as Sarah
Jinner gave advice on a great range of human
activities — including sex. Her fellow women
astrologers offered their advice freely: “a
lusty squab fat bedfellow very good physic

in January” advised Dorothy Partridge, while
it was generally agreed that the ideal time
“to be as a husband to thy wife” was when

the Moon was in Sagittarius. The
Ladies’ Diary (1704), an
annual almanac,

was especially

popular — rather like
one of today’s
women’s magazines,
itincluded recipes,
essays on virtue and the
nature of love, as well as
astrological advice. By the
1750s it was selling 30,000
copies a year.

and their power and

influences.” Meanwhile,

it was asserted that every

household in America
except the poorest

contained two books: the
Holy Bible and the current
astrological almanac. Farmers
found the latter

particularly useful —

one argued that “for
the better success in
letting blood, taking
physick, cutting of cattle,
sheep and hogs, it is
necessary to know where, or in what
part of the body, the sign is.” Another
claimed that horses should be gelded
“in the wain of the Moon, the signs
being either Virgo or Aries.”

ASTROLOGY IN EUROPE

Astrology in America was broadly
imitative of astrology in Europe
though there were consultant
astrologers throughout the 19th century,
it was profit from the publication of
almanacs that kept them solvent
and they continued to sell in enormous
quantities. In mid-19th-century Britain,
it was complained that practically no
one in “the lower classes” was without
an almanac, and most lived their lives
by it, refusing to cut their grass if rain
was predicted, and declining to dose
their cattle if the day was inauspicious.
The two most popular publishers of
almanacs in the 19th century were
Robert Cross Smith and Richard James
Morrison, both born in 1795. Smith
worked under the pseudonym of
Raphael, and made it famous by his
predictions on love and marriage,
finance, business, and travel. In his
The Straggling Astrologer, he published
the earliest weekly predictions to
be made in a magazine.
Meanwhile Morrison, calling
himself Zadkiel, took the high
ground, advising his readers
never to consult astrologers
who charged only five shillings

for a consultation, when
“no man of education
would stoop to receive such
beggarly remuneration.”
His magazine, Zadkiel’s
Almanac, received an
enormous boost when in
the issue for 1861 he suggested
that anyone born on or near
26 August would fall under a
very serious effect from Saturn.
Later that year Prince Albert, the
Prince Consort, died of typhoid.
He had been born on 26 August.

MASS PRODUCTION

If any person can be singled out as
being the one most responsible for
the resurgence of astrology in the late
19th and early 20th century, it was
W. F. Allen (1860-1917), who called
himself Alan Leo. He joined Madame
Blavatsky’s Theosophical Society
in London, became a professional
astrologer, and set up a sort of factory
in which he employed other astrologers
to calculate charts, and clerks to write
out his opinions on them; his Modern
Astrology Publishing Company soon
had branches in Paris and New York.
It was Leo’s chief clerk who devised
the simple system which made the firm’s
fortune: separate sheets of paper, each
summarizing the effect of a particular
aspect of a birth chart, were simply
stapled together and sent out without
the slightest attempt to synthesize the
information. This method is still
employed today by the less reputable
and cheaper computer horoscope firms.

MODERN PLANETS

One of the problems facing Raphael,
Zadkiel, and their contemporaries was
the scientific reaction to the discovery of
the so-called “modern” planets: Uranus
(discovered in 1781) and Neptune
(1846); Pluto was added later in 1930.

The anti-astrological camp latched
onto this as proof that astrology was
nonsense. Astrologers asserted that
rather than creating new problems,

the discoveries solved old ones. All over
Europe astrologers reconsidered the birth
charts of historical figures — IFrederick the
Great, Marie Antoinette, Catherine of
Russia — and found that time and again
the “new” planets, placed in the old
charts, revealed elements of their
subjects’ personalities previously
unaccounted for by the traditional
planets. All that was necessary was a
few years of empirical study to work out
the particular influences of the “new”
planets. It was determined, for example,
that Uranus has a positive effect on
originality and versatility, but also leads
to a concern with sexual excess and
possibly deviation. And it is agreed that
Neptune concerns itself with the arts,
particularly poetry and dancing, and
encourages imagination and sensitivity.
Many gaps in old birth charts, it was
said, could now be filled. Astrology

had no more been destroyed by the
discovery of the “new” planets than
Harvey’s discovery of the circulation

of the blood had devalued what had
previously been known about the bodily
processes; both discoveries had simply
enlarged existing knowledge.
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THE 20TH CENTURY

During the first half of the 20th century, astrology
made its way from specialist magazines into the
daily newspapers. The widespread consumption
of horoscopes did not, however, diminish interest
in the subject from various reputable philosophers,
politicians, and scientists, and much influential
research was carried out in the late 20th century.

The Age of Popular Astrology

The avidly read horoscope columns
in newspapers and magazines, with
their emphasis on the Sun signs, were
the invention of the English astrologer
R. H. Naylor. In 1930, he wrote an
article about astrology for the Sunday
Express, in which he appeared to
foretell the crash of the airship R-101.
This was considered so remarkable
that he was invited to write a weekly
column. To involve all his readers,

he wrote about the 12 zodiac signs,
for almost everyone knew their Sun
sign. Within a few years, no popular
paper or magazine could afford to

be without its astrologer, and Naylor
had single-handedly invented
Sun-sign astrology.

The airship R-101 crashed in Beauvais, France in
1930. It was an event predicted by R. H. Naylor.

At the same time, there was a swing
back from almost total scorn for
astrology to a serious, speculative
interest in the subject among educated
people. The psychiatrist Carl Gustav
Jung (1875-1961) published claims that
zodiac types could be seen as archetypes
of the human personality, displaying all
its potentialities. The zodiac

signs, he suggested,
have a deeper
significance than
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we know, and humans are conscious
of them as archetypes when stirred
by highly emotional circumstances,
such as those that prompt people

to consult astrologers.

JUNG'S STUDIES

In his clinical practice, Jung used the
horoscope as a starting point from
which to build a bridge of understanding
between himself and his patients. He
looked for common ground between
his patients’ birth charts and his own.
Jung also interested himself in what he
called synchronicity, or meaningful
patterns of events. These, he believed,
could be predicted, and often seemed
to correlate with planetary movements.
As part of his research
into astrology, Jung
studied the birth charts
of 483 married couples —
966 charts in all — not
only in their original
pairings but also in
chance couplings.
Altogether, 32,220
pairings were postulated
and examined. He
found that in the twinned
charts of happily coupled people there
was a statistically significant presence
of the aspects, traditionally indicative of
a satisfactory relationship. Jung’s
public standing did much
to convince those naturally
sympathetic to the subject that
it was worth serious study and,
in France and Switzerland in particular,
such studies began.

PERSONAL COUNSELLING

Meanwhile, a renewal of interest was
triggered in Europe and America by
the founder of the Theosophical Society,
Helena Petrovna Blavatsky
(1831-91), and her
American colleague
Colonel Henry
Steele Olcott
(1832-1907).

o

astrologers began to use the language

of psychology, and to turn away from
prediction and towards encouraging clients
to reach self-fulfillment by advising them
how to make their lives fuller and more
satisfying. The language of the future

gave way to the language of character
analysis and counselling. By the end of
the century, all reputable astrological
teaching bodies included courses in
counselling as part of their training.

WORLD WAR I AND
THE INTERWAR YEARS

During World War I, British and
German astrologers took part in their
own way and for their own sides. Alan
Leo examined the horoscopes of
King George V and the
German Kaiser: not
surprisingly, he found the
first “magnanimous” and
“peaceful”; the second
“extremely unfortunate”.

Between the wars,
astrology was taken
seriously in Germany.
Herbert Freiherr von
Kloeckler (1896-1950)
pioneered astroanalysis as
an aid to psychological analysis, while
actor Karl Brandler-Pracht founded the
German Astrological Society and
started the Astrologische Rundschau, the
most prominent astrological journal in
Europe at the time. During the 1920s
and 30s, no fewer than 400 specialist
books and pamphlets on the subject
were published in Germany.

Though the Nazi Party was initially
drawn to astrology, in 1934 it banned
all “fortune-telling” and made the
publication of almanacs and astrological
journals illegal. The German
Astrological Society managed to survive,
integrating with the establishment and
giving some protection to astrologers.

THE THIRD REICH

There were some notable, high-ranking
members of the Nazi Party who were
enthusiasts of astrology, however.
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Hess, Himmler, and to
some extent Goebbels,
were among them, and
for a time Karl Ernst
Krafft (who had correctly
foretold an attempt on
Hitler’s life in 1939) was
in high favour. Though
the Fithrer himself
remained uninterested in
the subject, when war
broke out Krafft was
summoned to Berlin by
Goebbels to translate

the prophesies of
Nostradamus and
demonstrate that it

was Germany’s fate to conquer the
world. Astrology was used as black
propaganda by the British as well, and
Churchill co-opted the part-German
astrologer Louis de Wohl.

Krafft, along with all German
astrologers, was caught up in the
panic that ensued when, in May 1941,

Hitler’s deputy Rudolf Hess flew
to Scotland in an independent
attempt to make peace with
Britain. Hitler, who

had always
mistrusted

Himmler (to the
left of Hitler) was
one of several
high-ranking
Nazis who made
use of astrology.

Nostrodamus’ prophesies were
used by Goebbels and Krafft to
justify Germany’s aggression.

astrologers, immediately
announced that Hess
had been “crazed by
astrology”, and the
Gestapo arrested a
number of practitioners.
Included among them
was Wilhelm Wulff, who
had been released from a
concentration camp to
work for Himmler as his
private astrologer. Wulff
survived the war, but
Krafft died in 1944 in

a train taking him to

the concentration camp
at Buchenwald.

A BURGEONING
SCENE IN THE WEST

In America, there was the same blend
of popular and serious astrology as in
Europe. Evangeline Adams was a
vastly fashionable astrologer in the
1920s, with syndicated columns and
radio programmes, but in 1914 she had
been prosecuted for “fortune-telling”.
The judge in the trial gave her an
anonymous horoscope to interpret.
Having done this, she was told by the
judge that the chart was that of his son
and that her interpretation had been
spectacularly successful. He announced
to the court that Ms Adams had “raised
astrology to the dignity of an exact
science”, and so dismissed the case.
During the 1960s and 1970s popular
interest in astrology ran rampant in
the Western world: “What’s your
sign?” became a common question
from stranger to stranger, and the most
popular astrological journalists became
millionaires, their columns syndicated
through hundreds of newspapers and
magazines. In 1960, a university
student called Marcia Moore had no
difficulty in finding 900 professional
astrologers in Britain and America to
question for a thesis, while in 1969 a
journalist estimated that over 10,000
Americans were making a living
from astrology. But more serious work
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Evangeline Adams was a fashionable and widely
popular astrologer in the 1920s.

continued, astrologers such as the
American Dane Rudhyar and the
English John Addey researching
quietly, their work published only in
specialist journals and books, the titles
of which were familiar only to their
peers. Addey’s work on what he
termed “the harmonics of cosmic
periods” is among the most important
of the second half of the last century.

ASSESSING THE FACTS

Contributing to the debate on the
validity of astrology was Frenchman
Michel Gauquelin, who, assisted by
his wife Francoise, statistically tested
several astrological propositions, using
thousands of birth charts. He asserted
that successful sportsmen tended to be
born when Mars was dominant, while
actors were born under a similar
influence of Jupiter, and scientists and
doctors under Saturn. Gauquelin’s
statistics were re-tested and approved
by the scientist Hans Eysenck.
Meanwhile, many teaching bodies
were established in Europe and
America, tutoring students not only
in basic astrology — the setting up and
interpretation of charts — but also in
specialist areas of the subject. The
English Astrological Association
and the American and Australian
astrological federations hold regular
conferences and publish papers and
learned journals (such as the British
Correlation). Courses in various aspects
of astrology proliferate, as does a wide
range of study. The American Robert
Hand has intensely researched ancient
astrological texts, for example, and

there has been renewed interest in
many traditional tools of the astrologer —
such as horary astrology (see p294).
The Australian Bernadette Brady
has renewed interest in the influences
of the fixed stars, while others have
explored the astrological significance
of newly discovered stellar objects,
devising new theories along the way.
At Bath Spa University College in
England it has even become possible
to take a Master of Arts course in
cultural astronomy and astrology.

It can scarcely be claimed that
astrology has been returned to
academic respectability. Yet the
conviction that mankind has not yet
discovered all the mysteries of the
known universe continues to convince
a growing number of people that it
would be unwise to consign astrology
to the dustbin of the cosmos.

THE REAGANS AND ASTROLOGY

As the Governor of California, Ronald
Reagan signed a legislation legalizing

the practice of astrology in the state.

When he became the president in 1981,

the astrologer Joan Quigley advised him
(through his wife Nancy) on the timing

of presidential travel and on his personal
health. Furthermore, on Joan’s advice, the
successful US—Soviet treaty eliminating
intermediate-range nuclear missiles was
signed at precisely 1:30 pm on 8 December,
1987. Reagan himself wrote to the Los
Angeles Times’astrologer Sydney Omarr,
saying: “By promoting a greater
understanding and appreciation of
astrology you further the cause of science
and inspire all stargazers to new levels of
insight, discovery, and exploration.”

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TWELVE SIGNS
OF THE ZODIAC _

The zodiac’s signs — Aries, Taurus, Gemini, and so on —
derive from 12 of the many constellations. These 12 are
unevenly spaced but give their names to 30° sections along
the ecliptic — the imaginary path around the Earth through
which the Sun appears to move. In the course of a year, the

Sun passes in front of each of these sections in turn.
he origin of the association
T between the 12 “constellations”

and animals and human heroes
is obscure. However, we do know that
the stars themselves were once regarded
as living beings. The Greek philosopher
Aristotle (384-322BcE), for example,
believed this, while the first person to
record it as a fact seems to have been
Origen, the head of the Christian school
of Alexandria, in about 200cE. So
naturally, creatures such as the Lion,
the Bull, and the heavenly Twins, which
were assigned to the constellations, were
also considered to have life and human
characteristics too. In different countries
these zodiacal creatures had different
names — the Greek Tauros (the Bull), for
example, was Tora in Iranian, Vrisha in
Sanskrit, and Gud.an.na in Babylonian;
similarly Scorpios in Greek was

Gazdum, Vrischika, and Gir.tab.

The signs of the zodiac in this 15th-century
illustration are not only shown in relation to their
placing in the calendar, but also shown in respect of
parts of the body — Aries being the sign of the head, for
example, and Taurus being the sign of the neck.

For astrologers of both the ancient world
and the modern, the constellations and
their respective creatures exert an
influence, somewhat mystically, over those
born when the Sun was “in” their sign.

KNOWING YOUR SIGN

When someone asks, “what sign are
you?”, it is extremely likely that you will
answer by telling them the Sun sign at
the time of your birth. The fact that
the Sun is said to be “in” a sign at any
particular time does not mean that there
is any real connection between the Sun
and the constellations of Leo, Gemini,
Pisces, and the rest. Rather it simply
means that the Sun was in a position
between the Earth and the section of the
ecliptic named after its constellation.
The Sun sign is the astrological sign
that we tend to most readily identify
as ours, and almost everyone who picks
up an astrology book automatically
turns first to the Sun sign pages. A
considerable number of the assertions
the writer makes about the general
characteristics of a Leo or a Virgo

seem to be true; others do not. As the
Earth revolves, so the 12 constellations
on which the zodiac is based rise over
the eastern horizon once a day, just like
the Sun. The sign crossing the eastern
horizon at the time of birth is known
as the Rising sign, or Ascendant.

Until about 80 years ago the Rising
sign was considered probably the

most important element of the birth
chart, and was said to denote “the
outward you” — the “you” recognized

by the world. The Sun sign denoted

“the inward you” — the “you” only those
closest to you would recognize.

The enormous publicity which
\ Sun signs have received in the
past 70 years or so seems to
have thrown this rather out

of kilter. Many people now
know so much about

their Sun sign that they

unconsciously behave in

the way the descriptions
suggest, and the Sun sign
now seems more accurately
to portray the “you” people
experience when they first
meet you, while the Rising
sign represents the “you” known
by your parents or your lover.
Experienced astrologers know how to
make allowances for this ambivalence.

RISING & MOON SIGNS

What must be recognized is the part the
Rising sign plays in portraying the
whole individual. If you happened to
be born at sunrise, then your Sun and
Rising signs will be the same, and you
will be instantly recognizable as a
Sagittarian or a Libran. However, the
position of the Sun at the time of birth
is only one of many factors in the full
horoscope or birth chart. We are all a
subtle combination of all 12 signs,
stressed in different ways, and overlaid
by other important factors that combine
to make our horoscope individual to us.

BORN ON THE CUSP

If you were born on a day when the Sun
changes signs, do not suppose that you have
the qualities of two Sun signs. Your sign will
be one or the other, depending on the time
of day when the Sun moves from one sign to
the next (an ephemeris will give a precise
time). If, reading the descriptions of both
signs, you think, "yes, I'm just like that”, it is
probably because of the influence of Venus
and/or Mercury, which can very often be in
the sign immediately before or after your Sun
sign. So if your sign is, say, Cancer, but you
recognize the influence of Gemini or Leo, it
may be because Venus or Mercury was in
Gemini or Leo when you were born.

THE TWELVE SIGNS OF THE ZODIAC

As the Earth turns on its axis, a different
degree of the zodiac rises and
culminates roughly every three minutes.
Therefore, for two individuals to have
identical birth charts or horoscopes,
they would have to have been born
within three minutes of each other and
in the same location. It can happen, but
IS Very uncommon.

The sign the Moon occupies at birth
is extremely important too. Traditionally,
the characteristics shown by the Moon
sign are those you have inherited from
your parents, but the Moon sign also
shows the way in which you instinctively
react to situations in life. The appearance
of all the planets in individual signs is
significant and must be considered, but
most astrologers would agree that these
three basics — Sun sign, Rising sign, and
Moon sign — are the most important
when first looking at a birth chart.

Your Sun, Rising, and
Moon signs can be found
in an ephemeris — a book
of astronomical tables
(which is also used by
mariners). These can be
ordered from booksellers,
but at the end of this book,
you will find our own
simple charts that are
sufficiently accurate for
anyone who wants to start
discovering the mysteries
of the full birth chart.

CATEGORIZATIONS

Finally, the signs fall into traditional
categories that originated in the distant
past. In a horoscope there are different
emphases on the categories, and these
form the beginnings of interpretation.
Among other traditional groupings,
cach sign is assigned an element, or
triplicity. (The placing of the elements is
summarized in our chart, above.) The
theory attributing characteristics such
as dry, hot, cold, and wet to elements
was much used in medical astrology,
and extended to the planets. Jupiter,
Venus, and the Moon were said to be

Ptolemy, the famous Greek
astrologer of the 2nd century.

THE ELEMENTS

The elements are fire, earth, air, and water,
each operating through a different quality
(or quadruplicity) three times to make up
the 12 divisions of the zodiac. So each
element has three signs attached to it:
one cardinal (the realm of instigators),
one fixed (indicating steadiness and
determination) and one mutable (which
implies an adaptable and flexible attitude).
Of the elements, fire is said to be “hot and
dry”, earth “cold and dry”, air “hot and
humid”, and water “cold and humid”.

“hot and moist”, Saturn “excessively
cold”, and Mars “excessively dry”. Fixed
signs are said to be resourceful and
persistent, but resistant to
change; cardinal signs
Initiators of action and
leaders; mutable signs are
changeable, adaptable,
and sometimes unstable.

Signs were also ascribed
masculine and feminine
qualities: traditionally, the
signs in alternate order,
starting with Aries and

ending with Aquarius,
are masculine, the others
feminine. Ancient texts
take these divisions of the signs much
further — in the writings of the Greek
astronomer and astrologer Ptolemy
(c100—c178), for instance, we find Aries,
Taurus, Leo, and Sagittarius described
as “bestial”’; Cancer, Scorpio, and Pisces
as “fruitful”; and Gemini, Sagittarius,
and Pisces as “common”.

In astrology, there is also a very
special and subtle relationship between
each sign and its polar sign — that is, the
one on the opposite side of the zodiac.
It is a concept that derives from
Aristotle’s theory of the principles
which ruled all matter — in this case,
the principle of interacting opposites.
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“The Ram will ever cherish hopes; he will rise

from the sudden shipwreck of his affairs
to abundant wealth.”

ARIES AS A SUN SIGN

The Sun enters Aries, the first sign of
the zodiac, on 21 March — spring
equinox in the Northern hemisphere.
This is the first day of the astrological
year. Aries is the pioneer of the
zodiac, and people who are born
during the period when the Sun
is in Aries certainly like to express
an independent spirit.

Those who have Aries as their
Sun sign have considerable resources
of determination, but in their
enthusiasm will often tend to rush into
challenging situations regardless of
possible problems. There is a strong

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when needed. This combines
extremely well with Aries’ identity as
one of the positive signs, which in
many respects adds a psychologically
strong, extrovert quality, doing much
to propel these live wires of the zodiac
towards the goal they most desire — the
winning post.

The sign’s symbol, the Ram, relates
well to the characteristics
of its denizens, and we
think of the ram battling
head to head with rivals. It
1s interesting, however, that
as well as the positive,
exuberant, and extrovert
members of the sign, we do
have a fair number of
much quieter Ariens. In
recent years, there has
been discussion among
astrologers of the typical
Aries Ram contrasting
with an Aries Ewe. The
latter is much less likely to
make a strong impact, but
beneath a quiet exterior
there is determination.
They know what they want to achieve,
but do not make such a song and dance
about it as their more extrovert
“cousins”. Here, for instance, will be
the young mother, having plenty of
good ideas on nurturing her children,
coping well with the heavy schedule of
motherhood, and perhaps holding
down a job as well.

A Picture of Health
In terms of physical make-up, Aries
Sun-sign types tend to be strong and
healthy. By tradition, their body area
is the head. Ask Ariens if they get
headaches and they will either say they
never get any or that they really suffer.
When young they will often tumble
from climbing frames and trees, and
hit their heads much more than is
common with those of other Sun signs.
It is important that Ariens take
plenty of exercise, and many are very
keen and active participants in a wide

variety of sports. Heavy team games
such as soccer and rugby attract
Ariens, and Eastern martial arts are
also popular for this Sun-sign type.

ARIES AS ASCENDANT

Many of the characteristics interpreted
above will be present, but will be
expressed rather differently when Aries
is the Ascendant. The
determination to win will
again be extremely
important, and physical
and emotional energy will
be exerted to this end —
rather more so than with a
Sun-sign Aries.

The direction the
determination takes will
rely on the individual’s
Sun sign and other areas
of the birth chart.
Restlessness may occur,
but, if there is competition
in the chosen direction,
that will act as a great
incentive to push forward
and to succeed. In families
where there is a child with an Aries
Ascendant, these characteristics will
emerge at a very early age, especially
in competition with siblings. This
instinctive “pushiness” can be lessened
by encouraging Aries to care for and
love other family members and pets.

The Social Environment
Ascendant Ariens can easily adapt to
any kind of environment and social
circumstance. There is a toughness
which contributes to a natural
resilience. There is also a strong
tendency to be extremely high-key,
not in a tense and nervous way, but
in a more blustering and forceful
way that can be exhausting for other
people. It is excellent for Ariens to
learn to be calmer and a little more
philosophical, because in doing so
they will express their natural
powerful ability for self-analysis,
without becoming too introspective.
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Developing psychological balance in
their lives is all-important if a tendency
to go to extremes of action, and indeed
inaction, is to be resisted.

In terms of health, the traditional
vulnerabilities listed under the Sun
sign are even more relevant. The
possibility of headaches can be rooted
in slight kidney disorders, and, as there
is a tendency to have a somewhat
slap-happy, devil-may-care attitude,
there is a considerably increased
vulnerability to being accident-prone.

ARIES AS MOON SIGN

The Moon in this sign gives the
individual an extremely emotional and
very quick response to all situations.
Particularly in an emergency, a Moon-
sign Arien will take charge and
actually do something. When others
are getting stressed out, and when
action is called for (during boring
meetings when decisions have to be
made, for instance), here is someone
who will take control and “cut to the
chase”. This quality also comes into its
own on a personal level, when the
individual is in a tight corner and has
to make a sn ecision

The emotional content of the Moon in
Aries is very high and needs positive
expression through daily life, career,
and sexuality. However, care is
necessary that impulsiveness and an
over-quick temper do not mar these
very assertive and forthright responses.

The Moon-in-Aries type also has a
liking for danger, and extreme sports
are particularly attractive. The Aries’
need for independence is important,
especially in the young.

There are cases when, due to the
influence of other planets on the
Moon, these qualities are suppressed.
It will be obvious from the individual’s
reactions and responses to situations
if this is so. If it is, they should avoid
bottling up problems and make an
effort to live a lifestyle that is satisfying
and right for them — even if it means
making drastic changes or decisions
concerning other people.

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Aries in Friendship, Love,
and Permanent Relationships

The great thing about having Aries
friends is that, basically, they are really
cheerful types. They will encourage us
all the way in our interests and our love
life, and will make us get moving
when, for one reason or another, we
find ourselves procrastinating.
Remember, like
members of some other
signs, Ariens want
everything here and
now — and they want
the same for their
friends too. They are
hugely encouraging,

but tend to lose patience
if a required response

is not forthcoming.

A Simple Plan

When we have a
problem that we cannot
resolve, a wonderful
Aries quality emerges in our friends —
whether the Aries influence is from the
Sun, the Moon, or the Ascendant.
These people have the happy knack of
simplifying even the most complicated

situation. They are adroit at coming up
with a practical resolution in a matter
of moments, and are able to do so
without recourse to lengthy speeches.
It is worth remembering that while,
on the whole, Ariens likes to do things
on the spur of the moment, it is very
often necessary to plan
some events well in
advance. Initially an
Aries friend will gladly
accept an impromptu
invitation — yes, they
will come, and look
forward to it. However,
we cannot totally
escape from Aries
selfishness, and nearer
the proposed date we
are all too likely to get
word from them
profoundly apologizing
that they cannot make
it. Their mother is sick, they have to
work dreadfully late, and so on. Their
story will be really convincing, and we
will believe them; but, the more we get
to know our Aries friends, the clearer
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it will become that, in such cases,
they have simply had a better offer.
They can be very tactful about this,
but in the end they are transparent —
especially if Aries is the Rising sign.
It is here that the subtle influence of
Libra — the polar, or opposite, sign
across the zodiac — comes into play.
Libra is all tact and diplomacy, and
will tell untruths so as not to directly
upset other people.

Overall, however, our Aries friends
are fun, and we always have a good
time when with them. Even if their
interests are different from ours, their
enthusiasm is in itself very infectious.

ARIES IN LOVE

Aries people are impatient, and will
not be best pleased if their advances
get insufficient encouragement, or,
possibly even worse, a very slow,
hesitant response. It is of above average
importance to them to know how they
stand — being “messed about” by
indecisive types is anathema, and
they will pretty quickly say goodbye.
With this in mind, Ariens do need
to realize that, while someone may
respond immediately to their attractive
personality, the response to a romantic
or even downright sexy approach is not
necessarily immediate. If they do not
show some patience, they may well
miss out on a good relationship —
whether it lasts but a few weeks or
becomes something more long term.
To encourage a new lover, or
someone who is being wooed, Ariens
will very often ply him or her with little
gifts. Thoughtfulness is not lacking, and
neither is the variety of ways in which
they will make life enjoyable for their
lovers. Their enthusiasm for sex is
abundant, and they need partners who
respond to their exuberant approach.
Someone who is sexually inhibited will
not be tolerated for very long. Sexual
compatability from an early stage is
essential in a relationship, but here again
the development of a certain amount of
patience could be worthwhile.

ARIES FALLS IN LOVE

Aries falls in love very quickly and very often
falls out of love with similar haste. These are
among the most ardent and passionate
lovers in the whole zodiac. Both men

and women of the sign are, on the whole,
highly sexed, and take sheer pleasure and
enjoyment in the whole process — from

the chase to the bedroom (or back seat of
the car). They enjoy romps with their partner
from youth through middle age and onward
—indeed, if this is not possible both they
and their partners will suffer.

Too Much Haste

It is also important that Ariens take

on board the fact that many partners
particularly enjoy foreplay as a sensual
prelude to the sexual act. In their haste
and natural exuberance, Ariens may
be unconcerned with this kind of
pacing. Developing a somewhat more
gradual, romantic approach and
technique is really very advisable.

All these indications will certainly
not fade as Aries lovers grow older,
when we can expect the same lively
approach and enthusiasm for a sexual
romp. Whether the actual performance
will be as satisfying for both partners
concerned is, of course, a moot point.
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ARIES IN PERMANENT
RELATIONSHIPS

Here we still see the same enthusiasm
and exuberance for love and sex, but,
once Aries has made a commitment to
become a long-term partner and has
taken time to be sure that this is what
is seriously desired, all kinds of
interesting qualities emerge.

They are great home builders, not
only from the point of view of adjusting
to a changed lifestyle, but also from a
practical point of view. They have what
it takes to develop all kinds of necessary
skills for DIY projects, and, even if there
is no serious lack of funds, many Ariens
will simply prefer to get busy themselves
rather than employ a professional.
However, Aries’ fiery enthusiasm can
fade, so it is important that the partner
gives continual nudging if the kitchen
cupboard doors are not to remain piled
up in the garage because the Arien is
tremendously busy elsewhere!

Where long-term relationships
can suffer is through Aries’ selfishness.
This can emerge in different ways.

An example might be that because
Aries hobbies or spare-time interests
are so engrossing, they lead to the
neglect of the partner and his or her
interests. Similarly, if their career is
very demanding, and work is brought
home to do in the evenings or if their
job takes them away on frequent
business trips, there can be trouble —
even if the Arien motivation is to make
a better life for the family. In addition,
if the sex life is unsatisfactory, it will
not be too long before Ariens start
looking in other directions. Aries’
restlessness can also be a problem, and
to counter both this and any expression
of selfishness, the development of joint
interests with the partner will be an
enormously positive step.

Polar Opposites
In permanent relationships, partners
quite often respond to each other in
the manner of their Rising sign’s
polar sign. For Aries, this is Libra.
It seems almost unbelievable that
any Aries would say, “Let’s wait and
see what happens,” but within a
close, permanent relationship this
will indeed happen. A permanent
partner will also bring out Aries’
romantic side.
If children are planned, Ariens
make excellent and very lively
parents, and will shower children
with encouragement. They can
be a bit too forceful, however,
and may not give enough
attention to the child’s own skills.

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THE FIRST OF THE FIRE SIGNS

Aries is the first of the three fire signs.
Symbolically, we can say that the Aries fire is
strongly charged with emotion, which starts to
flare up and crackle at the least provocation.

Conversely, however, petty
annoyance can turn to fierce anger which, like
sudden flames, soon burns out, but without
resentment or sulkiness on the part of the
individual.

It is their lively sense of immediacy, spurred
into positive action, that is so admirable and
infectious, and forms an important part of the
Aries Sun-sign personality.

Perhaps work with a charity that sends
its staff to far-flung corners of the Earth
will have its attractions, as it would
chime with the pioneering spirit of the
Aries mind.

Becoming a war
correspondent could be a possibility —
especially if the birth chart also shows
a flair for communications.

Gemini in Education, Jobs, and Money

If any child will benefit from listening
to Mozart while still in the womb,

This is a lesson which should be
instilled by the parents, so as to prevent
upsets when it comes to more serious
school days, and also for a bit of peace
and quiet at home. Parents must
also bear in mind that their
child’s questions must be
answered as fully as possible.
They will not be content
with anything that
seems illogical.

School Life

The Geminian child
will thrive at a school
that has a lively atmosphere, and
believes in stimulating its pupils. The
child will not like strict discipline,

and the acceptance of rules will be
easy only when their real reason is
thoroughly explained and understood.
Geminians are not shy about
complaining if they think a rule is silly.
Even if parents agree with them, the
best approach is to try to find some
reason why he or she should conform.
Geminians are not rabble-rousers as
children, but they will certainly use

Work in the
retail trades is, therefore, ideal.

Going Places

Many Geminians are the happiest when
driving. That chatty taxi driver one
occasionally meets is more than likely to
be a Geminian. Another area in which
their best qualities can be rewardingly
expressed is the travel and hospitality
industries. Here, we have the
particularly lively air steward, extremely
eager to welcome us on board, and to
convince us that theirs is the best or the
only airline worth using. Or the travel
guide, who constantly counts her flock,
and is really excited about the sights

of her own particular patch of touristic
soil. Very different professions, such

as the law, will be fascinating as well.
Geminians can enjoy acting as
go-betweens. So being an agent for
writers, actors, musicians, or those in
search of better jobs in most industries,
or in finance can make for success. In
calmer areas, because of the traditional
astrological accent on the hands, those
interested in the beauty industry will

do well to consider a career as a
manicurist or as a therapeutic masseur.
Geminians also make inspiring and
stimulating teachers — but they should
think very carefully about the age group
they want to work with, because they
could become rather bored with nursery
or kindergarten work.

HEALTHY EATING AND EXERCISE

For good health, Geminians should
maintain a fairly light diet. Heavy, stodgy
food does not suit them. They will fare a
lot better on salads, poultry, and fish, with
some pasta to contribute carbohydrates.

as quick as a flea to pick
them up and point them out
to whoever needs to know.
Those who are less observant will
be amazed at this facility, and will
be thankful to their Virgo friends for
saving them from making silly mistakes.
Like their Geminian cousins,
Virgos are very talkative and enjoy
communicating ideas and concepts to
anyone who will take an interest. They
will enthrall us with what they have to
say, and by the lively, often bouncy way
in which they express themselves.
Although their logic is of the highest
quality, Virgos, nevertheless, still share
with Cancerians the top prize for worry.
Their apprehension is probably rooted
in the fact that, since they look at every
problem and situation from many
points of view, the negative aspects of it
are bound to present themselves along
with the positive ones. Although they
are generally not pessimistic, it does
seem that the worst possible scenarios
tend to dominate their thinking.

VIRGO AS ASCENDANT
When Virgo is the Rising sign, the sign
on the Midheaven (see p283) is quite
often Gemini. In such cases, the links
between the two signs are considerably
strengthened, as is the influence of the
individual’s Mercury sign.

Here we have a truly “mercurial”
person — one who is very talkative and
often unable to sit still for long, and

whose liveliness is more infectious

than that of a Sun-sign Virgo. Rising-
sign Virgos may become self-critical,
sometimes to the point of undermining
their confidence — which is not always
particularly strong, whether the
influence is from the Sun or Ascendant.

The Need for Exercise

We must remember that the nervous
energy levels are extremely high when
Virgo rises. Taking regular exercise is
essential — tough workouts at the gym
in the case of youngsters, and brisk
walking, preferably in the country, if
they are older. Interest in an active
sport, such as tennis or netball, will be
excellent; it is important to their
general wellbeing that they keep
moving. The most suitable sport for
them is one which makes demands on
their mind and intelligence.

While many may tend to
underestimate their intellectual
potential, and will go no further than
becoming expert crossword addicts
or getting hooked on “brain teasers”,
they are capable of stretching their
minds and intellect in all kinds of
directions. They should think, for
instance, of always attending at least
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one demanding study
course every academic
year. The potential for
communicating their
ideas and opinions is
very powerful in them,
and there is a strong
chance that they will
find work in the media.
A Virgo’s health is
strongly related to the
Rising-sign influence, and the
traditional Virgo body areas
are the stomach and intestines.
More often than not, stress
or a worrying problem
will affect the stomach
and result in bouts of diarrhoea,
constipation, or indigestion. Worrying
excessively can also cause a build up of
headaches or migraines. Many
individuals of this sign are vegetarians,
and were so long before it became as
popular as it is today; it particularly
suits those with a Virgo Ascendant.
We find that many are sensitive to
conventional prescription drugs,
to which they can be allergic.
Homeopathic remedies are often
more successful in such cases.

VIRGO AS MOON SIGN

Perhaps, rather more than with most
signs, we find striking similarities
between the influence of the Moon,
Sun, and Ascendant in Virgo. As ever,
the Virgo’s response to situations will
be coloured by the Moon-sign
influence, and it is here that the three
governing influences tend to come
together. They possess enormous
resources of nervous energy, which,

if channelled positively, can enhance
the individual’s generous supply of
practical ability. Because of the speed
of their reactions and responses, these
people are in an excellent position to
keep ahead of rivals. Their repartee
will have a sharp, critical edge, and
they will, more than they actually
realize at the time, put many an erring
person thoroughly in their place.

Yet in spite of these forthright
qualities there is very often a lack
of self-confidence. When meeting
strangers or challenged in any
way, the Moon-in-Virgo
person will immediately
become nervously
talkative.

If
we are organizing a party or some
event, they will again turn up trumps,
and, provided they know exactly what
we want them to do, their efficiency
shows itself and blossoms. If they find a
situation confusing, they can easily get
rather worried and flummoxed, which
causes them unnecessary strain.

worrying about them. But it certainly
can be the case that a concern about
what their lover might think of them
can dampen down the physical
expression of love.

One would think
that the individual would learn the hard
way, but this is not necessarily so, for the
drive is very strong and, in most cases,
overcomes the otherwise typical Libran
indecision, so that the individual often
dives prematurely into relationships.

when under stress. The need to

talk important problems through is
important to all of us, but under Libra
one should never bottle up problems.
Many with Libra as their Rising sign
enjoy demanding and tough sports.
They are motivated to use their physical
energy in a dynamic and rewarding
way, so sports, dance, and physical
fitness are more important to them than
to those Librans who are laid-back and
who actually dislike exercise.

LIBRA AS MOON SIGN
Moon-in-Libra people
are the peacemakers of
the zodiac.

satisfaction. But from marriage
onwards, or from the time of setting
up house together, Librans need to
be continually reassured that they
are loved, wanted, and desired.

It is in the luxury
trades or those with
an element of glamour
that Librans really
make their mark.

It may look an easy and
glamorous job, but it is not. Fortunately,
most Librans are very competitive, and
this will be an asset in all jobs.

Those with an ear for music will find
their niche in a pop group, as part of a
string quartet, or as a backing singer
or an accompanist — musicianship on
a small rather than symphonic scale.

DISCIPLINING THE LIBRAN CHILD

At school a Libran child’s charm and
winning ways will get them a very long
way. The strictest, severest teachers are
known to find them quite irresistible,
so that punishments will be lighter and
praise more forthcoming than for many
other zodiac types. Because of these
charming qualities it is extremely easy
to spoil Libran children, and if they go
through a stage of throwing tantrums
for quite inconsequential reasons it will
be because they have previously been
allowed to get away with murder.

In spite
of all the benefits of privilege and
increased income they will only
really thrive if they can still relate
to colleagues they have worked with
along the way. Here their Libran tact
must come into its own if they are not
perceived to be leaning on their
workmates and failing to assume the
responsibility they have been given.

If working for large organizations
in an office or department store (which
they particularly enjoy), they will
become disproportionately upset when
there are squabbles, or if office politics
cause problems. If this is the case their
partners should try to distract them as
often as possible from such annoying,
time-consuming situations.

In some very interesting cases the

Over the years, Scorpio has had an
indifferent reputation — it has even
been considered “the bad sign”. This
is sheer nonsense. All signs have “good”
and “bad” qualities, and Scorpio no
more or less than the other eleven. In
fact, this powerful sign bestows the
highest level of physical and emotional
energy of the whole zodiac. Those in
whose birth chart it is emphasized —
whether by Sun, Ascending, or
Moon sign — are supported by strong
resources which are the basis of great
potential, and which can be expressed
in countless ways.

It is their remarkable energy that

singles out Sun-sign Scorpios. This energy must be
positively channelled, and, if it is not expressed though
a truly rewarding career or profession, or diversified

in other meaningful directions, it stagnates, and the
individual becomes vulnerable to feeling unfulfilled and

Scorpios have the reputation of
being the sexiest among all the 12
zodiac signs. People tend to think that
their preoccupation with sex leaves
them with little time for anything else.
However, this is not true. A detailed
study of this sign often reveals that a
Scorpio’s positive energies usually find
expression through a variety of ways.
For instance, here is the dedicated
homemaker, who works 24/7 for
her family and keeps her home
immaculate. Or the man who has
a physically demanding job, but
whose heart and soul is in his garden,
boat, camera, or his model railway.

SCORPIO AS ASCENDANT

When Scorpio rises, it casts its
influence on the entire birth chart. It
energizes the individual’s Sun sign and
increases his or her emotional level,
which, in most cases, is an asset. But,
in the case of “cool” Sun signs — say
Virgo, Capricorn, or Aquarius — there
may be a conflict between expressing
emotions and adopting a rational
and logical approach. Scorpio
will, however, add an element
of get-up-and-go that will be
especially valuable if it is in
sync with other indications
in the chart.

In this pursuit, many even go
through pyschoanalysis in order
to “get themselves sorted”. Their
intention of untangling real or
imagined complications in their
lives is commendable, provided it
does not turn into an obsession.

The Physical Being
The traditional Scorpio body areas
is the genitals. It is probably due to
this fact that Scorpio has acquired a
reputation for being obsessed with sex.
Be that as it may, the body area ruled
by the Ascendant (and to a certain
extent the Sun sign) is always
vulnerable, so it is advisable that those
who are sexually active do not take the
risk of indulging in unprotected sex
with new or casual partners. Women
should get regular smear
tests done, while men
should regularly
examine themselves
for any signs of
testicular cancer.

We cannot stress

The Moon’s influence over Scorp
a potent and very powerful ingredie
of the personality as a whole. It adds
considerable depth to the individual,
and takes his or her emotional energy
to a very high level. The response to
situations will tend to lean in one of the
two directions. Either the Scorpio will
become extremely quiet and brooding,
holding back until he or she feels the
time is right to take action, and to
respond verbally.

The Effects of a Fixed Sign

Faced with an apparently lazy child,
parents with a Scorpio Moon may
well resort to a very strict disciplinary
régime.

Sagittarius in Education, Jobs, and Money

From the earliest days, parents of a
young Sagittarian will realize that they
have an extremely lively and demanding
child on their hands. However, their
demands will not very often be due to
bad temper or tantrums. Sagittarians,
on the whole, are happy babies who
love to grin at everybody and everything,
especially when they are old enough to
sit up and take notice.

can turn to wilful wildness, even if
it is accompanied with broad smiles
and giggles of mirth.

While a fair spattering of Sagittarians
will be fascinated by the actual process
of making money, far more will enjoy
work that involves more than just
keeping track of boring stock market
movements. However, as this sign has
a more-than-normal tendency to take
risks, gambling instincts are seen to be
quite strong in Sagittarians. One will
find them taking a chance on some
promising share, regularly buying
lotto tickets, or enjoying the
excitement of betting on the result

of a big race. If this trait is kept

under control, and they do not allow
themselves to lose more than they
can afford, all well and good. But
compulsive gambling can become a
serious addiction when Jupiter, their
ruling planet (see p226), influences
them from certain positions in
their full birth charts.

Whatever their financial
background or attitude towards
money, when Sagittarians decide to

kind of drastic change of direction
which might benefit them. Instead,
they grasp at straws as and when
they can, smile resolutely, and plod
on along the same furrow.

Many Capricorns who lack
self-confidence will feign laziness
as a cover-up. But when they do spur
themselves into action, they are
supported by a great deal of practical
common sense and patience, which
stands them in good stead as they
resolutely and nimbly climb the
upper slopes of the mountain that
they aspire to conquer.

There are very few Capricorns
who do not have an offbeat sense of
humour. We see it beautifully illustrated
in the work of the British actor and
comedian Rowan Atkinson, a Sun-sign
Capricorn. Older Capricorn men often
do not realize that they are making the
rest of us laugh, or if they do, they will
tend to return our smile with the
corners of their mouths turned down.

CAPRICORN AS
ASCENDANT

At times, those with a Capricorn
Ascendant will be extremely self-
confident; at other times, they will
find it very difficult to be assertive at
all. They certainly have what it takes
to make their mark and attain success,
but their wavering attitude will
seriously hold them back, especially
when they are faced with important
interviews or examinations. As a

result, frustration builds up when
they realize that they have made a
mistake, or did not succeed in making
the right impression.

The immediate reaction
of someone with the

The Poetic Tongue

Pisces has nearly always been known as
the sign of the poet. This has a ring of
truth to it, and if they are not actually
poets, there is certainly a tendency to
look at life in a very poetic and romantic
way. If their imagination is suppressed,
their natural romanticism, along with
their other intuitive gifts, will turn

to apprehension and a tendency to
depression. Many Pisceans do not
respond well to medically administered
drugs, let alone recreational ones.

If this is not possible,
they will, for instance, drape some silk
over a rather garish bedside lamp or
hang a sexy but beautiful picture in full
view of the bed — anything to make the
right kind of atmosphere, not forgetting
the exotic aroma of joss sticks.

PISCES IN PERMANENT

Once committed, the Piscean

will become aware of it well before
their child becomes a teenager. While
the difficulties of a dancer’s or actor’s
career must be made perfectly plain
from the start, if overwhelming passion
is present, they will have what it takes
to stick to it and, if necessary, take
menial jobs when work is short.

In all probability, Pisceans will make
many changes of direction in a very
varied life, and that in itself brings
considerable satisfaction to many.
When getting on in life, being able

Following
their nose in the direction of whatever
life offers and opportunity suggests is
right for most Pisceans.

Pisceans, on the whole, are not the
most disciplined of all zodiac types,
but their fascination and enthusiasm
will see them through. A film-making
or media course at university will stand
them in good stead, and will probably
move them into photography or the
editing side of film and television work.

The caring instinct is strong in many
Pisceans, and they make superb nurses,
cither for babies or in hospices with the
very old.

A great many Pisceans claim psychic
gifts; those for whom this takes the
form of premonitions must develop a
sceptical streak to put their instincts to
the test and prevent themselves from
losing touch with reality.

about working
professionally at
channelling, tarot,
or any “occult”
discipline, real study
and training are
essential. If there is a flair
for astrology, it should be
remembered that it takes
at least four years to attain
a reputable diploma from
an acknowledged school.

PISCES AND MONEY

Pisceans must face the fact that they

are not at all good at coping with their
finances. Cash slips through their fingers
with fluid ease, and all too often there is
nothing left with which to pay the rent,
the phone bill, or the taxman. This may
just be because the Piscean has been
enjoying too many concerts, or having
drinks at a favourite bar, or buying
scores of pairs of shoes (many of which
will never be worn because they hurt).
Their credit cards are all too easily
stretched and broken by the strain.

There will be times when Pisceans are
tempted into investing in get-rich-quick
schemes.

When Pisceans become parents they will be kind and
very soft-hearted, and as a consequence will tend to
spoil their children.

As their
children get older they will suffer from a certain
amount of frustration due to their parents’ Piscean
evasiveness or indecision, and inability to be as
simply honest with their children as they should.
If there is something they do not want their
children to know, they may fob them off
with an untruth, thinking that perhaps
the child is not ready to handle the

real facts. Maybe they should

think again; they could easily

be underestimating their

children’s comprehension.

Well, Piscean intuition is not by any

means always wrong, and they certainly

can win from time to time, but the buzz
it gives should not encourage them to

Unless they have
inherited a shrewdness and are
naturally artful, they can all too
easily get into difficulties.

Creative Worth

Obviously we do not mean to
suggest that there are no wealthy
Pisceans: there are many. But those
who really make high incomes are
usually those who are successful due
to their creative talents — for
instance, successful photographers,
film-makers, models, writers, and
dress designers, or rather differently,
medical practitioners.

So, when success comes to Pisceans,
they should get a good accountant
and financial advisor and rely on their
judgement, and think carefully about

restricting spending limits on credit

cards. If coping with finances without

professional advice, the best thing for

them is to go for a simple investment

such as a savings account with interest

at a low risk rate.

Finding cash

for the mortgage is a real burden,

and the money due every month

needs to be carefully managed.
Finally, if a friend comes asking

for a loan, Pisceans will be generous.

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INTRODUCING
THE PLANETS

Astrologers for the past 70 years or so have used 10 planets

in their work. The Sun and Moon continue to be referred to

as “planets” in modern astrology. To them are added

Mercury, Venus, Mars, Jupiter, and Saturn — the traditional

seven visible lights observed for thousands of years — and

Uranus, Neptune, and Pluto, the so-called “modern planets”.

lanets with orbits outside that
P of the Earth are known as the
“superior”, or “outer”, planets;
those within the Earth’s orbit are called
the “inferior”, or “inner”, planets. It is
the view of astrologers that each of them
has a distinctive influence on the Earth
and the creatures living on it, and that
it is possible to study this influence and
use it. The planets affect humankind
in different ways, depending on their
relationship to each other and their
position relative to the 12 zodiac divisions.
Mercury will still have its own
particular influence when it is in Aries,
for example, but this can be seen to be
quite different from the influence it will
have when it is in Cancer. This effect
has been compared to a light shining
through a stained glass window: the
source of the light is the same, and it will
still illuminate what it shines on — but its
effect will differ according to the colour
of the glass through which it passes.

An artist’s impression
of the planets in our
solar system

The relatively modern division between
astrologers and astronomers has meant
that, while the former still take the view
that the planets
illuminate, influence, and comment on
life on Earth, the latter regard them
merely as lumps of matter circling the
Sun. This has recently been illustrated by
the “demotion” of Pluto, in the sphere
of astronomy, from a planet to a mere
“dwarf”. Happily astrologers can claim
that, whatever one chooses to call Pluto,
its effect remains as it has always been —
the astronomical definition or
classification is immaterial.

Other heavenly bodies are also used in
astrology. Chiron, a comet discovered in
1977 moving in unstable orbit between
Saturn and Uranus, is considered of great
importance (see p239). Many astrologers
also use some asteroids, notably Ceres
(which is associated with mothering
and compassion); Pallas (associated
with surprise, a “maker of change”);

in a mysterious way

Juno (inner personal power, pride, and

glamour); and Vesta (dedication,
service, and sacrifice).

'T'he Inner Planets

Traditionally known as the “inferior” planets, the inner planets
are those that in orbit are placed between the Earth and the
Sun. There are just two such planets in fact, Mercury and

Venus, and their close connection to the Sun means that

any interpretation of their influence is inextricably linked

to that of the Sun.

MERCURY AND VENUS

The orbits of Mercury and Venus are
nearer to the Sun than to the Earth.
Consequently, the two planets always
appear from Earth to be quite close to
the Sun — hence they are known as
the Sun’s family. When placed in the
birth chart, Mercury, Venus, and the
Sun form a close cluster, which is
known astrologically as a stellium.
Mercury, the planet nearest the

Sun, can never be more than 28° from it, and so can
only fall in the same sign as the Sun or in one of the signs
either side of it. If the Sun sign is Gemini, for example,
Mercury will be in one of three places: in Gemini with

the Sun, in Taurus, or in Cancer.

Nicolaus Copernicus
was the first scholar to
formulate a heliocentric,
or Sun-centred, theory to
explain the workings of
our solar system.

Venus’s orbit is between the Earth and Mercury, and
it cannot be more than 48° from the Sun. In the birth
chart, it can only fall in the same sign as the Sun or in
one of the two signs on either side of it. If the Sun sign is
Aquarius, for example, Venus will be in one of five places:

in Aquarius with the Sun; in Sagittarius or Capricorn;

or in Pisces or Aries.

Because of the close proximity
of Mercury and Venus to the Sun,
it is always relevant to relate the
influences of these planets to that
of the Sun sign.

“Celestial Map of the Planetary Orbits”
from The Celestial Atlas (1661) by
Andreas Cellarius.

SPHERES OF INFLUENCE

Though the planets of our solar system have
been known, astronomically, as superior
and inferior planets, astrologically this has
nothing to do with the power or nature of
their influence. Whatever its position in

the solar system, any planet can dominate
a birth chart because of its individual
relevance in that chart. The influence of
the inner planets, however, does often
blend with the qualities of the Sun sign.
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The Mercury Factor

Below and on the following pages, we have
summarized the effect of Mercury for each
Sun sign. In each case, the planet can occupy
only one of three places: in the Sun sign itself,
or in one of the signs on either side of it.

Traditionally known as the “superior planets”, the outer planets
are those with orbits outside that of the Earth. Mars, Jupiter,

and Saturn were the furthest prominent lights recognized by man
In ancient times. Saturn, the most distant
from the Sun, was seen as the ultimate
outpost, marking the end of the Universe.

MARS, JUPITER, AND SATURN

Mars, in orbit between the Earth and Jupiter,
resembles Earth more closely than any other planet,
though it is only half its diameter. Its two satellites
or moons, Phobos and Deimos, are named after
the children of Ares and Aphrodite; Ares is
the Greek name for Mars. The names mean
“fear” — hence “phobia”.

Jupiter’s orbit lies between Mars and
Saturn. It was aptly named after the Father of
the Gods, for it is the giant of the solar system,
with a diameter 11 times that of Earth. It has According to Greek

SATURN IN ARIES

The energetic qualities of Aries are at
variance with Saturn’s restraint, so

Frustration at lack of
achievement may be due to an
imbalance of energy. If so, individuals
should review their lives and not blame
externals; a reassessment of personal
attitudes could free up the way forward.

SATURN IN TAURUS

Taurus has a reputation for

chaotic Gemini thinking patterns and
discipline verbal expression, so that these
individuals, while still being talkative,
will make pertinent comments which
other people will be glad to hear.
Sometimes, however, there is a hard
edge to their opinions and remarks, with
hints of satire and cynicism. Children
with this placing may be rather slow to
speak. They must not be rushed or
hassled, otherwise impediments could
occur which will be difficult to counter.

SATURN IN CANCER

Here is a particularly strong need for
emotional security; a formal contract of
marriage will be more desirable than co-
habitation. Many of these individuals
will be especially keen to build a sound
family background for themselves, their
partner, and children. The Cancerian
tendency to worry will be pronounced,
even if the dominant signs of the
individual’s chart show otherwise.

Any hint of depression must be talked
through with a sympathetic partner or
friends. Often there is restraint in the
expression of emotion. They need to
relax as this helps counter the tendency.

SATURN IN LEO

This placing brings

determination, strength

of will, superb organizing

ability, and loyalty. These

individuals take life
very seriously, and the
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usual sunshine of Leo will not be
particularly noticeable. Here we have
some really splendid but sometimes
autocratic and bossy people. Many
will be very strict with themselves,
imposing a particularly rigid discipline
of sergeant-major proportions,
excusing themselves when challenged
to loosen up a bit by asserting that
they are “setting a good example”.

SATURN IN VIRGO

Saturn from Virgo gives a strong sense
of duty, especially when it comes to
family loyalty or loyalty to career
commitments. The thinking processes
are very well ordered, and life must
run like clockwork. In relationships, or
with anyone working for them, these
individuals can be over-critical and
tend to “pick holes” at the least
provocation. Virgoan worry and
obsession with detail is usually present,
with little ability or desire to grasp the
broad perspective of any aspect of a
project, or of life in general. Here is a
need for high standards and perfection
in everything that is undertaken.

SATURN IN LIBRA

A very powerful need to see fair play

is present — not only in these people’s
own lives but on behalf of others within

their circle or even internationally. Here
are kind, practical people, always
willing to help, who are also practical
enough to give just the kind of support
that is needed for someone who is
bereaved or emotionally upset in any
way. Saturn will encourage the
formation of a permanent emotional
relationship, and some will feel more
comfortable with a much older partner,
who may be a father- or mother-figure
to them — perhaps countering a
psychological gap from their childhood.

SATURN IN SCORPIO

Emotional energy can be suppressed,
and there is a dark intensity which gives
the impression that these individuals are
pondering on the great problems of the
universe. Determination and a sleuth-
like talent for research are present, as is
an excellent business sense and the
ability to make a great deal of money.

A certain hardness or coldness may
be a cover-up for sexual inhibition, and
any problem in this area needs
therapeutic resolution. But here too is
the ability to enjoy all the good things
of life — added to which there 1s also
a Saturnine
offbeat sense
of humour.
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SATURN IN SAGITTARIUS
Jupiter and Saturn are
opposites in their fields of
influence. So when Saturn is in
Sagittarius, we get a meeting of
contradictory influences — even though
Jupiter is represented by its ruling sign,
Sagittarius. There will be a considerabl
emphasis on the intellect, with Saturn
steadying and adding the ability to cope
with detail as well as seeing the broad
perspective of situations and projects.
The powers of concentration are
good, and there will be a practical
approach too. Positivity of outlook
will be spiced with Saturnian caution
and common sense, and Sagittarian
natural enthusiasm; optimism
will be “controlled”.

SATURN IN CAPRICORN

This placing will be an extremely
powerful influence. These individuals
will have strong elements of the
Capricorn personality (see p162); they
will be ambitious and determined and
will set their sights on some impressive
goals. With Saturn’s positive back-up it
is most likely that they will attain
them. The Capricornian
sense of humour will
strongly feature, and in
most cases, influences
from the inner planets
will ease the element

of coldness and stand-
offishness which
sometimes occurs.
Stiffness in the joints can become a
serious problem, so it is important that
these people should be encouraged to
keep up regular exercise.

SATURN IN AQUARIUS

Saturn is the traditional ruler of
Aquarius, so its influence is increased
from this sign. Here it is in a positive
mood and as light-hearted as is possible
with this dour planet. It encourages
independence and strength of will.
These individuals are usually self-
contained, but, as is the case with any

empbhasis, very
friendly and helpful.

SATURN IN PISCES

The sacrificial tendencies
of Pisces will be increased
with this placing. Individuals will go for
a job which they know will help those
in need, rather than one which will
develop their own potential and give
inner satisfaction. Sometimes there is
alack of self-confidence. It is often the
case, however, that a certain shyness
plus an attractive self-effacing quality —
which many of these individuals will be
quite unaware of — will add charm and
considerable sex appeal. A powerful
imagination is usual and should be
allowed free-flowing expression in

any kind of creative form.

'I'he Modern Planets

The planets beyond Saturn were not known in ancient times.
Uranus was discovered in the 18th century, Neptune in
the 19th, and Pluto in the 20th. The discovery of Uranus

and Neptune confused astrologers at first, but
eventually it was shown that the “modern
planets” are part of the system.

URANUS, NEPTUNE, AND PLUTO

On 13 March 1781, the astronomer William
Hershel unexpectedly spotted a new planet —
Uranus — which is barely visible without a
telescope. In September 1846 the discovery of
Neptune was announced by astronomers who
had been looking for a distant planet whose
gravity was affecting the path of Uranus. Tiny Pluto
was not found until 1930, after a long quest for “Planet X”.
For some astrologers, the modern planets appeared to

was convinced of the
existence of a planet
beyond Neptune, but
he died in 1916 before
it was found.

invalidate the whole astrological system. Others have

undertaken detailed research to define the influence of
each new planet, and the sign it should rule. Such research
is ongoing as other bodies are identified (see box) and the
significance of objects such as asteroids (see p199) is
considered. One approach is to examine geographical and
political conditions dominating at the time of the planet’s
discovery. The 1700s, when Uranus was found, were a
time of unrest and scientific development — hence the
eventual connection between Uranus and the scientific

qualities of Aquarius. In the 1860s gas was first used for

lighting, and there was a fascination with spiritualism —

such matters relate to the qualities of
Pisces. The placing of Pluto is most
revealing: the time of its discovery
coincided with the rise of Fascism, the
crime wave linked to prohibition in
the USA, and the brutality of Stalin’s
Russia. These events complement the
darker side of Scorpio, hence Pluto
became the modern ruler of Scorpio.

Neptune is the second of the “modern planets”;
Triton, the largest of the planet’s two moons
is shown in the foreground.

CHIRON AND OTHER BODIES

The half-comet Chiron was discovered in
1977 and has since been shown to have
great astrological significance (see p239).
Since then, many other small bodies have
been observed far beyond Pluto. Sedna
was identified in 2002; Eris (which is larger
than Pluto) in 2005. Small worlds such as
these remain in each sign for hundreds or
thousands of years, and their astrological
significance (if any) is under consideration.

URANUS IN TAURUS

URANUS IN CANCER

Any Cancerian influence brings
moodiness and changeability, and
this will combine with Uranian
unpredictability.

However, other planets and
combinations can mitigate the negative
influence. Originality will be present,
resulting in very lively expression,
either creatively or scientifically, when
applied to research.

URANUS IN VIRGO

This generation also has Pluto in Virgo
with Uranus. Here is a potential source
of tension, but the analytical qualities
of Virgo plus Uranian originality are
excellent for scientific or literary
research. There may be clashes between
the desire to take a conventional line of
action (Virgo is an earth sign) and the
very unconventional input of Uranus. It
is up to these individuals to be aware of
this conflict and learn to rationalize it.

URANUS IN LIBRA

Here the romantic facet of Uranus shines
strongly, adding glamour and magnetic
charm. But if there are other planets in
Libra, a conflict may occur between
needing independence and the equally
powerful need for settled relationships.
Uranus is also in a sexy mood, and there
is a desire for sexual experimentation.
Here too is tremendous friendliness, and
someone who is sympathetic, easy to talk
to, and willing to help others. Uranus
will steady people who have powerful
emotions by adding a cool, rational
quality to their personalities.

URANUS IN SCORPIO

This is an extremely dynamic and
powertful placing for Uranus. While
Scorpio is an emotionally charged
sign, the cool detachment of Uranus
will encourage these individuals to
restrict any display of emotion,
resulting in a calm exterior when
inwardly the emotions are volcano-
like. They should learn to release their
emotions in a controlled manner, and
not allow Vesuvian eruptions to occur.

URANUS IN SAGITTARIUS

Uranus will add originality to the
intellect with plenty of fresh ideas which
will be acted upon with enthusiasm.
Uranus travelled through this sign
between 1981 and 1988 during which
time its ruler Jupiter joined it, giving
individuals a very positive outlook on

life and a natural sense of humour.
Here too are some really good brains
with fantastic potential which must not
be wasted or allowed to lie dormant.

URANUS IN CAPRICORN

Here the common sense and logic of
the sign will complement the originality
and dynamic influences of Uranus;

but there will be conflict between
Capricorn’s conventional attitude and
Uranian unconventionality. Gapricorn
will want always to be seen to do the
“right” thing, while Uranus is more
daring. Hopefully, these individuals will
take a sensible line of action and not
cause embarrassment to themselves or
other people. It must be remembered
that this is a generation influence, and
the characteristics will be modified by
other more powerful planetary placings.

URANUS IN AQUARIUS

Because Uranus is in its own sign, it
would be quite wrong to think that
everyone born during the seven-year
period will be an archetypal Aquarian.
But the generation as a whole has a
particularly independent streak, and
will want to go its own (stubborn) way.
If other planets are in Aquarius, the
best qualities of the sign will emerge
humanitarianism, friendliness, and
sympathy for Earth’s problems such as
global warming. It is up to these people
to bring about greater awareness of
them in others (see also p234).

URANUS IN PISCES

Uranus will complete its journey through
Pisces in March 2011. Children born
before that time have the planet in
Pisces. This generation will have the
hope and optimism of Uranus, and will
be eager to take action where older
people have been recalcitrant. These
indications chime in very well with those
born since 1996, when Uranus entered
its own sign, Aquarius, and while the
expression of international concerns will
be different, there should be good results
as these young people reach maturity.

THE CHIRON FACTOR

Chiron was discovered on 1 November 1977
by Charles Kowal, an astronomer at Palomar
Observatory in California. Initially labelled an
asteroid, it is now classified as a half-comet,
with an orbit between that of Saturn and

A sign rulership has not been
finalized for Chiron, and keywords
are still debatable, although most
astrologers favour “self-healing”.
When a new planet is discovered,
astrologers discuss and research
for a very long time before coming
to definite conclusions as to its
influences. Some totally favour a
symbolic approach, while others
consider the conditions and
events of the period when it was
discovered. Here we are
compromising, but in our personal
research we have discovered that
Chiron tends to “highlight” and
“invigorate” the characteristics of
the sign in which it falls.

CHIRON IN ARIES

Considerable hastiness and
enthusiasm is present, as

is a desire to discover new
challenging projects to burn up
energy. Accident-proneness is
likely, and little notice will be
taken of cuts and burns, which
will be left to heal alone.

CHIRON IN TAURUS

The Taurean need for financial
security is highlighted: these
individuals will not be totally
happy until they attain this state.
They have to guard against
possessiveness towards partners,
which otherwise will cause
psychological difficulties

that will be difficult to heal.

CHIRON IN GEMINI

This placing gives mental ability
and often a brilliant mind which
will be logical, sceptical, and
constantly questioning. There

CHIRON IN CANCER

Belonging to a family is
important, and the cherishing
attributes of Cancer will blossom
when these individuals settle
and have their own children.

CHIRON IN LEO

Here Chiron will bestow elements
of Leo sunniness, and these
individuals will attract attention.

CHIRON IN VIRGO

These people are very hard and
compulsive workers who are
sticklers for regular routine and
always strive for perfection.

Neptune is the second of the

modern planets. It takes 164 years to complete

a journey through all 12 signs of the zodiac.
Because it is in each sign for 14 years at a time, it

Neptune is a gas giant, whose
blue colour comes from methane
in its upper atmosphere.

| ASTROLOGICAL SIGNIFICANCE

There is never a time when
living people have Neptune

in each of the 12 signs. So while
we interpret signs here for

the very elderly and for those
about to be born, do not be
misled by our not covering

Piscean types will find the
planet’s influence to be
very potent.

The subtle influence
of this planet works in two
distinct ways. It has a personal
influence on all of us, even

Aries, Taurus, and Gemini. Planetary though it is in the same sign
These people have long since 5’{:33:1? for everyone born within its

departed, and Neptune will not
be active in Aries again until 2025.
For that reason we begin our
interpretations with Cancer (below).
Neptune is the accepted ruler of
Pisces, and this is a perfect placement
for the planet, though until the middle
of the 19th century Jupiter reigned
supreme over this sign. Neptune will
become a personal planet for those
who have Pisces as their Sun, Moon,
or Ascendant sign, and in spite of
its generation influence, sensitive

14-year journey through one

or the other of them. From a universal
point of view it seems to set markers for
each successive generation, adding
subtle colour and emphasis on certain
spheres of life and the attitudes of all of
us, irrespective of our age and the sign
Neptune was in when we were born.
While the universal influences are
general, they are clear-cut enough to be
more than just noticeable. Therefore, in
this section (and for Pluto), we set out
both general and personal influences.

| NEPTUNE THROUGH THE ZODIAC

NEPTUNE IN CANCER

Neptune was active in Cancer from
19012 (the double year is due to
retrograde motion, see box on p243)

to 1915. Cancer being the sign of home
and family, here was Neptune’s main
influence during the period that began
with the Boer War in South Africa,
and ended with the
First World War still
h, | raging as the planet
completed its
journey. Children
born then suffered
again as grown-ups,
facing the equally
dreadful conditions of

the Second World War.

World War Il was the terrible prospect that
awaited those born when Neptune was
active in Cancer at the 20th century’s start.




While Neptune increased these
individuals’ powerful emotions, it added
to the tenacity (a powerful Cancerian
trait) they needed to keep going while
under privation. The placing also
increased sensitivity and intuition. This

worked well in some circumstances, such

as when a dreaded telegram arrived
announcing the death of a husband or
son, yet the recipient instinctively knew
that the message was wrong. Similarly,
some expected bad news even before the
telegram boy knocked on the door.

NEPTUNE IN LEO

Neptune entered Leo in 1915 and
continued through to 1928-9,
when it overlapped with Virgo.

It was during these years that the
popularity of cinema considerably
increased. Millions of people visited the
cinema each week to see the great silent
movie epics. Here was escapism from the
aftermath of the First World War and
the financial disasters of the Depression,
into a wonderful world of make-believe.

The Neptune generation influence
added a sense of drama and a need for
glamour — traits still present with its
remaining members. If Leo or Pisces
are accented by Sun, Moon, or
Ascendant, these individuals will have a
really creative imagination which can
be expressed through any art form.
Maybe they danced, and still paint or
create beautiful embroidery, or take
photographs. Their potential was and
still remains considerable.

NEPTUNE IN VIRGO

When Neptune entered Virgo, the
sign of communications, in 1928-9,
cinema leapt ahead with the advent
of “talking pictures”, television was
developed, and in 1936, the British
Broadcasting Corporation started its
first transmissions.

While Virgo is the sign of the
Virgin, and Neptune is connected with
spirituality and faith, the critical side
of the Virgo influence began to be
expressed on religion by this generation.

The golden era of cinema arrived in the 1930s and
corresponded to the period when Neptune was in Virgo.

The imagination can be considerably
stimulated by this placing. If either
Gemini or Virgo is emphasized by Sun,
Moon, or Ascendant, the influence is
helpful and strong. It can also give
the potential for writing or craftwork.
Neptune from this sign tends to sap self-
confidence, and this should always
be carefully considered, in spite of it
being just a generation influence.

NEPTUNE IN LIBRA

The planet was in Libra from 1942
to 1956—7. Think of the romantic
songs of the 1940s and the war — full
of longing and regretful separation,

NEPTUNE IN PISCES

Following its current position in
Aquarius, Neptune is due to be active
in Pisces from 2011 to
2025. It was way back in
the 1860s that Neptune
last visited Pisces, and
while we could study its
influences from that time,
is it worth doing so?
The world is a different
place, and becoming
increasingly so in the
21st century. One thinks
of that age of regular
churchgoing and sexual
repression — but also
incredible progress in
engineering and grand
Victorian Gothic architecture; of the
horrors of the American Civil War,
but the end of slavery...

RETROGRADE MOTION OVER THE YEARS

Owing to the visual phenomenon of
retrograde motion (see glossary), in which
the planets can appear to be moving
backwards when viewed from Earth, it can
take a couple of years for Neptune and Pluto
to settle down into each new sign. Some
people born within the changeover period
will have, for example, Neptune in Cancer,
while others will have it in Leo, and so on.

Because of Pluto’s extreme distance from the
Sun, it has moved through only six signs in the
past century. Its generation influence is not so
pronounced as Neptune’s.

When Leo is a person’s Sun,
Moon, or Ascendant sign, a power
complex can develop. Generally
a spark of Leo big-heartedness
is present, especially if there
are planets in other fire signs,
but the enthusiasm of the fire
element is suppressed. Here
are people who were the first
computer buffs, and who,
because of Pluto in Leo, knew
when to pull the plug to stop
~ the machine from taking over.

The United Nations, founded at the end of
World War I, when Pluto was in Leo, has
very Leonine overtones.
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PLUTO IN VIRGO
Pluto was in Virgo from 1957 to 1971.
Also, Uranus and Pluto formed a
conjunction in Virgo for several years
at this time. There was much student
violence and criticism of the older
generation’s values. This generation
has a very special power, still expressed
by more extreme politicians and the
uncaring attitude of many others.

Virgo as Sun, Moon, or Ascendant
sign plus Pluto adds an obsessive
tendency which needs countering by
seeing the broad picture of situations
and projects. More generally, the
influence heightens the ability to
specialize in chosen subjects.
Healthy eating is essential for
this generation.

PLUTO IN LIBRA
After Virgo, Pluto
entered Libra in 1971
and remained there until
1983—4. The 1970s saw
an increase in sexual
permissiveness,

mostly due to the free
availability of the Pill.
Here were the Neptune-
in-Libra people doing
their own thing and
enjoying freedom

of expression and
experimentation with drugs.

Pluto puts a brake on the
romanticism of Libra, but adds
heightened sexuality, especially when
Libra is the Sun, Moon, or Ascendant
sign. Generally the influence adds a
spicy sex appeal. While a Pluto
influence tends not to favour free
discussion of problems, this generation
will not find it difficult to do so.

PLUTO IN SCORPIO

Nineteen Eighty-Four, the novel by
George Orwell, made a lot of people
apprehensive as that year loomed.
Astrologers discussed Pluto’s entry
into its own sign at the time (1983—4),
and the phenomenon became the

PLUTO’S ECCENTRIC ORBIT

Classified as a dwarf planet in 2006, Pluto
has a very different orbit to the big planets.
It takes an elongated path around the Sun,
tilted at 17° in comparison with Earth’s
orbit, and for 20 years at a time it comes
inside the orbit of Neptune. This eccentricity
means that Pluto spends differing lengths
of time in each sign of the zodiac. Like
Neptune, the phenomenon of retrograde
motion (see p243) means Pluto can take

a couple of years to settle into a new sign.

While its influence
from Scorpio will
increase the Scorpio
characteristics of those
with a Scorpio Sun,
Moon, or Ascendant
sign, there is no
added danger of these
individuals contracting
the illness.

PLUTO IN SAGITTARIUS

Pluto was in Sagittarius from 1995

to 2007. It is too soon to assess the
influence of Pluto in Sagittarius, either
generally or personally. The two entities
are totally opposite, with Pluto being an
extremely intensive, secretive influence,
and Sagittarius being more open,
enjoying breadth of vision and freedom.
If we can get the strength and passion of
Pluto working with determination, plus
the openness and vision of Sagittarius,
we should get a very great deal from the
influence; but sadly, crime, terrorism,
and the hugely negative drug scene are
very Plutonic, and seem to be winning.
All this will radically change when
Pluto enters Capricorn in early 2008.

Following the 12 signs of the zodiac, the 12 houses form the
next layer of the complete birth chart, and are represented by
the large segments in the centre of the chart. It 1s fair to say
that, just as the planets make us what we are and the signs
show how we will express ourselves, so the houses represent
the various spheres of human life.

THE EMPTY HOUSE

The first six houses have a personal
implication; the rest relate to external
matters. Often there are no planets
in a sign or house, but the sign and
planetary ruler covering the house
will give a good indication of the
subject’s attitude and concerns for
matters relating to the house in question.

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Defining the Twelve Houses

While the planets represent our motivation and the signs show how we
direct it, the houses represent the areas of our lives where that motivation
will be manifested. The first six houses have a personal implication;

the second six mirror the first, in a sense, but relate to external matters.

THE FIRST SIX HOUSES

FIRST HOUSE

THIRD HOUSE

THE HOUSE OF ARIES AND MARS

This is the house of the Ascendant, or
Rising sign, which, along with the Sun
sign, is the most important area of the
birth chart. It represents the lifestyle,
health, wellbeing, and physical and
psychological characteristics of the
Ascendant. A planet in this house will
modify these characteristics and often
alter the appearance of the individual.

SECOND HOUSE

THE HOUSE OF GEMINI AND MERCURY

This house represents our school

days and general education, and our
relationships with our brothers and
sisters, cousins, aunts, and uncles. Our
mode of transport is highlighted. We
consider the Third House when we want
to buy or sell our bikes, motorcycles,
cars, and so on. The house also rules
short-distance travel and the media.

FOURTH HOUSE

THE HOUSE OF TAURUS AND VENUS

Here is the house of emotional and
financial security through earnings.
There is often a tendency to think
of a partner as just a treasured
possession, and it is well to be aware
that there is a close relationship
between money and love, especially
when relationships

break down.

THE HOUSE OF CANCER AND THE MOON

This house shows how we relate to our
family and domestic life, and how we
see our parents, especially our mother.
It can also be accentuated when we
wish to start or extend our family. It is
to this house that we will look when
wanting to make changes to our home
—moving house, buying and selling,
redecorating, or building extensions.

FIFTH HOUSE

THE HOUSE OF LEO AND THE SUN

This is the house of creativity,

which can be expressed in all
kinds of ways, and how we
relate to children. It is the
house of the father and how
we see him. Love affairs
begin here, and our

optimism and exuberance

for life is shown, plus our
predilection for risk-taking.

This star chart highlights the 12 houses,
which are represented with their ruling
planets placed within them.
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SIXTH HOUSE

THE HOUSE OF VIRGO AND MERCURY

Here is our attitude toward health
and the way we look after ourselves —
or not — through diet and exercise.
This is the house of the daily round
of work, routine, and discipline in our
lives. It will also suggest the kind of
hobbies and spare time interests we
might feel inclined to pursue.

THE SECOND SIX HOUSES

SEVENTH HOUSE

THE IMPORTANCE OF TIMING

Unless the birth time is known to within
two hours, we are unable to integrate the
houses into our astrological interpretations
because we will not have the all-important
Ascendant. Nevertheless, a great deal of
information can still be gleaned from the
positions of all the planets in all the signs,
and the relationships that they make to
each other. This area of astrology is known
as the aspects (see p265).

TENTH HOUSE

THE HOUSE OF LIBRA AND VENUS

Just as the First House is the most
personal of the 12, so its polar house
(the Seventh) relates to our attitude
toward partners — not only in love
but also in business. A planet here
will be a big factor in our attitude.

EIGHTH HOUSE

THE HOUSE OF SCORPIO AND PLUTO

The Second House rules security
through earnings, and in the Eighth
House the accent is on inheritance,
investment, unearned income, and
insurance. Negative emotions, such as
jealousy and resentfulness, can emerge,
often countered by self-analysis and
soul searching. Sexual instincts and
fulfilment are also focused, as is the
individual’s attitude toward death
and the afterlife.

NINTH HOUSE

THE HOUSE OF CAPRICORN AND SATURN

This is the house of aspiration and
ambition — the need to achieve, to set
goals, and how we set about reaching
them. As a balance to the Fourth House
(the one of home and family life), the
Tenth House has the career to the fore.
It is also the voice of the “inner father”,
who either encourages or puts us down.

ELEVENTH HOUSE

THE HOUSE OF AQUARIUS AND URANUS

The creativity of the Fifth House shows
what we can do for ourselves, while this
house accentuates our attitude towards
friends and what we can do for them.
It is also concerned with our social life,
how we spend our leisure time out of
the home, our humanitarianism, and
how we cope — psychologically and
practically — with world disasters.

TWELFTH HOUSE

THE HOUSE OF SAGITTARIUS AND JUPITER

This is the house of higher education,
of college and university life. Here we
have the individual’s attitude towards
long-distance travel and exploration —
geographically and intellectually.
Idealism, optimism, and our ability
to communicate are accentuated, as
is emigration. It is also known as the
house of dreams, wishes, and desires.

THE HOUSE OF PISCES AND NEPTUNE

This is the house of seclusion and
escapism. This house shows how we
cope with being alone and what work
we can do “behind the scenes”. Here
hospitals, retreats, and prisons are
accentuated, as is the need for peace
and quiet, whatever that means to each
individual. A sense of vocation or
psychic ability can be present.
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The Planets through the Houses

The placing of the planets within the 12 houses adds another
dimension to the horoscope, sometimes accentuating and sometimes
softening traits, depending on the combination of house and planet.

FIRST HOUSE: THE HOUSE OF THE ASCENDANT

SUN The strength of the Sun on the
Ascendant characteristics will make
individuals a double Cancer, Leo, or
whatever. Both positive and negative
qualities will be present, and the
aspects the Sun receives will also be
important. Back problems are likely.
MOON Here the individual will respond
and react in the characteristic manner
of the Ascendant. This is another kind
of “double”, according to the sign
involved. Digestive upsets, and worry.
But increased intuition and emotion.
MERCURY This planet will add a lively,
intellectual quality, mental brightness,
and quick thinking to the Ascendant
characteristics. There will be an
element of duality present, also

PLANETS IN THE FIRST HOUSE

Any planet that is placed in this house will
considerably influence the characteristics
of the Ascendant, or Rising sign.

SUN These individuals

MOON The potential for
fame is evident with this
positioning. It is often
the case that these
individuals will be
responsible for large
groups of people.
MERCURY Changes of
direction in life will be
enjoyed, with possibly
a variety of jobs or
professions. As a result, ultimate
real success may prove elusive.
VENUS Here is good potential for
developing rapport and empathy
with colleagues; a sympathetic

and understanding, but possibly
indecisive, boss.

MARS Energy, enthusiasm, and the
ability to work hard and aggressively
are all present, as is a sense of urgency
for progress. The armed forces could
be a likely career path.

JUPITER Success, with fortunate
“lucky” breaks, will help these
individuals progress in their
profession.

ELEVENTH HOUSE: THE HOUSE OF AQUARIUS AND URANUS

SUN Here are friendly and often
glamorous people who enjoy a
vibrant social life. They also make
excellent members of committees —
particularly those that are involved
with fundraising for charitable causes.
MOON Humanitarian qualities and
great sympathy for suffering are
usually present. The need to be an
active member of a group or society
is sometimes psychologically linked
to lack of acceptance as a child.

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Understanding the Major Aspects

On the following pages are the characteristics

the aspects to the Ascendant and Midheaven.

THE CONJUCTION

Of the major aspects, the conjunction
is the most powerful. An exact
conjunction takes place when two
planets inhabit the same degree, but
it will still be operative when there is

up to 10° of the zodiac between them.

THE POSITIVE ASPECTS

The positive aspects are the trine and
sextile, formed when there are 120°
and 60° separating them respectively.
These are helpful, and generally will
not be a flashpoint for stress or
difficulty. The trine is far stronger
than the sextile.

THE NEGATIVE ASPECTS

The negative aspects are the square,
quincunx, and opposition. Here we
have angles of 90°, 150°, and 180°
separating the planets. Both square
and opposition are very powerful.
The square is nearly always stressful
or inhibitive, while the opposition is
seemingly so, but can very often act

THE GLYPHS OF THE ASPECTS

In astrology, the signs, planets, and other
essential elements are often depicted

on charts with shorthand symbols, which
are called glyphs. The aspects have their
own set of glyphs, shown below. These
are worth committing to memory as

soon as possible.

as a good anchorage for an individual
personality. The quincunx is considered
by some astrologers to be a minor
aspect; we, however, think it is of
considerable importance. A quincunx
indicates a point in the chart where
something stressful may occur.

CONVENTIONS IN
DESCRIBING THE ASPECTS
Once you have worked out your chart
and begin to interpret the aspects,

you will immediately notice that the
sections on the following pages
decrease in length as we move from
the Sun’s aspects to those of the Moon,
then the other planets. This is because,
in astrology, we always put the planet
nearest to us on Earth first, so that by
the time we reach the aspects of Pluto,
we only show its aspects to Chiron.
The golden rule is that we do not refer
to Pluto’s aspect to the Sun, or any of
the other planets; we look at the Sun’s
aspect to Pluto. Similarly, we do not
refer to Saturn’s aspect to Venus, but
always Venus’s aspect to Saturn. This
can be a bit confusing at first, but it is
a formality we always use, and one
soon gets used to it.

Conjuctions of the brightest
planets can be easily observed
with the naked eye, or in more
detail with a pair of binoculars.



THE ASPECTS OF THE SUN
SUN AND MOON

CONJUNCTION This will mostly
occur when both planets
occupy the same sign,
and always at new
Moon. Individuals
will not only have
the qualities of their
Sun sign, but will
respond and react to all
situations in the manner of
that sign. Their intuition an
instincts will serve them well.
POSITIVE ASPECT A harmonious
relationship between the outward
expression of Sun sign and the natural
responses of the Moon. If the Moon is
in a water or fire sign, the emotions
will be considerably increased.
NEGATIVE ASPECT Restlessness, and in
constant need of change. This is
particularly so for the opposition, which
occurs at full Moon. An ongoing
inner discontent is then
often present, as is the
inability to rest content.

SUN AND VENUS

CONJUNCTION Love and affection
will be expressed through the
influence of the Sun sign.
Individuals will love and
express their feelings in the
manner of that sign.

POSITIVE ASPECT No positive
sextile or trine aspect can

be formed in this placing.
NEGATIVE ASPECT The minor
semi-square — revealed in a
detailed birth chart — is the only possible
negative aspect. It can sometimes cause
stress and problems between partners.

SUN AND MARS

Expressions of love,
affection, and sexuality
are marked in the conjunction
of the Sun and Venus.

CONJUNCTION Here is a powerhouse
of energy, which must be expressed
through physical activity. The
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Power and vigour result when the Sun and Mars are
in positive aspect — separated by 60° or 120°.

Because these two bodies cannot be more
than 28° apart, the only aspects they can
form is the conjunction or the very weak
semi-sextile.

A happy, carefree attitude is typical for the
conjunction of the Sun and Jupiter.

SUN AND JUPITER

CONJUNCTION A lively, carefree
influence which will bring optimism
and a spirit of good fortune to the
individual. Usually a liking for fine
food and wine can bring about

Jupiterian expansion — to the waistline.

A jolly sense of humour is present.
POSITIVE ASPECT A basically happy
and contented individual who is

not particularly competitive; can

be sometimes interested in religion,
the law, or publishing.

NEGATIVE ASPECT There is a tendency to

be blindly optimistic and to exaggerate.

Can be pompous or reckless at times.
Must be careful of gambling and any
form of over-indulgence.

SUN AND SATURN

CONJUNCTION A focal point of the chart.

Sun-sign influence must not be
ignored. A stop-go aspect, which will
control impulsive behaviour, adds
caution and often common sense, but
can inhibit and cause depression and
lack of self-confidence.

POSITIVE ASPECT A good combination
of positivity from the Sun, blended
with Saturn’s caution and common

sense which will add stability and
conventional outlook on life. Few
risks will be taken.

NEGATIVE ASPECT A heavy, sometimes
depressive influence, causing low self-
confidence and inhibition. However,
it often acts as a wonderful anchorage
in a chart that is extrovert and has
planets in a fire sign.

SUN AND URANUS

CONJUNCTION Rebelliousness,
eccentricity, and unpredictability —
modified if the Sun is in an earth sign.
Emotional tension is present. Often
considerable originality, but it needs
positive expression, perhaps through
inventiveness or creativity.

POSITIVE ASPECT Here is personal
magnetism and glamour, especially

if Venus, which will not be very far
away from the Sun, supports this
possibility.

SEXTILE An influence similar to that
of the conjunction.

MERCURY AND MARS

CONJUNCTION Quick thinking and
decisiveness is adequately present in
these individuals, with a need for
immediate action to keep well ahead
of rivals.

POSITIVE ASPECT Much
like the qualities of the
conjunction, with a
strengthened nervous
system and the ability
to cope with stressful
working conditions.

Quick-witted satire is a typical
trait when we have the conjunction
of Mercury and Mars.

CONJUNCTION Excellent intellectual
potential, which is often expressed
through literary ability, a flair for
languages, or a mathematical talent.

POSITIVE ASPECT Here is a natural talent
that is often expressed through an
interest in unusual subjects. There will
be self-will and sometimes a sense of
the dramatic. An independent streak
1s usually present.

NEGATIVE ASPECT There is the same
bright mind as in conjunction, but a
considerable vulnerability to nervous
stress and tension, which will occur
frequently. There can be tactlessness
too, and these individuals tend to
speak out of turn.

MERCURY AND NEPTUNE

CONJUNCTION The mental attributes
of Mercury are combined with the
imagination of Neptune. Creative
potential can be expressed in
different ways — through writing,
the fine arts, acting, dancing,
skating, or talent for astrology
and related disciplines.

POSITIVE ASPECT Here is the ability

to cope with details — none of which
will be ignored. This is a useful aspect,
provided the individual does not allow
obsessional tendencies to take hold.
NEGATIVE ASPECT Possible inability to
talk problems through with intimate
friends. This could bring about
frustration and stress, and have a
negative effect on health, sometimes
causing bowel problems.

VENUS AND MARS

CONJUNCTION Enhanced
sexual appeal and sheer
enjoyment of sex. The
coarsening influence
of Mars is countered
by Venusian charm
and romance. The
sign and house placing
are important.
POSITIVE ASPECT
Similar to the
conjunction, but pay
special attention to
the two signs’ elements, as this will
colour the sex life: air = additional
flirtation and friendship; water and
fire = passion and emotion; while
earth = bawdiness.

NEGATIVE ASPECT These enliven the
love and sex life, adding increased
desire. However, these individuals
have a tendency to rush into
relationships, which can result in
disappointment or embarrassment
when sudden rejection occurs.

VENUS AND JUPITER

Eroticism and sexual enjoyment are
enhanced in the conjunction of Venus,
goddess of love, and the warrior, Mars.

CONJUNCTION This configuration
bestows charm, warmth, and
generosity. It also makes these
individuals very affectionate and
friendly. It will add a philosophical
outlook, and tradition decrees that
this is the most beneficial and fortunate
of all the aspects.

POSITIVE ASPECT Almost as beneficial
as the conjunction, contributing

POSITIVE ASPECT Very similar to the
conjunction, but there is even greater
romanticism, along with kindness and
sympathy, adding to the enjoyment of
the love life.

NEGATIVE ASPECT It can be difficult for
these individuals to relax into the
pleasures of love and sex, and there
will be a tendency towards restlessness
and sometimes discontent. Emotions
will overwhelm partners at times.

VENUS AND PLUTO

CONJUNCTION This placing increases
passion, with these individuals falling
desperately and very deeply in love.
The need for sexual fulfilment is

high, and a smouldering and sexy
image can be stunningly seductive.
POSITIVE ASPECT As with conjunction,
with increased powers of sex appeal
(especially for those with Pluto in
Scorpio). A clever and intuitive
financial/business sense.

NEGATIVE ASPECT These aspects
cause difficulties in the expression
of emotion. There is intensity and
passion, but inhibition blocking
emotions and a rewarding sex life.
Sometimes therapy is required.

VENUS AND CHIRON

CONJUNCTION There is an over-idealized
opinion of lovers and a huge yearning
for romance. Lovemaking needs

to take place in beautiful and
seductive surroundings.

POSITIVE ASPECT A tendency to make
far too many sacrifices for the partner,
so that self-identity is lost. The
expression of love is sometimes made
through devotion to a study, interest,
or hobby which can go on to assume
great importance.

NEGATIVE ASPECT The emotional level is
very high, and at times these individuals
will succumb to hugely dramatic scenes.
They need a positive outlet and
expression of this powerful force.

A preoccupation with romantic
settings is a common trait when
Venus and Chiron are in conjunction.

'THE ASPECTS OF MARS
MARS AND JUPITER

CONJUNCTION Here is the aspect that
makes people “get up and go” —
physically or intellectually. There is
energy and enthusiasm for challenges
(often sporting), along with initiative,
decisiveness, and a forthright,
uncomplicated attitude.

POSITIVE ASPECT Optimism, enthusiasm,
and most of the strong qualities of the
conjunction — but with a tendency to
express opinions over-assertively.
NEGATIVE ASPECT Restlessness, a
tendency to exaggerate and overdo
things; but there is physical and
intellectual energy, and possibly
risk-taking and gambling.

MARS AND SATURN

CONJUNCTION There are periods when
these individuals feel confident and
assertive, while during others they
seriously lack self-confidence. This
aspect affects health due to periods of
overwork — burn-out and vulnerability
to colds and/or depression follows.

POSITIVE ASPECT The ability to cope
and work in difficult or even dangerous
conditions is present. The will to
succeed is there, but also a need

to conserve physical energy.

NEGATIVE ASPECT This is a “blow hot,
blow cold” influence. Devising and
keeping to a regular routine will help

to regulate the flow of energy.

MARS AND URANUS

CONJUNCTION Great determination
and self-will is combined with
obstinacy. Frankness and
outspokenness is usual, and it is
important that these individuals do
not become too fanatical in opinion.
A powerful position is often enjoyed.
POSITIVE ASPECT These people are
very highly motivated and will burn
up abundant nervous energy. Ilair for
engineering or science is present; also
extremely quick reactions and
considerable originality.

NEGATIVE ASPECT This is a source of
nervous strain and tension, perhaps
due to overwork. Migraines can result.
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Argumentativeness and perversity
usually emerge in these individuals
from time to time.

MARS AND NEPTUNE

CONJUNCTION A rich and colourful
imagination and fantasy life — both
of which are fine if used creatively.
Physical energy is low, so exhaustion
can occur. Vulnerability to even
medical drugs is common for all
these aspects.

POSITIVE ASPECT A rich imagination

which is usually rewardingly expressed.

The emotions are heightened and will
find easy and rewarding expression
through sex.

NEGATIVE ASPECT This influence brings
tension, which is quite often relieved
through smoking, drinking, or taking
recreational drugs. Good imaginative
potential is present, but needs
encouragement to be
expressed positively.

MARS AND PLUTO

CONJUNCTION Although
stubbornness is common,
it motivates an energetic
determination. There is
aggression in this energy
which could be countered
by karate or other martial
arts. A power complex can
emerge, especially if the
planets are in Scorpio.

THE ASPECTS OF JUPITER
JUPITER AND SATURN

Bravery is a hallmark of the
Mars and Chiron conjunction.

CONJUNCTION Here is optimism and
caution; a balanced outlook, with
enthusiasm but restraint. However,
sometimes one planet’s influence

is stronger than the other, with a
negative, restraining effect if Saturn
dominates over Jupiter and a more
positive, outgoing outlook if Jupiter
is the stronger of the two.

POSITIVE ASPECT The physical and
emotional energy is increased and
will always be positively expressed
when there is emotional involvement
in the career or in some demanding
interest or activity.

NEGATIVE ASPECT A tendency to work
to breaking point, since the same
energy increase is present as with the
conjunction. Often, these individuals
must overcome serious obstacles in
order to succeed.

MARS AND CHIRON

CONJUNCTION Here is a decided

warrior instinct expressed through
bravery and assertiveness, and
perhaps a somewhat devil-may-care
attitude. Good-heartedness and caring
reactions contrast — but sit happily with
— these very different qualities.

POSITIVE ASPECT An excellent influence,
with one Chiron specialist
discovering that these
individuals very often have
lucky breaks in life. They
are also endowed with an
excellent sense of timing.
NEGATIVE ASPECT This
placing also adds

bravery, with care and
understanding being
expressed towards weaker
people who will also benefit
considerably from the
individual’s Chiron strength
and assertiveness.

POSITIVE ASPECT These aspects are
similar to the conjunction at its best.
Here, there is breadth of vision
combined with caution, and only
well-calculated risks will be taken.

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JUPITER AND URANUS

NEGATIVE ASPECT Eccentricity can
become annoying to others, making
these people difficult to get on with,
and discontent may be present. The
need for independence is strong, so
delaying a commitment to a permanent
relationship can sometimes occur.

JUPITER AND PLUTO

CONJUNCTION There is
a desire for power,
cither in big business
or perhaps politics.

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THE ASPECTS OF SATURN
SATURN AND URANUS

CONJUNCTION This configuration is

a powerful energy source, which
gives potential for determination and
hard work, combined with originality.
It was operative between December
1986 and December 1989.

POSITIVE ASPECT A blend of
conventional behaviour and
unconventional traits. If these
individuals know how and when

to make the most of these contrasts,
they will do very well.

NEGATIVE ASPECT The two planets

are at loggerheads, therefore these
individuals will be stubborn and
occasionally bloody-minded.
Sometimes, there is tension and
stress which can be eased if patience
can be developed.

SATURN AND NEPTUNE

CONJUNCTION Many astrologers
mistrust the influence of these aspects.
Nevertheless, we have always found
them to be a controlling, cautious
channel for creative and imaginative
work, with Neptune softening the
harsher side of Saturn.

POSITIVE ASPECT Similar to the
qualities of the conjuction, but with
added high ideals, sympathy, patience,
and understanding.

NEGATIVE ASPECT This will weaken

the personality, and often creativity
is thwarted by unsupportive authority
figures. A tendency to undermine
achievement can also be present.

SATURN AND PLUTO

These occurred during the late 1940s
in Leo, and again in the early 1980s
in Libra. If near the Ascendant, this
aspect has a frustrating influence
which often causes serious
psychological or physical problems
that are difficult to resolve.

POSITIVE ASPECT Increased
determination and a driving
energy force can be present in these
individuals. There is also the ability
to come to terms with psychological
problems or phobias.

NEGATIVE ASPECT Obsessive
behavioural problems may occur
at times. There is a tendency to say
“I can’t be bothered”, when lack
of self-confidence is the real reason.

SATURN AND CHIRON

CONJUNCTION This configuration is
extremely rare. It was operative
during 1966. The strong influences of
Saturn are lightened by the liveliness
of Chiron, which adds an optimistic
and positive outlook, especially to
those who also have the Uranus-Pluto
conjunction (see p280).

POSITIVE ASPECT 'This contributes
considerable charisma, with these
individuals always wanting to have
their own way — generally they
succeed in getting it too.

NEGATIVE ASPECT Here is a fighting
spirit which will be dedicated to
humanitarian causes.

ASPECTS OF THE OUTERMOST PLANETS

The aspects of the outermost planets are
operative for long periods, so appearing in
the birth chart of everyone born when they
are “in orb” (see p265). Unless Saturn,
Uranus, Neptune, or Pluto rule the Sun,
Moon, or Ascendant sign, interpretations
should not be over-emphasized.
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THE ASPECTS OF URANUS
URANUS AND NEPTUNE

CONJUNCTION This configuration occurs
only once every 171 years. It was around
in 1989 and was still operative as

late as 1999. The two planets work
well together, bringing the kindness
and sympathy of Neptune to the
humanitarian qualities of Uranus.
POSITIVE ASPECT Here is the added
ability to blend originality and
imagination in whatever form

shown by the chart, and

according to the individual.

NEGATIVE ASPECT A tendency to be very
forgetful and somewhat scatterbrained
— unless countered by an emphasis

on earth signs — increased if either
Cancer or Pisces is prominent.

URANUS AND PLUTO

CONJUNCTION This strong generation
influence occurs once in 115 years and
was operative from Virgo between
1963 and 1966. When placed near
the Midheaven, it gives powers of
leadership with potent determination
and the need to be in an influential
position. Sometimes there are quite
serious psychological problems,
especially if Virgo is the Sun,

Moon, or Ascendant sign.

THE HOUSES, ASPECTS, AND RETURNS

POSITIVE ASPECT A tendency to make
drastic, often impulsive changes.
Forward planning is advisable,
because the disruption can be a
source of regret.

NEGATIVE ASPECT A recurrent source of
stress and tension. This is especially so
if plans are frustrated and a desire for
change is impossible to achieve, or
there is a tendency to make changes
because of restlessness or simply for
the sake of doing so.

URANUS AND CHIRON

CONJUNCTION There is no one alive with
this conjunction, and there will not be
for many years to come.

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ASPECTS TO THE ASCENDANT

Aspects to the Ascendant are no
different from any other aspects, but
are less likely to operate if there is any
doubt at all about the accuracy of the
birth time. If there is doubt, it is as well

to rely entirely on the interpretation of
the house position of the planet that
appears to be in aspect, especially if
it falls in either the First House or
the Twelfth.

THE SUN

Conjunction The Sun and
Ascendant share the same sign.
As a result, the characteristics
are doubly pronounced.

'The Returns

This area of astrology concerns the way in which the planets
are markers to milestones in our lives. The term “return”
refers to the time when a planet, while orbiting the Sun,
returns to the precise position it was in on the day of one’s
birth. It is probably the only area of astrology that can be
used without having even the slightest knowledge of astrology:

INTRODUCING THE RETURNS

All planets intermittently return to the
position they were in at the time of one’s
birth. We say “many happy returns”
when wishing friends a happy birthday
— for a birthday marks the completion
of the Earth’s journey around the Sun

and back to the place it was in one year
previously, and indeed when we were born.
The most interesting return influence is that e

Chinese astrology and
Western astrology share
similarities when it comes
to the Jupiter Return,
which, like in Chinese
astrology, follows a
12-year pattern.

of Jupiter. It takes 12 years to orbit the Sun — and so
every 12 years we get our Jupiter Return. Incidentally, this
1s one indication where Chinese astrology and Western
astrology meet: in Chinese astrology, the year of our sign —
the Monkey, the Dog, or whatever — comes round every 12
years and is said to be propitious for us. As will be seen, these
indications are very similar to those of the Jupiter Return.
The Saturn Return occurs roughly every 30 years, so
we experience our first as we approach 30, the next as 60
looms, and as more of us are living much longer, we
experience our third when we are 90 years old.
The influence of Uranus is very powerful.

The planet takes 84 years to orbit the
Sun. Therefore, we get our quarter
Return when we are 21, our very
strong half-Uranus Return at around
40 to 42, and our full Uranus Return
at 84. Chiron takes some 50 years

to come back to the position it was

in when we were born.

This astrological clockface illustrates, in a sense,
how planets revolve on their orbits and return to
former positions at regular intervals — an area of
astrology know as “the returns”.

SHORT AND LONG RETURNS

Mercury and Venus take 88 and 224.7

days respectively to have their returns, so
if you become a keen astrology student,
using a full ephemeris you might like to
follow the movements of these planets to
discover their return influences. The human
lifespan is not long enough to experience
a Neptune or Pluto Return, since these
planets take 146 and 248 years respectively
to travel round the Sun and through all the
12 signs of the zodiac.
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The Most Influential Returns

Here and on the following pages, we have outlined the major returns
that tend to punctuate our lives. These include the 12-yearly Jupiter
return and the Saturn returns at the ages of 30 and 60.

JUPITER RETURNS

A Jupiter return is likely only to be
really exact for a few days, while
Jupiter is in the precise position it was
at birth. However, generally speaking,
its influence will add a certain amount
of colour to a whole year.

The first Jupiter Return occurs as
children reach their 12th birthday.
This is a good time for parents to
consider their child’s interests, especially
those outside the school curriculum.
Examinations taken for music or dance,
sporting competitions, or a travelling
experience will be particularly
rewarding. The young person will do
well and should get extra encouragement
for his or her efforts at this time.

The year of a Jupiter return usually
turns out well: we often end it with
rather more money than when it

started. It is not a time to sit around
waiting for things to happen — the
great thing to remember about Jupiter
1s to give the planet a push in the
direction in which we want it to work
for us; then we get good results. At all
events, this is not an influence to waste.
Being assertive, putting ideas to people
who matter, or making long trips are
all good ways to use a Jupiter return
year. (To discover the years of a Jupiter
return simply divide your age by 12.)

URANUS SQUARE TRANSIT

The next milestone occurs at 21, and
is the “tense square transit” of Uranus
contacting its own place from three
signs. Simply put, it means that the
planet is 90° from the position it was
in at one’s birth. The old traditional
idea of getting “the key of the door”
no longer applies, but this has always
been a crucial time as far as the
young person’s embryonic career is
concerned. Many are graduating
and going through the experiences
of getting their first jobs to kick-start
their professional life. Both tension
and changes are indicated

and usually occur.

FIRST SATURN RETURN

How often have we heard people
moaning about the grim fact that they
are turning 30? For the most part they
are totally unaware that they are in the
grips of a very important and serious
planetary influence from Saturn. This is
certainly a milestone period for them.
They will, quite rightly and naturally,
reassess their lives and progress so far.
Many will move up the ladder by
changing jobs and getting a better salary.
Some — sadly, but again quite rightly
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may well end a youthful relationship
or marriage which is not working any
longer. Others will marry for the first
time, or will buy their first home, and
commit themselves to the long haul of
a mortgage, while this is also often
the right time for couples to start their
families. A keyword for Saturn is
responsibility, and additional
responsibility is likely to be taken.

It must be remembered that while
Saturn is a hard task-master what
happens under the planet’s influence,
especially if it relates to the long-term,
is usually the right way to go.

HALF-URANUS RETURN

This crucial transit occurs roughly
between the ages of 40 and 42. It
relates very powerfully to the mid-life
crisis. Under this influence restlessness
occurs, and the sudden realization that
one is getting old. To counter these
feelings drastic action is often taken,
with perhaps cosmetic surgery, a
change of image, and
possibly the indulgence of
an invigorating, light-
hearted love affair. All this
can work extremely well,
but sadly, all too often what
started out as a fling can go
too far and cause a very
great deal of hurt and upset
to partners and loved ones.

The loss of a youthful
figure can result in frantic
dieting and exercise. For those who
have not exercised for years, serious
damage can be done, but again if they
pace themselves all should be well.
Taking up a new interest, especially if
it is something that the individual has
wanted to do for years, is an excellent
outcome, and even if job and family
commitments are heavy, this is to be
strongly advised.

This influence needs a lot of
controlling, and careful thought is
essential before any decisions are made.
The tendency to go crazily over the top

and upset others is by no means unlikely,
but when this dynamic trend is set to
work in a positive way the period can

be exciting, invigorating, and positive.

CHIRON RETURN

The 50th birthday has been celebrated
in many countries for years and now its
popularity is increasing. It
has a jolly feel to it. Mostly
individuals have been
successful in their professions
and jobs and may well not be
quite as serious or worried as
their younger colleagues,
who are still treading
carefully to get to where they
want to be. Provided the 50-
year-old is in good health,
there will be a feeling that
life is more or less under control, families
are pretty much grown up, and a

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realization that while retirement will
make for a welcome change in lifestyle, it
is still a decade away. This, then, is a
time when considerable personal
achievement is often recognized by
individuals, and if they feel a certain
smugness and inner satisfaction — they
are quite right to do so. This will also be
a good time to reward themselves and
their partner with a very special holiday.

SECOND SATURN RETURN
AND FIFTH JUPITER RETURN

It is at the approach of 60 and for
around that 12-month period that we
have our Second Saturn Return, and
more or less at the same time the Fifth
Jupiter Return. This marks one of the
most important periods of our lives.
Most people will retire from their
careers, or, as one Aries friend of ours
put it, re-schedule their lives. This is the
right attitude. Those who have no
particular interests tend to crumble into
old age when they retire. But it is not
always easy to start out with something
completely different at this age,
especially if it involves a lot of effort.
Many will, of course, cope well and love
the challenge, but for those who find
such challenges an uphill struggle,
chances are that they will give up.
If there has been a long love affair with,
for instance, gardening, there is usually
no problem; the garden will be totally re-
designed and a great deal of newfound
free time will be lovingly spent on it.
The same goes for any demanding
hobby — it can take on a totally different
perspective, and for those who are
enterprising, very often they graduate
from amateur to semi-professional
and make extra cash as a result.

Time for a Big Change

Another outcome of this “double
whammy” of planetary influences is th
a really big change is often considered,

A new hobby can take on greater
importance if it is taken up around the
time of the Second Saturn Return.

Perhaps a move to a favourite town
where many happy holidays have been
spent, or the decision that the family
house is too big and that there is a need
to downsize. Will the pretty retirement
seaside town be as attractive in the
depths of winter, however? Are there
interesting clubs and societies where new
friends can be made? Will a lot of the
shops and restaurants be closed during
the cold winter months? Then it must be
remembered, if downsizing, that there
are probably many prized possessions
that have been collected and treasured
over the years. Will there be enough
space for them — and for grandchildren
when they come to stay?

It is obvious that for everyone about
to make important changes in their
lives at this age, a great deal of serious
discussion and planning must go on
before the actual day dawns when
going to the office is just not going to
happen any more. If the joint influences
of Jupiter and Saturn work well, the
next phase of life will be rewarding,
fun, and thoroughly enjoyable.
However, plans must not be rushed for
any reason. Nor must any action be
taken in a mood of blind optimism.

FULL URANUS RETURN

The long, journey of Uranus round the
Sun to eventually return to the position
it was in some 84 years previously
suggests a milestone year indeed for
octogenarians. Here is challenge, and
many people we have known have taken
on a new lease of life and suddenly made




quite outlandish requests for all kinds of
adventurous happenings, from free-fall
parachuting to driving a racing car.
They often want to do something they
have not done before, but sadly their
children or grandchildren sometimes try
to dissuade them, thinking that what
they want will be far too risky or
dangerous, and that the ancient

one will not be able to cope. Here is
good advice: if an octogenarian makes
such a request, it can be assumed that
Uranus is working at its best for them.
They should not be dissuaded. Let them
go up in that balloon, or down in a
submarine, or whatever. They will have
the time of their lives. Do not treat
them like some wilful child.

Remembrance of Things Past
Of course, many of that age will not be
in such an adventurous frame of mind;
some will love additional mental
stimulation. They will, for certain, know
a very great deal about their lost
generation, what life was like between
the Wars or during the Second World
War. Even if we have
heard their stories before,
a great thing to do is to
record them talking, and
to let them turn out old
photographs (making sure
they identify everyone in
them!) and memorabilia;
their memories can often
contribute a great deal to
our knowledge of the past.
If any member of the
family is into genealogy,
here is a wealth of
knowledge about great-grandparents
and their contemporaries. We must
never miss out on opportunities like this.
Above all, stimulating the interest of
these elderly people can be really
worthwhile. Many octogenarians have
been big achievers, sometimes producing
the greatest work of their lives. Verdi
wrote Olello at that age; two famous
dancers, Marie Rambert in England and

The composer Verdi wrote Otello
when he was in his 80s.

Martha Graham in the United States,
were still choreographing — and there are
many other unforgettable achievers
whose prime has continued into their 80s
— Picasso, Pablo Casals, Segovia, Pierre
Monteux, and Winston Churchill.

THE THIRD SATURN RETURN

This phenomenon is still being
researched, but as so many people are
now living well into their 90s, the
influence is becoming increasingly
common. It seems
serious in essence, as
Saturn tends to put us in
a serious frame of mind.
So is this something of
a down-turn for
nonagenarians? Not
necessarily — they will
make sure that their
affairs are in good order
and seize the opportunity
for good, possibly last,
meetings with loved
ones. But maybe there
will be some who will fall under the
wild influence of “Saturnalia” and lay
on the biggest birthday bash they have
ever given. Britain’s late Queen
Mother did just this, as did one of our
dearest and closest friends; but then he
was an energetic Scorpio and she an
energetic Leo (who went on to be 100
and have her second Chiron Return),
so no surprises there.

Tor many centuries there have been associations between certain cities
and particular signs of the zodiac. Astro*carto*graphy is a modern
approach that looks at the significance of an individual’s birth chart
when applied to different locations around the world.

The Meaning of Place

Ptolemy (see p20) was one of the first
astrologers to classify associations
between places on Earth and the
constellations in the sky. Over the
centuries, some places have become
significant in astrology. Venice, for
example, is regarded as a Libran city,
and it is fun to test out whether
someone with a Libran Sun sign
especially enjoys visiting Venice.

The idea that certain people will
strongly identify with certain places
has been taken much further in recent
years, particularly by the late American
astrologer Jim Lewis, who devised a
system called Astro*Carto*Graphy.

The system Lewis invented involves
the imposition of the four angular
positions of the 10 planets of the birth
chart onto a map of the world. The
“angular positions” are the positions of
the Ascendant, Midheaven, Descendant
(the degree of the zodiac setting rather
than rising), and I.C. (Imum Coelt),
the point opposite the Midheaven,
at the very bottom of the chart.

This arrangement reveals what Lewis
called “power zones”, which match
certain areas of the personality with
places that are associated with them.
For instance, a city or a town that
falls on the longitudinal equivalent of
Venus’s Midheaven position in, say,
John Smith’s birth chart would focus
all the qualities associated with his natal
Venus (i.e., the planet as seen in his
birth chart) as far as the qualities of the
Midheaven are concerned. That might
affect his career — in Smith’s case, maybe
his talent for working with people.
A*C*G* CHARTS
There are two ways of approaching
relocation astrology — another term for
this kind of astrological work. The first
involves “manual” calculations and the
familiar birth chart; for the second you
really need the software that Lewis
devised for A*C*G*. This is available
from www.astrocartography.co.uk.
This area of astrology can be
extremely helpful to anyone in need of
advice about a coming move, whether
because of a change in working
conditions or for any other reason.
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Indeed, the authors found it extremely
interesting when considering moving
from London to Sydney.

MANUAL CALCULATIONS

Using the traditional, manual way
of relocating a chart — that is to say,
recalculating a birth chart for a
location other than the birthplace —
is relatively simple. You use the birth

date and time (as drawn, say, for 1 May

1979 in London), but convert the chart
to a new location (such as New York).
The planets’ positions and the aspects
between them will be the same as in
the original birth chart, but in the chart
relocated to New York there will be
quite different angles and house
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positions. These new house positions
and angles will show how well the
subject is able to cope with the move,
how he or she will react to a foreign
city, and how the relocation is likely to
affect the personal and working life.
Working with a manually calculated
relocation chart, the most important
thing to look for is whether a planet
falls on an angle of the new chart —
you can allow an orb of 5° or 6°.
A planet that is right on either the
Ascendant or the Midheaven will be
expected to work most strongly.
However, a planet on the Descendant
or I.C. will be almost as strong, and
a planet here is likely to reveal quite a
lot about reactions to the new location.

READING ASTRO*CARTO*GRAPHY CHARTS

In contrast to the basic natal chart, which
represents a map of the sky as seen from
Earth, the A*C*G* charts show the planets
as seen not against the background of the
constellations, but against the background
of a flattened map of the Earth. It is not
unlike the charts that you see unfolding
on-screen in an aeroplane, but instead of
showing the path of the aircraft, the A*C*G*
chart shows the the path of the Sun, the
Moon, and all the other planets as they travel

across the map of the Earth. Admittedly, the
charts look daunting at first, but are in fact
not too difficult to interpret once you have
a basic working knowledge of astrology.

The dotted vertical lines show the anti-
culmination point, or I.C., of each planet.

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HORARY ASTROLOGY

Horary astrology sets out to address a specific question, the answer to

which is arrived at by setting up an astrological chart for the moment

when the question is asked. The chart is then interpreted in respect of
the question, which is broken down into its significant elements.

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TIMING AND PLACING

The time at which the question was
asked was regarded as the birth time of
the question. The matter asked about
(the “quesited”) was referred to the
house of the horoscope to which it
related (the First House concerned
with health and wellbeing, the Second
with possessions and partners, and so
on — see p248). The planet ruling the
Ascendant represented the querant.

The rules to be followed when
working on horary charts are very
complicated. In brief, a great deal of
importance is placed on the position
of the Moon in the horoscope. Its most
recent and potential movements in
relation to the other planets were only
interpreted as long as it remained in
the same sign that it was in when the
question was asked. If it made no
major aspects to other planets it was
said to be “void of course”, and the
chart could tell one nothing.

From his autobiography, we know
that Lilly believed the horoscope he set
up for the moment of asking a question
acted as a sort of focus for his mind;
the relationships between the planets
in the chart did not actually tell him
what was likely to happen, but
concentrated his intuition. Horary
astrology was, for him, a method of
divination that relied very strongly on
a symbolic approach; no question was
asked in a vacuum, for it was related to
the querant, to the astrologer, and to
the world about them. Once one accepts
that — and certainly the methodology
strikes a chord with Jungian and
Eastern philosophy — horary astrology
begins to sound far more practical
than one might suppose.

ANSWERS

It is also worth pointing out that the
“answers” to questions involving future
action or events are by no means

(and this is true of most other areas

of predictive astrology) fatalistic.

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LILLY, JUNG, & EASTERN PHILOSOPHY

Lilly’s attitude was fascinatingly similar
to that of the psychologist C. G. Jung
(see also pp44-5) in his essay about
the way in which the Chinese / Ching, or
Book of Changes, is used to survey the
future. He pointed out that, though we
know, intellectually, that time is an
abstract measure, it never actually feels
that way. Time seems to have a character
of its own, which colours everything
that happens to us. When, for example,
someone on the radio or TV says a word
just as we are reading that same word in
a book, it seems as though something
significant has happened.

Most people simply dismiss such a
happening as meaningless coincidence;
but Eastern thinkers take another view —
and Jung, too, believed that everything
bears the imprint of the moment at which
it happens: that since all life has a pattern,
anything that happens is related to
everything else that happens at the time
when the happening occurs.

seem likely to turn out well, we can
relax and let matters take their course.
If there seem likely to be difficulties
ahead, we can prepare for them.
Forewarned is forearmed: we can
make the best out of any circumstance.
In some ways, horary astrology is
much simpler than natal astrology.
Looking at the position and influence
of Saturn in a birth chart, for example,
one thinks of the way in which it might
limit a person, might make them
tenacious, persevering, and practical —
or, on the other hand, selfish and
narrow-minded. Whereas in horary
astrology, Saturn might symbolize a
physical boundary — a wall, a prison,
or the fence at the end of the garden.
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It is impossible in a book of
this nature to do more than
skim the surface of the
technique of interpreting
horary charts. It is an area
of astrology in which a great
deal of practise, experience,
and expertise is necessary.
Relatively few middle-of-
the-road astrologers acquire
this; some, like Deborah
Houlding in England and
Lee Lehman in the US, have
concentrated on the subject, and practise
and teach it. Here, we can merely show
how to begin to interpret a horary chart
by giving an example.

PLANET AND SIGN
ASSOCIATIONS

Anyone starting to think about horary
astrology should first of all look as
thoroughly as possible into the
significance of the planets and signs.
Various emphases on these will

indicate the approach to the problem
concerned. For instance, we have
sketched the meanings of the planets

on pp201-45; but in addition to what we
have said there about, for instance, Mars,
it is important to remember that apart
from the suggestions we have made, this
planet is also traditionally associated
with soldiers and sports-people, those
who work with metals (especially iron
and steel), with butchers, barbers,

surgeons, and psychiatrists;
the planet is also associated
with extremely hot and dry
places, with sports-grounds,
operating theatres, mines,
and heavy industry, as well
as (naturally) battlefields.

In a similar way,
Sagittarius is associated
with mountains and the
countryside, the Australian
bush and the outback,
race-tracks, stables, and sporting venues,
with churches and cathedrals, colleges
and universities, bookshops and
publishing offices. If someone is seeking
a lost or stolen object, an emphasis on
Sagittarius would suggest that they
should look near a fireplace, on a
balcony or high up in any room — or
perhaps over the Sagittarian fence in
next-door’s garden!

DIFFICULTIES WITH
HORARY CHARTS

It is not easy to give advice from a chart
which has a number of contrasting
indications. All an astrologer can do is
point out that, yes, the job will appeal to
her, and she should enjoy it; but that it
will be stressful, and that the indications
about finance are not very positive.
Here is another example to show that
someone consulting an astrologer should
no more expect a black-and-white yes-
or-no answer to a question than expect a
weather forecaster to be accurate all the
time. Sometimes, where indications in
the chart are extremely clear, there is
an excellent chance that advice will
clearly suggest a course of action,
and lead to the lost kitten or the stolen
ond ring (and horary astrology

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BEYOND THE
SOLAR SYSTEM

Beyond the planets and other astrological bodies in
our own solar system are the stars. Traditionally
known as the “fixed stars”, as they didn’t appear

to move in independent orbits, they have played

a part in astrology for almost two millennia.

Wandering Stars and leed Stars

Astrologers are often
extremely irritated
when they see
newspaper columns
headed “Your Life in
the Stars”, or “Your
Star Sign”. Modern
natal astrology is so
strongly associated with
the planets of the solar
system that any allusion to

“the stars” has sadly become
associated with careless journalism,
if not charlatanism.

But the stars — the so-called fixed
stars, as distinct from the
planets, or “wandering

stars” as they were called
because of their clear

Ptolemy was the
first to begin to
classify the effects
of the fixed stars.

A plotting of the
stars in Leo’s
constellation

movements in the sky —
are extremely important
in traditional astrology.
They have been a useful
ingredient since they
were first discussed by
Ptolemy in the 2nd
century CE, and later by
Arabian astrologers.

In those earliest
discussions, the influences of the fixed
stars were associated with those of the
planets. In his Zetrabiblos, written in
c.150BCE, Ptolemy listed them like this:
“Of the stars in Leo, the two in the
head act in the same way as Saturn
and, to a lesser degree, as Mars; the
three in the throat, the same as Saturn
and, to a less degree, as Mercury; the
bright star upon the heart, called
Regulus, the same as Mars and Jupiter;
those in the hip and the bright star in
the tail [Leonis], the same as Saturn
and Venus; and those in the thighs,
the same as Venus and, to a less
degree, Mercury.”

So an “evil star”, such as Rastaban,
might be associated with Saturn; a
“benign star”, like Nashira, with
Venus. Over time, however, stars
were gradually assigned their
own individual influences.

POSITIONING

The fixed stars are especially
important when they are in the
Ascendant or near the Sun or Moon
in the birth chart; they also have an
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influence when they are conjuncted,
in opposition, or in square aspect with
a planet or an important point in the
horoscope. If a star is angular — at a
specific angle to a planet, especially
when it is rising or setting — its
influence is particularly strong.
The study of parans — the angular
relationships between planets and
fixed stars in a chart — is valuable; a
work by Bernadette Brady entitled
the Book of Fixed Stars (New York, 1998)
is probably the best source for this.
There has been some confusion
about the allowable orb (see p265).
If a relatively small number of stars are
used — Lilly’s original 50, for instance
—afairly large orb (even as great as 6°)
can be allowed for the most important
stars, such as Aldebaran, Regulus, and
Antares. But if hundreds are used, too
large an orb inevitably allows on to the
scene several stars that are probably
not relevant. It is probably safe in
most cases to allow an orb of only 1°.
As usual, the closer the orb, the
stronger the influence.

PRECESSION

Here, we should consider the more or
less vexed question of the precession of
the equinoxes. This is the way in which
the Earth’s pole (and consequently the

FURTHER STUDY

If you want to do detailed work on the fixed
stars in relation to a birth chart, the chart
must be fully calculated. If you are simply
experimenting, and using a less detailed
chart — such as one made by following the
instructions in this book — your findings
will not be sufficiently accurate.

However, each sign is divided into three
30° sections, each representing 10° and,
when consulting our tables, you will see
that there are corresponding divisions.

The first third (1°-10°) is palely coloured,
the middle section (11°-20°) more strongly
coloured, and the third section (21°-30°)
most strongly coloured. From this, you

can estimate the detailed star position.
But bear in mind that the orb should
not be more than 1°.
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first point of Aries) appears to move
backwards through the constellations,
completing a circle in some 25,920
years — a period known as “the Great
Year”. A shorter period of 2,160 years
— during which the movement is 30°,
the equivalent of one zodiac sign — is
known as an astrological age. From
this term comes the idea of the Age
of Aquarius, which was preceded by
the Age of Pisces and is to be followed
by the Age of Capricorn.

Regulus, one of the most
important stars astrologically,
is the bright object at the
bottom of this picture.
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Fish are a traditional Christian symbol, and here
they have been used decoratively in the architecture
of an Early Christian basilica in Greece.

The theory is that each astrological age
has its own characteristics, the Piscean
Age being identified broadly with
Christianity (Christ has often been
symbolised as a Fish, and drawings
of fish have been found in the earliest
Christian tombs); the Age of Aquarius,
associated with its ruler Uranus, will
have very different characteristics.
Given Uranus’s traditional association
with disruption, sexual excess, and
rebellion, the Age of Aquarius is
argued by some to have already begun.
The phenomenon of precession
has been recognized for centuries —
Hipparchus wrote about it in the

2nd century CE, for example. It was only

over time, however, that astrologers
began to understand the significance
of its effect: that the sections of the sky
named after the zodiac signs no longer
coincided with the positions they were
in 2,000 years ago.

Sceptics argue that this makes a
nonsense of astrology — that someone
born in this age and said to have had

the Sun in Gemini at the time of birth,

was actually born when it was in

P m OTHER AREAS OF ASTROLOGY

Taurus. While it is perfectly true

that the Sun may today be placed
against the background of the zodiac
pattern previous to the one named by
astrologers, the fact is that the zodiac
names, as understood today, are merely
a convenient way of assigning a label to
a particular 30° section of the sky; the
zodiac figures are only, as they have
always been, convenient tags.

THE STARS

William Lilly identified about 50 fixed
stars in his writings. They were those
that were then most obvious because
of their brightness. Among them were
Polaris, Betelgeuse, Castor, Pollux, and
Regulus; later astrologers identified
well over 700. Obviously, with such

a great number, they have had to
discriminate and, when working with
the fixed stars, use only those that
make contact with the planets known
to the ancient astrologers — that is the
Sun and Moon, Mercury, Venus,
Mars, Jupiter, and Saturn.

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THE MOST IMPORTANT STARS

Any star that closely conjuncts, opposes,
squares, or trines a planet in a person’s birth
chart is potentially significant and so worth
consideration. It is the conjunction, though,
that will have by far the greatest influence.

GOLDEN RULE ONE: As you proceed
with your findings, make notes
at each stage. List your
Ascendant sign (you will
know your Sun sign
already), the sign and
house each planet is
in, and what aspect in
turn it makes to every
other planet. Then
start looking up the
interpretation pages,
and systematically note
the main characteristics
of each indication in the
chart. You will build up
a remarkably accurate
astrological picture of yourself,
and be inspired to go on to study
family and friends’ birth charts!
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PLAGING YOUR ASCENDANT LINE

Write down your birth date and time,
and the latitude and longitude of your
birthplace. Next make quite certain
whether or not Daylight Saving Time
was in operation. If it was, take one
hour off your birth time.

To discover your Ascendant turn
to the tables and instruction on pages
344-5. Similarly, to find out your
Midheaven sign, turn to pages 3467
and follow the instructions there.
Having carefully noted whether
the diagonal time and place line
crosses the top, middle, or bottom
section of the Ascendant line, you are
now in a position to draw the first line
on your birth chart.

What you are about to draw is the
all important Ascendant/Descendant
line, which marks the beginning of
your birth chart and represents the
horizon at the time and place of your
birth. Nine o’clock on the chart is the
East, the rising position. Directly
opposite it is the West, the setting
position. Because the Earth is turning
on its axis, the Sun and all the planets
rise and set during the course of 24
hours, as do the 12 signs. It is from the
horizon line that the 12 houses of the
chart begin, and the way in which they
are distributed relies on the segment of
the sign in which the Ascendant falls.

Placing of the Ascendant Line

FIRST POSITION: If the time and place line
crosses near the top of the Ascendant line
(the beginning of the sign), draw your
line in the first position, which denotes
the first 10° of your Ascendant.

SECOND POSITION: If the line crosses near
the middle of the Ascendant line (the
middle of the sign), draw your line at the
beginning of the second position, which
denotes the middle 10° of the Ascendant.

THIRD POSITION: If the line crosses near to
the bottom of the Ascendant line (the
end of the sign), draw your line at the
beginning of the third position, which
denotes the final 10° of the Ascendant.

PLAGING THE TWELVE HOUSES

The next stage is to divide up your
chart into the 12 houses. As you will see
from the diagram these occupy three
segments, and start immediately below
the Ascendant/Descendant line. Unless
your Ascendant falls in the first position,
the signs and houses will not entirely
match each other. For positions 2 and 3,
there will be segments of the next sign
covering part of the house. You will also
see from the positions of the arrows that
the signs rise and set in a clockwise

Placing the Twelve Houses
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direction, while the houses rotate anti-
clockwise. The arrows drawn on the
border show where each sign starts and
finishes. Now draw in the other 11 signs
of the zodiac around the chart as
shown in this diagram, and if you find
it useful, add the arrows showing
where each sign starts and ends. At
this point you should now place the
Midheaven sign (as shown here).

GOLDEN RULE TWO: Each new sign must
begin on a white segment and end on
the darkest segment.

[GALCULATING THE POSITIONS OF THE PLANETS

THE SUN To locate the position of the
Sun at the time of your birth, turn to
pages 308-11 and first find the year of
your birth in the top column. Then
find the month of your birth — they are
numbered 1-12 on the left of the table

GOLDEN RULE THREE

This diagram, which shows four positions of
the Sun, offers a simple way to check that
your chart is accurate. At sunrise, the Sun
will be near to the Ascendant, (in which case
you will have been born around sunrise, so
your Sun and Ascendant signs will be the
same). If you were born around noon, the
Sun will be at the top of the chart near the
Midheaven; if you arrived close to sunset,
the Sun will be at the west; and, if you were
born around midnight, the Sun is directly
opposite the Midheaven. If this isn’t working
out, try again before going any further.

(1 for January, 2 for February, and so on).
The tables indicate the precise date
and time at which the Sun enters a
given sign. Because the Sun moves at
roughly 1° per day, you can then tell
which third of the sign is appropriate
for the birth date in question: the first
10 days of the sign; the second 10 days;
or the final 10 days.

Take an Aries birth date, for example.
The Sun enters Aries on 21 March.
Therefore, if you were born between
21 and 31 March, plot the Sun in the
white segment of Aries; if born
between 1 and 10 April place the Sun
in the light shaded segment; and if
born between 11 and 21 April put the
Sun in the darkest shaded segment.

THE MOON The next stage is to discover
the position of the Moon at the time of
your birth. As the Moon changes signs
roughly every two and a half days you
have a different process to find out its
right sign when you were born. To do
this, refer to the guidance on page 315.

THE OTHER PLANETS To locate the
positions of the remaining planets,
turn to pages 316—43. For each planet,
locate the year and month of your
birth, just as you did with the Sun
tables. However, unlike the Sun tables,
the other planetary tables do not
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indicate a precise time at which a
particular planet entered a sign. They
do, though, state the date of entry and
use tints that correlate to the white,
shaded, and dark segments used on our
birth charts here. Let’s take a birth
date of 15 June 1979, for example. On
1 June, Jupiter was in Leo in the white
segment, and was still in that segment

PLOTTING THE ASPECTS

Do not be put off from calculating
the aspects. Though they can seem
forbidding, if you follow these simple
rules you’ll not go far wrong.

GOLDEN RULE FOUR: For a planet to be in
aspect with another they must share
the same shading.

d THE CONJUNCTION This is is formed
when two planets fall in the same
segment of the same sign.

% /\ THE POSITIVE ASPECTS The sextile
is formed when two planets that share
the same shaded segment are two
signs, or roughly 60°, apart. The
Trine is formed when two planets
sharing the same shaded segment are
four signs, or roughly 120°, apart.
These are joined by a red or
fine black line.

[ & THE NEGATIVE
ASPECTS The square is
formed when two
planets sharing the
same shaded

segment are three

on the 27th. This means that on the
15 June, Jupiter would be placed in
your chart in Leo’s white segment,
because, at that time it was travelling
through the first 10° of that sign.

Your chart should now include all
the details on the diagram opposite,
with Ascendant, Midheaven, and
planets placed in their signs and houses.

7% THE QUINCUNX This aspect is formed
when two planets that share the same
shaded segment are five signs, or roughly
1507, apart. On the diagram the black
dotted line which joins them, indicates
that the quincunx is a minor, but still
reasonably important, aspect.

It quite often happens that one planet
will make several aspects to a group of
other planets in the same chart, so that
distinct patterns build up. If a planet
receives several aspects from others it is
regarded as being of increased
importance in the interpretation, and
especially so if the planet happens to be
the Sun, Moon, or Ascendant Ruler.

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FINDING THE
MOON'S POSITION

The Moon moves fast, travelling through a complete
sign of the zodiac every 2.5 days. Our tables — based
on noon, GMT — are designed to be used in

conjunction with the Lunar and Zodiac paths (right).

STEP ONE

Look to the Moon tables, and locate the year and
month in question (such as the year and month of
your birth). For each month, you will find a Lunar
Cycle Number (LCN) and a Zodiac Path expressed
in tenths of a zodiac.

STEP TWO

You now need to find out how far the Moon travelled
from the start of the month until the birth date in
question, for which you’ll need to use the Lunar
Cycle Path. Take a piece of paper and place one
corner on the month’s LCN (given by the table), then
mark the edge of the paper at the point where it
reaches the birth date (i.e. LCN + birth date).

Note: the tables are set for noon; if you know your
birth time to be earlier of later than noon, you can
make an approximate allowance for this.

STEP THREE

You now need to apply the distance arrived at in

step two to the Zodiac Path. Place the corner of the
paper on the Zodiac Path at the degree of sign given
by the table. Now read off the position on the path at
the point where it matches up to your mark on the
paper. This is the sign the Moon was in for the birth
date (and time) in question. The shaded sections
indicate whether it was the first, second, or third part
of the sign — information that can be applied when
drawing up a birth chart.

EXAMPLE FOR 6PM ON 15 JUNE 1979

1 The LCN for that month is 19, and the Zodiac
Path is .4 of the way through Leo.

2 Put the corner of the paper against 19, and
mark it at 34 (19 + 15, since the birth date is the
15th). However, allow for the quarter of a day
which passed between noon and 6 pm - so
the markis at 34.25. You have marked off the
distance between 19 and 34.25.

3 Using the Zodiac Path Line, put the corner of
the paper to the .4 point within Leo, and read off
the result against your mark on the paper. The
Moon at the birth day and time was in the first
third of Pisces (the unshaded part of the sign).

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ASCENDANT TABLES

To discover your Ascendant you have to first
find out the latitude of your place of birth.
Look at the tables below and refer to the one
closest to the location of your birth. Find your
date and time of birth in the appropriate
columns. Draw a line between these two points.
The glyph to the right on this diagonal line
reveals your Ascendant. Take particular notice
whether it crosses near the top (the beginning
of the sign), the middle area, or towards the
bottom of the line (the end of the sign).

KEY TO GLYPHS

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MIDHEAVEN TABLES

To discover your Midheaven sign you have to follow an almost
identical process to that for discerning your Ascendant. However,
instead of finding out the latitude of your place of birth, for the
Midheaven you need to note the longitude. Then, from the tables
below, select the one closest to your place of birth. Following the
same procedure as for finding the Ascendant, locate your date

and time of birth in the appropriate columns and draw a line
between these two points. The glyph to the right on this diagonal
line reveals your Midheaven. Again, take particular notice whether
it crosses the top, middle, or towards the bottom of the line.
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air signs see triplicities

Ascendant (or Rising sign) The degree

of the zodiac rising over the eastern horizon
at any given moment. Each degree takes
about four minutes to rise.

aspects One planet is in aspect to another
when there is a specific number of degrees
between them, counted around the circle

of the zodiac. The major aspects used by
astrologers are the conjunction (0°), the sextile
(when two planets are 60° apart), square
(90°); the trine (120°); the opposition (180°);
the minor aspects are the semi-sextile (30°),
the semi-square (45°), the quincunx (150°) and
the sesquiquadrate or sesquare (135°).

astrological age see Great Year

birth chart A map of the sky showing

the planets in the precise position they
occupied at the moment of birth. The
traditional word for the birth chart is
horoscope. A horoscope can be drawn for
any location and moment in time — in horary
astrology, for example, it is drawn for the
moment a particular question is asked.

birth time The precise time of birth.
The time of the first cry or the moment
of cutting the umbilical cord have
traditionally been used.

cardinal signs see quadruplicities

celestial sphere An imaginary sphere
around the Earth onto which are positioned
all the visible planets and stars of the
heavens. Though essentially imaginary, it is
a useful device for visualizing the stars and
planets vis-a-vis each other and in relation
to locations on Earth.

conjunction A conjunction takes place
between two planets when they occupy the
same degree of the zodiac. See also orb.

cusp The line that divides one astrological
sign or house from its neighbour. It is
extremely rare to be born “on the cusp”;
almost everyone is born with the Sun in one
sign or another, if only by a single degree. If
one is born with the Sun 1° into Aries, there
will not be any effect from Pisces simply
because the Sun has just left that sign. More
nonsense is talked about being “born on the
cusp” than any other area of astrology.

decans Each sign occupies a 30° slice of
the zodiac and is itself divided into three
sections, called decans, of 10° each.

ecliptic The imaginary path of the Sun
around the Earth.

element see triplicities

ephemeris Annual ephemerides are
published to show the movements of the
planets with astronomical accuracy; these
are now available on the Internet.

feminine signs Taurus, Cancer, Virgo,
Scorpio, Capricorn and Pisces are
traditionally known as feminine signs, the
others being masculine. Feminine signs are
regarded as negative, masculine as positive.

fixed signs see quadruplicities

generation influence Those planets
which spend many years in the same sign
influence whole generations of people.

Great Year The Earth, while revolving,
wobbles rather like a top running down,
and the pole moves backwards through
the zodiac, passing through a sign in
about 2,500 years — this is known as an
astrological age. The period during which
the pole completes a full circle is known
as the Great Year and lasts for about
25,868 years.

horary astrology When a particular
question is asked, an astrologer suggests
an answer based on the horoscope for the
moment at which the question was posed.

horoscope see birth chart

houses The birth chart or horoscope is

divided into 12 sections, distinct from the
sections of the zodiac signs, each of which
represents different aspects of human life.

Immum Ceeli (I.C.) The meridian point,
opposite the M.C.

inferior planets Mercury and Venus,
placed between the Earth and Sun, are
known as inferior, or inner, planets; those
further from the Sun are called superior,
or outer, planets. The terms relate only to
position, and not to the astrological nature
of the planets concerned.

inner planets se¢ inferior planets

Medium Ceeli (M.C.) - the meridian of

an astrological chart.

meridien An imaginary line in the sky
arcing north to south and passing through
the zenith, or point in the sky directly
above an observer.

Midheaven Another name for the M.C.

orb Astrologers allow an orb — a specific
number of degrees — within which an
aspect between two planets will operate, if
it is not exact. The degree allowed depends
on the strength of the aspect.

outer planets see inferior planets

planets For convenience, astrologers
refer to the Sun and Moon as planets
(knowing perfectly well that the Sun is a
star, and the Moon merely Earth’s
satellite). These — along with Mercury,
Venus, Mars, Jupiter, Saturn, Chiron,
Uranus, Neptune, and Pluto — are used by
astrologers, who estimate the effect they
have on affairs on Earth, and the human
race in particular.

polar sign The polar sign is the one
positioned on the directly opposite side

of the zodiac to the sign under discussion.
For example, Libra is the polar sign of
Aries, and vice versa. There is a special
relationship between such signs.

positive signs see feminine signs

prediction Many, perhaps most,
astrologers avoid the word prediction,
preferring forecast or progression — events
are not predicted with complete accuracy,
but suggested, much in the manner of

a weather forecast.

quadruplicities The zodiac signs

have traditionally been divided into

three groups (cardinal, fixed and mutable)
of four signs, known as the quadruplicities.
The cardinal signs are Aries, Cancer,
Libra, and Capricorn; the fixed signs

are Taurus, Leo, Scorpio, and Aquarius;
and the mutable signs Gemini, Virgo,
Sagittarius, and Pisces. The signs of a
particular group are said to share certain
quadruplicities, or qualities.

qualities see quadruplicities
quincunx see aspects

retrograde motion As seen from Earth,
a planet sometimes looks as though it is
moving backwards in its course (due to
their relative orbits); the planet is then
said to be retrograde.

returns When a planet returns to the
precise position in the sky in which it
stood at the time of a birth, the individual
is said to be celebrating its return.
Astrologers also take into consideration

timescales known as half-returns. These
periods — at which times of change tend
to occur — are: the Jupiter return, every
12 years; the Saturn return, at 29+
years; the Uranus half-return, at 40+;
the Chiron return, at 50+; the second
Saturn return, at 60; the full Uranus
return, at 84; and the third Saturn
return at 90.

Rising sign see Ascendant

rulership, or ruling planets Each sign
is traditionally said to be ruled by a
particular planet, and a sign’s influence
can be affected by this. There has been
much discussion about the theory of
rulerships, and in particular how the
modern planets have been assigned. It is
perhaps not such a particularly important
feature of astrological theory, however.

semi-square see aspects
sesquiquadrate see aspects
semi-sextile see aspects
sextile see aspects

solar chart A chart drawn up with
the Sun on the cusp of the first house —
i.e. at sunrise; this is done when a birth
time is unknown. It is also used by
Sun-sign astrologers.

stars Some modern astrologers are
increasingly studying the effect fixed stars
may have when they fall within the zodiac.
In general, though, the stars have no
importance in popular astrology, and their
effect remains questionable.

stellium A group of planets gathered
in the same area of the sky; a
multiple conjunction.

square se¢ aspects

Sun sign astrology Popular newspaper
and magazine astrologers make predictions
for the day, month, or year ahead on the
basis of solar charts set up for specific Sun
signs. The result is good fun, but it would
be a mistake to make any decision

based upon it.

superior planets see inferior planets

triplicity Signs are traditionally

assigned to the four elements — fire, earth,
air, and water — and are thus placed in four
groups of three. The fire signs are Aries,
Leo, Sagittarius; earth signs are Taurus,
Virgo, Capricorn; air signs are Gemini,
Libra, Aquarius; and water signs Cancer,
Scorpio, Pisces.
