Lesson 1: Introduction
What is Astrology?

Astrology is the science that explores the action of celestial
bodies upon animate and inanimate objects, and their reac-
tions to such influences. Astrology has its place among the
earliest records of human learning. It is the parent of
astronomy; for many years they were one science. Now,
astronomy is a science of distances, magnitudes, masses, mo-
tions, speeds, locations, and so on, based upon observations
made with instruments like the telescope. Astronomy may
therefore be termed an ‘‘objective’’ science, while astrology
must be termed a ‘‘subjective’’ science. Thus, the charting of
the horoscope is really an astronomical process; the judgment
or delineation of the horoscope is an astrological process.
Astrology also deals with angles between the planets and

their observed effect upon humanity. The signs are a way of
dividing the heavens; so are the houses, but they are based
upon the place of birth. The sign may be considered the field
of action; the house is the place where the action occurs, and
the planet is the motivating power or force.

Astrology teaches us that there is harmony and symmetry in
the universe and that everyone is part of the whole. Thus, you
should try to understand astrology as a philosophy which
helps to explain life, and not as a predictive art or science. The
purpose of astrology is not to blame the planets for what hap-
pens to us, but, on the contrary, to learn about ourselves by
planetary indication. When we see ourselves clearly we can
discover within ourselves new qualities, and thus our lives can
become more fulfilled, purposeful and productive.

Originally, astrology was divided into four parts:

Natural or physical: the action of the planets on the tides,
weather, atmosphere and seasons.

Mundane or judicial: the astrology of nations, their
economic and political cycles.

Natal or genethliacal: the astrology of individuals and the
study of their birth charts,

Horary: the study of some particular question that occurs at
some moment in time and place.

In this book we will be concerned with natal astrology.

There are two kinds of astrology practiced in the west. One
is called tropical astrology; the other, sidereal. Tropical
astrology gives the position of a planet by sign. Sidereal
astrology gives the position by constellation. To understand
the difference between the two, we must understand the dif-
ference between the signs and the constellations. Both have the
same names, which can cause considerable confusion to begin-
ners. Approximately 4,000 years ago, when on the vernal
equinox, the first day of spring, the Sun was in the constella-
tion of Aries, there was no difference. The signs and the con-
stellations coincided. Now, because of precession, the slow
wobble of the Earth about its axis, the Sun enters the vernal
equinox in the sign of Aries but in the constellation of Pisces.

The sign§ are divisions of space along a circle called the
ecliptic. The ecliptic is the path through the heavens that all of
the planets appear to follow. There are 360 degrees in a circle,
and there are twelve signs, each occupying a segment of exact-
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ly thirty degrees. 30 x 12=360. Aries is the name given to the
first thirty-degree sector of space that begins with the vernal
equinox.

Thus signs are calculated from what astrologers call the
Aries ingress, or the point at which the Sun reaches 0° Aries.
This point is now located in the constellation Pisces. We men-
tion this here, right at the beginning, because you will meet
people who are familiar with astronomy or sidereal astrology
who may attempt to undermine your confidence by insisting
that if you think your Sun is, for example, in Aries, you were
really born with your Sun in the constellation of Pisces. You
are both right, so there is no need to argue about it. Sidereal
and tropical astrology are based upon different principles, and
both are valid. In this book, we will be teaching you tropical
astrology.

What is a Horoscope?

The word horoscope means ‘‘hour pointer.”” It is a map or
diagram of the heavens erected to determine the potentials and
characteristics of a person born at a specific time and place
upon the planet Earth. This diagram is also called a natal
chart, a radical chart or a nativity. In order to construct an ac-
curate horoscope, it is essential to have the exact birthtime and
the exact latitude and longitude of the birthplace. It is wise to
remember, right from the beginning, not to erect a horoscope
unless the data can be verified from official records. Your
mother’s testimony that you were born at a certain time is
probably inaccurate. It may lead to hours of wasted time and
effort, and finally to doubting the validity of astrology,
because the horoscope and the person won’t seem to match.
To erect a birth chart is relatively easy for anyone who can
add, subtract, and multiply. However, the reading or delinea-
tion of a chart calls for judgment and the ability to deduce
what is likely to happen under certain astrological conditions.
The intricacies of astrology take considerable learning, time,
practice and, most of all, serious reflection and application.
In this book we will teach you the meanings of the signs,
planets, houses and aspects. After you have acquired some
knowledge of these basic elements of astrology and learned
how to read a natal horoscope, then you will be ready to

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calculate one. Keep in mind that you are really learning a new
kind of symbolic language, and only by rote and application
will you become fluent in it.

The astrology you learn will enable you to view the events
that occur in your life and in the lives of others more in-
telligently. This is because you will be able to see and under-
stand what forces are operating, and you will learn to see how
these forces correspond to what is happening. However,
always remember that your free will and your attitude will
determine how much or how little use you make of the talents
and potentials you were born with. The choice is yours.

The Natural or Flat Wheel

On page 7 you will find what astrologers call a natural or flat
wheel. In order to familiarize yourself with the construction of
the natal horoscope, you will now learn where the twelve signs
belong in the natural horoscope. You can either write in the
book, or if you prefer, you can draw your own wheel.

Start by placing the symbol for Aries in its correct position
on the eastern point of the chart. This point is the boundary
line between the twelfth and first houses. This line is called the
first house cusp, and it is given a very special name, the Ascen-
dant or rising sign. Put the symbol for Aries near the point
where the cusp meets the circle.

Next, move down counterclockwise to the cusp of the se-
cond house, the line dividing the first and second houses. At
the point at which this cusp meets the circle, place the symbol
for Taurus.

Again, move counterclockwise to the cusp of the third
house and place the symbol for Gemini in its proper place.

Continue around the circle until you have inserted the sym-
bol for each sign (as given in the chart on page 4) in its proper
place in the chart. You should finish with the sign Pisces on
the cusp of the twelfth house. You may check your work by
comparing it with the completed chart in the Appendix (see
page 282).

The Elements

We sort the twelve signs of the zodiac into groups with certain
common characteristics. One way to do this is by tempera-
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ment. This grouping is said to be by element or triplicity, and
is as follows:

Fire signs: Aries, Leo and Sagittarius. These signs are fiery,
ardent, enthusiastic, spontaneous, self-sufficient and roman-
tic. Misused, they can be bossy and too forceful.

Earth signs: Taurus, Virgo and Capricorn. These signs are
practical, earthy, dependable, conservative and sensual. They
love material comforts and have good recuperative powers.
Misused, they can be dull and too materialistic.

Air signs: Gemini, Libra and Aquarius. These signs can
communicate well; they tend to be intellectual, and they are
able to handle abstract reasoning. They are logical, broad-
minded, objective, idealistic and unprejudiced. Misused, they
can be cold and impractical.

Water signs: Cancer, Scorpio and Pisces. These signs are
feeling, sustaining and receptive. They are emotional, in-
tuitive, responsive, sensitive and deep. They tend to be suscep-
tible to moods, and are easily influenced by the environment.
Remember that water is found in three forms: liquid (water),
frozen (ice) and gaseous (steam). Cancer is the liquid form;
Scorpio is the frozen form, and Pisces is the gaseous form.
Misused, these signs can be self-indulgent, self-pitying and
wavering. ,

Using your flat wheel you will now place the proper
elements with their correct signs. In order to do this you must
first understand that the sign on the cusp of each house is the
sign that has precedence in that house. Place the word *‘fire”’
in the three houses that are related to the fire signs. To do this,
you will place the word ‘“fire’’ in the first house (Aries), in the
fifth house (Leo), and in the ninth house (Sagittarius). Con-
tinue to do this with the three other elements until each house
contains the name of one element. For example, the sixth
house should contain the word ‘‘earth’’, the eleventh house
the word “‘air’’, etc. You may check your work against the
completed chart in the Appendix (page 282).

The Qualities

We can also divide the twelve signs of the zodiac. into three
groups of four signs each; the signs in each.group have certain
qualities in common. Each group has a distinct mode of
operating in life. The qualities or quadruplicities are:
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Figure 2: Natural or Flat Wheel This is the wheel of the tweive houses
of the zodiac showing the directions (east, west, north, and south) and
the meridian and horizon lines. As you proceed with lesson 1, you will
put the information that we give you into the proper houses on the
chart. You may want to draw your own chart. You can do this by draw-
ing a circle and dividing it into twelve sections, numbering the houses
as below, and writing in the words “Ascendant,” and so on, as we
have done here.

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Cardinal signs: Aries, Cancer, Libra and Capricorn. These
signs are the four cardinal points of the compass: east, west,
north and south. Aries is east; Libra is west; Cancer is north,
and Capricorn is south. These signs are called cardinal because
they govern the change of the seasons: Aries, spring; Cancer,
summer; Libra, fall; and Capricorn, winter. Cardinal signs are
initiatory, active, ardent, ambitious, enthusiastic and indepen-
dent. Their minds are quick and insatiable. Used negatively,
they can be hasty, inconsiderate and domineering; they may
fail to finish what they start.

Fixed signs: Taurus, Leo, Scorpio and Aquarius. These
signs are the middle month of each season. Whereas the car-
dinal signs bring the transition between seasons, the fixed
signs are firmly set in the middle of each season. The fixed
signs are determined, able to concentrate, stable, resolute, ac-
cumulative and dignified. Their minds are penetrating, and
their memories are excellent. They achieve results slowly but
surely. Used negatively, they can be stubborn, egotistical and
too entrenched in their particular ways of looking at things.

Mutable signs (also called common signs): Gemini, Virgo,
Sagittarius and Pisces. These signs are the closing month of
each season. This is the time to complete the work of this
season while planning for the new season to come. The
mutable signs are versatile, adaptable, changeable, subtle,
sympathetic and intuitive. Their minds are ingenious and flexi-
ble. Used negatively, they can be deceptive, crafty, inconstant
and undependable. ‘

Returning again to your flat wheel you will now insert the
proper quality for each of the twelve signs. To do this, start by
placing the word ‘‘cardinal’’ in each house related to a car-
dinal sign: thus, you will write ‘‘cardinal’’ in the first house
(Aries), in the fourth house (Cancer), in the seventh house
(Libra), and in the tenth house (Capricorn). Continue placing
the words “‘fixed’’ and ‘‘mutable’’ in the proper houses.
Again, check the accuracy of your work against the completed
flat wheel in the Appendix.

Rulerships

Each sign of the zodiac has a planetary ruler, a planet that is
harmonious in temperament with the sign it rules. The sign
rulerships are as follows:

On the flat wheel insert the proper planetary symbol in the
house that corresponds to the sign of that house. For example,
insert the symbol for Mars in the first house (Aries); the symbol
for Venus in the second house (Taurus), and so on until there
is a planetary symbol in each of the twelve houses.

The Houses

The houses can also be classified into three groups of four houses
each; these correspond to the qualities of the signs previously
discussed. Each house group shares characteristics in common,
which we shall discuss in detail later in this book. The houses
are grouped as follows:

The angular houses: first, fourth, seventh and tenth.

The succedent houses: second, fifth, eighth and ecleventh.

The cadent houses: third, sixth, ninth and twelfth.

On your flat wheel, place the word “angular” in the first, fourth,
seventh and tenth houses; the word “succedent” in the second,
fifth, eighth and eleventh houses and the word “cadent” in the
third, sixth, ninth and twelfth houses.

In astrology, each house has a meaning, which will be fully
explained in lesson 4. To help you understand the significance
of each of the houses, at this point we will give you one keyword
for each house to insert on the flat wheel. Note that opposite
houses have opposite keywords.

First house: 1 or me (the person whose chart it is)
Seventh house: you (the other person)
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Second house: mine (what belongs to me)
Eighth house: yours (possessions of others)

Third house: here (my immediate environment)
Ninth house: there (more distant places)

Fourth house: private (my private life)
Tenth house: public (my public life)

Fifth house: love given (the love I give)
Eleventh house: love received (the love I receive)

Sixth house: physical health (the state of my body)
Twelfth house: mental health (the state of my mind)

On the flat wheel write each keyword in the appropriate
house. »

All functions and energies in nature follow the
positive/negative principle. Astrology is no exception. The
signs of the zodiac are divided into positive and negative, or in
astrological terms, active and passive signs, also called
masculine and feminine. All odd-numbered signs (the fire and
air signs) are considered active. All even-numbered signs (the
earth and water signs) are considered passive. Please write the
words ‘‘active’’ and ‘‘passive’’ in the appropriate houses on
the flat wheel.

Summary

You have now completed your flat wheel and have been in-
troduced to some of the basic elements of a horoscope. Every
profession has its tools: the carpenter works with a saw and
hammer, the surveyor with a transit and the astrologer with a
horoscope. In order to become proficient a person must learn
to handle the tools of that profession well. In this lesson, you
have taken the first step in learning how to use the horoscope.
In the next few lessons, we shall study each of these basic
elements in detail to learn more about them.

Before proceeding to lesson 2 you should memorize the
symbols given on page 4. Write each. symbol until you feel
comfortable writing it and until you know what each symbol
means automatically. Then you will have the basic alphabet of
astrology.




Lesson 2: The Signs
Introduction

In lesson 1 you learned that there are twelve signs in the
zodiac, and that each of these signs has a natural planetary
ruler. You also learned that there are different ways of group-
ing these signs. We pointed out that each sign is a field of ac-
tion in which the planetary forces operate. Each sign has a full
range of possibilities, and the individual has the option of us-
ing what the sign indicates in a positive or beneficial manner,
on the one hand, or in a negative or abusive manner on the
other.

In this lesson we will focus our attention only on the signs.
How each planet operates in a particular sign and what that
means will be discussed in later lessons. What you learn here
you can later apply to any planet found in any sign. For exam-
ple, you will discover that Aries is bold and dynamic. The
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Moon represents the emotions, and when the Moon is in Aries
we would expect that person to express emotions in a bold and
dynamic manner. If Mercury is in Aries, we would expect the
individual to reason and think boldly and dynamically. First,
however, it is necessary to learn these basic modes of expres-
sion for each of the signs.

As you learn the basic qualities of each sign and then
discover where each of your own planets is located, you may
begin to express each of your planetary energies in accordance
with the positive qualities and traits of that sign.

Dual Planetary Rulerships of Signs

Reading the preceding description of the signs, you probably
noticed that both Taurus and Libra are ruled by Venus, and
both Gemini and Virgo are ruled by Mercury. Originally,
when only the Sun, Moon and five planets, Mercury, Venus,
Mars, Jupiter and Saturn, were known, each was given the
rulership over two signs. While the Sun and Moon are
technically known as luminaries, they are commonly referred
to as planets. The Sun ruled only Leo, and the Moon ruled on-
ly Cancer. However, Mars ruled both Aries and Scorpio;
Jupiter ruled both Sagittarius and Pisces; and Saturn ruled
both Capricorn and Aquarius.

As the outer planets (Uranus, Neptune and Pluto) were
discovered, they were given the rulership of Aquarius, Pisces,
and Scorpio respectively after careful observation and study.
However, to this day, Jupiter is considered to be a sub-ruler of
Pisces, Saturn a sub-ruler of Aquarius, and Mars a co-ruler of
Scorpio.-In the future, if astronomers discover two more
planets (as many astrologers predict they will), we will pro-
bably have a planetary ruler for each sign.
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There is a school of thought that says that the Earth (&) is
the ruler of Taurus. Keep this in mind as a possibility to be ex-
plored further.

Lesson 3: The Planets
Introduction

In this lesson we shall consider the planets. The Sun (©) and
the Moon () are properly referred to as the luminaries, but
for the sake of simplicity, most astrologers refer to them as
planets, along with Mercury (¢), Venus (%), Mars (5°), Jupiter
(%), Saturn (h), Uranus (#), Neptune (), and Pluto ().
These planets are present in every horoscope and their in-
fluences act in everyone’s life.

Students often ask, ‘‘Does the discovery of new planets
upset the principles of astrology?’” The answer is no.
Astrologers from ancient times have known that there were
more planets influencing our life on Earth than they were
aware of. The transuranium metals did not upset chemistry
when they were first discovered. In like fashion astrology was
not upset with the discovery of Uranus in 1781 coincidental
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with the industrial revolution and the harnessing of electricity,
nor by the discovery of Neptune in 1846, heralding a time of
metaphysics and the birth of psychoanalysis, nor by the
discovery of Pluto in 1930, just prior to the beginnings of the
atomic age, the rise of dictatorships and the rebirth of under-
world crime.

Keeping the possible discovery of newer planets in mind, let
us study those planets discovered thus far. Taking the planets
in the order of their speed, not necessarily the importance they
assume in the horoscope, they are as follows:

Moon Takes 28 days to complete one cycle.

Mercury Takes 88 days to complete one orbit of the
Sun.

Venus Takes 224%4 days for one orbit of the
Sun.

Sun Takes one year to complete the cycle of
the zodiac.

Mars Takes 22 months, almost 2 years to com-
plete one cycle of the zodiac.

Jupiter Takes about 12 years for one cycle (about
one sign per year).

Saturn Takes 28-30 years for one cycle.

Uranus Takes 84 years for one cycle.

Neptune Takes 165 years for one cycle.

Pluto Takes 248 years for one cycle (estimated).

When visualizing the travel of these planets through the
twelve signs of the zodiac, please keep in mind that we are
referring to the movement of the planets around the Sun,
calculated in Earth time, with the exception of the Moon
which travels around the Earth. As previously mentioned, the
Moon is really not a planet.

Each planet is strong in the sign that it rules; this is the sign
of its dignity. Every planet also has one sign, apart from the
one it rules, where it expresses itself harmoniously; this is the
sign of its exaltation. When a planet is in the sign opposite to
the one it rules, it is in the sign of its detriment. When a planet
is in the sign opposite to its exaltation, it is in the sign of its
fall. Each of these positions will be listed in the study of each
planet. You will also find a further explanation of the dignities
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and a table listing each planet’s dignity, exaltation, detriment
and fall on page 30.

The Moon’s influence in the chart is very important because it
is the closest planet to the Earth and moves through the zodiac
rapidly. It represents the female principle: mother, wife and
women generally. Instincts, moods, tides, phases, receptivity,
fluctuations, feelings, habit patterns, reflex actions. Its action
fluctuates and changes. Governs personal interests, desires,
needs, magnetism, growth and fertility, the need to touch, im-
pressionability and consciousness.

Where you find the Moon in the chart shows where
you are subject to emational ups and downs.

The Nodes of the Moon

The nodes are not celestial bodies; they are points in celestial
longitude where the Moon crosses over the ecliptic (or path of
the Sun). The Moon’s North Node is listed by position in the
ephemeris and the South Node is always its direct opposite,
having the same number of degrees and minutes but of the op-
posite sign. Example: If the North Node is at 10° Aries 50
then, the South Node is at 10° Libra 50°.

Exaltation: Every planet has one particular sign, apart from
the one it rules, where it expresses itself harmoniously. This is
the sign of its exaltation. The complementary forces are in-
creased and the virtues magnified. If a planet is exalted, you
feel comfortable in a friend’s home.

Fall: If a planet is in the sign opposite to its exaltation, it is
in its fall, because here it has difficulty expressing its real
nature. If a planet is in its fall, you must stay in someone else’s
home and you do not really feel comfortable there.

Lesson 4: The Houses
Learning to Interpret House Meanings

We know that the signs are fixed divisions of the heavens. The
houses, on the other hand, are relative divisions of the
heavens, depending on the birthplace and the birthtime of the
individual, The rotation of the Earth causes the signs and the
planets to pass through all twelve houses each day. The sign
that is on the eastern horizon at the exact time of birth is cailed
the Ascendant or rising sign.

Each house represents a basic field of activity. The mean-
ings of the houses are modified when they are occupied with
planets. It is important to realize from the beginning that hav-
ing no planet in a house does not mean that there is no activity
in that area. No house is ever empty; each house has a planet
that rules the sign on its cusp. Since there are twelve houses
and only ten planets, you cannot possibly have a planet in
every house,
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The houses relate to conditions, while the signs tell us about
character traits. If you were to compare astrology to acting,
you would say: The planets are the actors, the signs are the
roles they play, and the houses are the settings or situations in
which the cast portrays its roles. Mercury is always Mercury,
but in Gemini it portrays a different role than in Libra; when
Mercury is in the third house the setting is different from the
sixth house,

The houses never change position. The Ascendant (or first
house cusp) is always the eastern point of the horizon, where
the Sun appears to rise each morning. Correspondingly, the
Descendant (or seventh house cusp) is always on the western
point of the horizon, where the Sun sets each evening. The
Midheaven, commonly referred to as the MC (the tenth house
cusp) is always at the very top or southern point of the
horoscope. Its opposite point, the IC (the fourth house cusp)
is always at the lowest point of the wheel or the northern
point. The reference to the tenth house cusp as the MC stems
from its name in Latin, medium coeli, which means middle of
the heavens. The reference to the fourth house cusp as the IC
stems from the Latin, imum coeli, meaning the lowest
heavens.

As you learned in lesson 1, when you filled in the flat wheel,
each house is influenced by a sign of the zodiac; each house
has a planetary ruler, and each house is classified as angular,
succedent or cadent.

Keeping in mind that each house represents a certain field of
activity in our lives, let us now turn our attention to a detailed
explanation of the houses.

FIRST HOUSE angular

The cusp of the first house is the Ascendant or rising sign. It is
one of the most important points in the natal chart, and it
shows the exact degree and sign that was on the eastern
horizon at the moment of birth. The Earth’s rotation causes
one degree of the zodiac to rise above the eastern horizon ap-
Proximately every four minutes; for this reason, you can see
how important it is to have an accurate birthtime.
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The first house, and in particular the Ascendant, shows
your personality, your natural disposition and tendencies,
your individuality and the way you express yourself. It shows
how people see you and the way you want others to see you. It
is the way you ‘‘package’” and ‘‘market’’ yourself. It
represents your physical body, your health and your early
childhood years. It shows your approach to life, your worldly
outlook, your appearance and bearing and the beginnings of
all enterprises.

The second house shows financial affairs, possessions (except
real estate), investments, earning power, and any gain or loss
through your own efforts.

It also includes the assets of partners and
alimony. It is the house of surgery, and along with the sixth
house, it shows types of illness.

The twelfth house shows your unknown or hidden strengths
and weaknesses. It shows sorrow, suffering, limitations, hand-
icaps, secrets, seclusion, frustration and behind-the-scenes ac-
tion. It indicates places of confinement, jails, hospitals, men-
tal institutions, etc., and restraint, inhibitions, exile, secret
enemies, hidden dangers, self-undoing and clandestine affairs.
It shows the things we hide from others. Research,
background, subjective sustainment, inner consciousness, the
subconscious mind, spiritual debts to be paid (karma), but
also charity, sympathy and public welfare. It is often called
the closet or dustbin of the horoscope because it is here we
sweep away or hide problems which are too painful to face or
difficulties that we refuse to acknowliedge.

Houses Within Houses

Just as the fifth house shows your children, the ninth house
(the fifth from the fifth house) shows your children’s children;
i.e., your grandchildren. When counting houses in this man-
ner, be sure to start with the house in question. For example,
the fifth becomes house 1 as you begin your count, the sixth is
house 2, the seventh is house 3, the eighth is house 4, and the
ninth becomes house 5. The ninth house is five houses from
the fifth house.

The fourth house, as a house of endings, shows the condi-
tions at the end of your life. Thus, the eighth house shows the
end of life conditions for your children because it is four
houses from the fifth house, the house of your children.
Count: fifth, sixth, seventh, eighth.

The second house shows your money; it is second from the
first hpuse (you). Thus, the eighth house shows your partner’s
money for it is second from the seventh house (your partner).

These are just a few examples of the basic principles in-
volved in turning the wheel to glean addmonal information
from each house.
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Figure 4: Wheel of Houses This chart gives the basic meanings of
each house.
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House Division by Element

As you know from lesson 1 each sign is part of a grouping by
element. Because each sign has a natural house position, we
can group the houses in the same way, according to the ruling
element of each.

Fire: The houses of life or personal houses. People with
many planets in these houses are inspirational and dynamic.
They have great energy and enthusiasm, motivating power and
religious convictions.

First house: body.
Fifth house: soul.
Ninth house: spirit, mind.

Earth: The houses of substance or possessive houses. People
with many planets in these houses are stable and usually are
the backbone of their communities and families. Their
outlooks and vocational aptitudes are concrete and practical.

Second house: possessions, finances.
Sixth house: occupation.
Tenth house: recognition, environment.

Air: The houses of relationships or relative houses. People
with many planets in these houses are the ‘‘people who need
people.”’ These house placements all describe the individual in
relation to other members of the community.

Third house: relatives and neighbors, those we do not
select, consanguine,

Seventh house: close relationships and partners, those
we select for one to one relationships, conjugal.
Eleventh house: social and mental relationships, those
we select for shared interests, congenial.

Water: The houses of endings or terminal houses. People
with rhany planets in these houses are sensitive and feeling;
they are the psychoanalysts and religious figures. These houses
describe the innermost soul, and the probable way that we will
leave this earth. Not when, just how.
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Fourth house: the end of the physical body.

Eighth house: liberation of the soul, death.

Twelfth house: philosophic death, the results of the
course of life we choose to take.

The Division of the Houses by Quality

As you learned in lesson 1, there is another system of house
division that is also important to keep in mind. The twelve
houses can be divided into three groups of four houses each,
which correspond to the cardinal, fixed and mutable qualities.
They are called angular, succedent, and cadent.

Angular houses (corresponding to the cardinal signs): The
angular houses are the first, fourth, seventh and tenth. These
angles correspond to east (the Ascendant), west (the Descen-
dant), north (the Imum Coeli or IC) and south (the Midheaven
or MC). These are the angles, or axes, of the horoscope.
Planets in angular houses have great potential for dynamic ac-
tion and their influences are intensified. In other words, the
angular houses have cardinal qualities. Some books refer to
planets in angular houses as accidentally dignified.

Succedent houses (corresponding to the fixed signs): The
succedent houses are the second, fifth, eighth and eleventh.
They are called succedent because they follow or succeed the
angular houses. They are not as powerful, but, just like the
fixed signs, they give stability and purpose. They are also the
financial houses.

Cadent houses (corresponding to the mutable signs): The
cadent houses are the third, sixth, ninth and twelfth. These
houses do not have as much opportunity for action as the
angular houses, nor do they confer great stability like the fixed
houses, but they are adaptable and get along well with others.
They are usually referred to as the mental houses. In figure 4,
page 39, you will see the basic meanings of each house
presented in wheel form.

The Meridians

Now that you have learned the basic meaning of each house,
we will introduce you to the meridians. The meridians are
another part of the flat wheel, and they are an important fac-
tor in reading a horoscope.
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Figure 5: The equator or horizon divides the horoscope into southern
(day) and northern (night) hemispheres.
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Figure 6: The meridian divides the horoscope into eastern (rising) and

western (setting) hemispheres.
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The horizontal axis of the horoscope is called the equator or
horizon, and the vertical axis of the horoscope is called the
meridian. By using each of these divisions (figures 5 and 6) we
divide the horoscope into halves. The horizontal axis refers to
consciousness; the vertical axis refers to power.

In figure 5 the equator divides the chart into day and night
sections, because the horizon divides the chart along the
sunrise-sunset axis. The day planets are all those that appear in
a chart above the horizon, and the night planets are those that
appear below the horizon.

Generally speaking the day or light half of a horoscope
represents outgoingness and objectivity while the night section
or dark half represents subjectivity and instinct. If you have
many planets above the horizon, you will be quite objective
and you will want to rise above your position at birth. The
public and your career will be important to you. If you have
many planets below the horizon, especially if these include the
Sun and the Moon, you will be somewhat subjective and con-
tent to work behind the scenes.

In figure 6 the meridian axis divides the chart into an eastern
half and a western half. These two sections are formed when
we divide the chart along the noon to midnight axis. This meri-
dian divides the planets into rising planets and setting planets
(see figure 6). The rising planets are those in the eastern half of
the horoscope, covering the time from midnight to noon. The
setting planets are those in the western half of the chart, cover-
ing the time from noon to midnight. If there are many rising
planets in your horoscope, you have a strong free will and are
in charge of your own life. This is a sowing incarnation. If
there are many setting planets in your chart, you are more
flexible and involved with the destinies of others. This is a
reaping incarnation.

You will also note in figures 5 and 6 that we have shown the
time of day that each house represents. This becomes impor-
tant when you want to erect your own charts; you will be able
to check the accuracy of your calculations. For example, if
you know that someone was born at 2 a.m. you know that the
Sun will have to fall somewhere in the second or third house.

A Brief Comment Before We Proceed

At the end of lesson 4, students invariably want to learn the
mathematics of erecting a horoscope.

We can’t blame them for this eagerness; this is a fascinating
subject, and of course, everyone wants to see the horoscopes
of their friends and relatives. But the knowledge you have
learned so far is only the rudimentary beginning of astrology.
It is interesting and enlightening, but like all half-knowledge,
it can be dangerous. Until you have learned more astrology,
you are bound to misunderstand and misjudge charts, and you
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could do yourself and others an injustice. For these reasons,
we do not teach you how to do the calculations in this book.
We want to turn out astrologers who know how to read a
horoscope before they learn to erect one.



Lesson 5: Delineating a Chart
Introduction

In lessons 1 to 4, you have learned the most basic principles of
astrology: the signs of the zodiac, the planets, the houses, and
how all are grouped together by similarities. If you understand
these principles, and the keywords have become a part of your
subconscious, you will have little trouble learning the other
techniques and additional refinements that are a part of
delineating (interpreting) a horoscope. Logic, common sense
and a knowledge of human nature will aid you in interpreting
a horoscope if you have grasped the significance of these basic
principles.

The meanings of the signs, planets and houses are
astrological words, and we are now going to learn to put them
together to make simple astrological sentences. In learning any
language there are certain rules for constructing sentences,
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and you must learn the rules for constructing astrological
sentences as well.

Using the Keywords in Delineation

As explained in lesson 1, the flat wheel in astrology starts with
Aries on the cusp of the first house, Taurus on the cusp of the
second house, etc. Thus, the Sun in the first house will always
reflect some qualities and traits of Aries, regardless of the sign
in which the Sun is actually located. It is important that you
keep this rule in mind. ,
To illustrate, let us take an example: the Sun in Cancer in
the first house. A keyword for the Sun is the inner self. Some
keywords for Cancer include devoted, maternal, domestic and
sensitive. Keywords for the first house include identity, per-
sonality and self-expression. And, finally, keywords for Aries,
the natural first house sign, include dynamic and active.
These keywords can be put together to make an astrological
sentence:

The devoted, maternal, mner self will be expressed in an
Cancer first house

active and dynamic way.

Aries

Here’s another example: The Moon in Gemini in the fifth
house. Important keywords for the Moon are emotions and
instincts; some keywords for Gemini include versatile and
literary; keywords for the fifth house include creativity and
love you give; while keywords for Leo, natural sign of the
fiftth house, include creative and generous. Interpreted
astrologically you can say:

Emotzonally versatile, you give love generously,

Moon Gemini fifth house
Or: You are instinctive and creative in literary pursuits.
Moon fifth house Gemini

.Now let’s broaden the concept: Venus in Capricorn in the
ninth house (whose natural sign is Sagittarius). Capricorn is
responsible and cautious; Sagittarius is broad-minded and op-
timistic; Venus represents the affections and the moral
Character; and the ninth house represents bhilosophy and
aspirations. Thus, we might deduce that this individual’s
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aspirations and philosophical approach would be in a respon-
sible manner, but the natural optimism of Sagittarius would
broaden the usual cautious nature of Capricorn.

Once you understand why the house position of a planet
modifies the nature of the sign in which the planet is placed,
you will also understand why a planet operates differently
depending on the type of house it is in. For example, a person
with the Sun in Taurus (a fixed sign), placed in a cadent house
will be more adaptable and less obstinate than a person whose
Sun in Taurus falls in a succedent house. The cadent houses
correspond to mutable signs and the succedent houses corres-
pond to fixed signs. If that same Sun in Taurus were in an
angular house (corresponding to cardinal signs), the individual
might still be stubborn but would lose some of the patient and
stable qualities and become more of an initiator.

You will remember from lesson 4 that we drew an analogy
between the planets and the cast for a play. The cast does not
change; the Sun, for example, is always the inner personality,
the heart of the horoscope and the life-giver. The signs are the
roles that this cast plays, and they do not change either;
Taurus is always Taurus and retains the basic character of this
sign. However, the houses are the various settings in which the
cast portray their roles, and they can and do change a lot.
They range from the outgoing I of the first house to the
possessive mine of the second house to the people-oriented we
of the seventh house, and so on through the wheel.

With all this in mind, let us now turn our attention to the
delineation of a horoscope using the keywords we have
learned so far.

Delineating a Sample Horoscope

Figure 7 is the natal horoscope for Franklin Delano Roosevelt.
He was born on January 30, 1882 at 8:41 p.m. eastern stan-
dard time in Hyde Park, New York.

First, let us look at the general makeup of his chart. It is im-
portant to see the chart as a whole before we begin to take it
apart. Note that Roosevelt has seven planets above and three
planets below the horizon. (See the numbers in the circles in
the center of the chart.) Thus, we may conclude that this man
has many extroverted and objective qualities. He also has
three planets east and seven planets west of the meridian.
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Figure 7: The Natal Horoscope of Franklin Delano Roosevelt Born
January 30, 1882 at 8:45 p.m. local time (8:41 Eastern Standard Time} in
Hyde Park, New York. Longitude 73° W 56’, latitude 41° N 48°.
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Thus, we may conclude that his life is bound up closely with
the destiny of others.

If you look at the box below the wheel in figure 7, you will
see that we have sorted the planets, the Ascendant and the
Midheaven into the groupings we have learned. You will see
that Roosevelt has one cardinal planet, seven fixed planets,
and two mutable planets. With so many planets in fixed signs
we can say that this man is very determined, set in his ways,
stable and resolute. He has a penetrating mind and an ex-
cellent memory. Since we find both his Ascendant and
Midheaven in mutable signs, we can add some adaptability
and flexibility to his basic character (lesson 1).

He has no planets in fire signs, five planets plus his Ascen-
dant in earth signs, four planets plus his Midheaven in air
signs and one planet in a water sign. He is practical, depen-
dable and earthy since planets in earth signs predominate.
However, with four planets plus his Midheaven in the air ele-
ment, we must add great intellectuality, the ability to com-
prehend abstract thinking, logic, broadmindedness, the ability
to communicate well and the ability to detach himself when
necessary. With only a single planet in the water element we
might conclude that he has a lack of sensitivity or respon-
siveness; however, that planet is the Moon, which is not only
dignified in Cancer but in the tenth house, which astrological-
ly is called elevated since it is the highest point in a chart.
Thus, the Moon will work with much strength.

The lack of planets in the fire element might worry us for a
moment until we observe that Roosevelt has three planets in
the personal houses (or houses of life), which correspond to
the fire element (see lesson 4). He has three planets in the
houses of substance, no planets in the houses of relationships,
and four planets in the houses of endings. The houses of en-
dings correspond to water, which gives him more sensitivity
than is obvious when first glancing at his chart.

He has two planets in angular houses, five planets in succe-
dent houses and three planets in cadent houses, again showing
us his basic fixity of purpose and also financial ability (lesson
4). -

As we mentioned above, the Moon is at home or dignified in
Cancer. It is in Cancer that the Moon works at its best. We
also see that Mercury is exalted in Aquarius. Here Mercury
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can express itself harmoniously, magnifying its virtues. The
Sun is in its detriment in Aquarius. This weakens the qualities
of the Sun but by no means causes it to act negatively,
especially since the Sun is at home in the fifth house, the
natural house of Leo, ruled by the Sun.

with this quick overview of the chart, we already have a
good understanding of some of Roosevelt’s major character
traits. Now, let us look more deeply. The first planet to look
for is the Sun, since this is the main expression of the in-
dividual, the inner self and the inner personality. It is the heart
of the chart. We find his Sun in Aquarius in the fifth house.
We would describe him as independent, progressive, in-
dividualistic, intellectual, humane but rather cold and imper-
sonal (no fire in the chart), rather fixed in his opinions, logical
and communicative. If you look at the keywords for Aquarius
in lesson 1, you will notice that we picked keywords selective-
ly. Why didn’t we use the keyword shy? With seven planets
above the horizon (which often denotes an extrovert), we
would automatically eliminate this word. You must apply this
same reasoning and judgment in selecting all keywords for use
in your delineation. Also, we did not pick the keywords eccen-
tric or rebellious. With five of his planets in earth he would be
much too practical to be eccentric or rebellious; he would pro-
bably use those energies in being progressive and humane.

Aquarius is ruled by Uranus. Therefore we say that the Sun
in Aquarius is ruled by Uranus, and in Roosevelt’s case
Uranus is in Virgo in his twelfth house (lesson 3). This ruler-
ship will add practicality (earth) to mental Aquarius (air).
Coming from the twelfth house, it will add hidden strength
and will often work on a subconscious and intuitive level
(lesson 4).

Let us select some fitting words for the Sun’s fifth house
position. Because Leo is the natural sign of the fifth house, we
will have to add some Leo overtones to this placement. We
would add feelings of pride, dignity, self-assurance and a flair
Jor the dramatic (lesson 2). Those with the Sun in the fifth
house like fun, pleasures, romance, love affairs and children.
In our keywords for the fifth house (lesson 4) we note that one
of the words given is politics; that most certainly applies to
FDR. But why not the keywords dramatic ability or
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theater? We would not use these words because there is not
enough Leo, or drama, in the chart. For Leo, there is just the
fifth house position of the Sun; we see that there is practicality
instead of fire. This same reasoning would apply to the
keyword fine arts.

While you are taking the chart apart and examining it in
-detail, never lose sight of the overall picture, and try to keep
everything in perspective as you exercise your judgment.

The next planet to consider is the Moon. We know that it
represents emotions, instincts, moods, urges and desires
(lesson 3). We’ve already pointed out that FDR’s Moon is
strong because it is dignified in Cancer. Some keywords that
we can use are sympathetic, tenacious, patriotic, a good
memory, rather selfish and somewhat touchy. With his Sun in
progressive Aquarius he would not be f0o cautious; with his
ability for detachment, he would not be overly sensitive, and
with his urges and emotions placed high in his tenth house, he
would not be maternal or domestic. (See lesson 2.)

When the Moon is in Cancer it is its own ruler, so we don’t
need to add other words at this time. However, because his
Moon is in the tenth house, we must add nuances of Capricorn
(the natural sign of the tenth house). We might use the
keyword responsibilities since there is so much earth in his
horoscope. It also makes him status seeking, and we could
even say that the mind rules the heart (lesson 2).

Because the Moon represents desires and urges, fitting
words for the Moon’s tenth house position (lesson 4) would be
desire for honor, reputation and fame. The ego is very
developed. This position is excellent for government service.
The tenth house also indicates how the world sees you; FDR
would represent a fatherly or paternal image. The tenth house
also represents one of the parents. With the Moon signifying
the mother or wife in a man’s chart, we can assume that the
tenth house represented his mother and that he saw her as very
mothering, protective and loving towards him, in other words
the Cancer feeling.

Now, we turn our attention to the next most revealing fac-
tor, the Ascendant. The Ascendant describes the outer per-
sonality; how people see you and your physical appearance.
FDR’s Ascendant is Virgo. Therefore, people would see him
as industrious, studious, methodical, factual and a bit critical
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realize that this Virgo Ascendant will be more humane and less
petty, more scientific and less skeptical than the average per-
son who has a Virgo Ascendant. People would trust a person
who projects these qualities; they would feel that he is reliable.
With Mercury positioned in the sixth house (the house of work
and service), we could say that he has a natural ability and
desire to work and serve others.

Mercury is a very important element for understanding
human nature. Mercury represents the reasoning ability, the
avenue of expression, the intellect and basic awareness (lesson
3). FDR’s Mercury is exalted in the sign of Aquarius. It is in
the sixth house, and the ruler of Aquarius, the planet Uranus,
is in Virgo in the twelfth house. Thus his reasoning ability
shows independence, progressiveness, logic, intellectuality and
so on (lesson 2).

With Mercury’s ruler Uranus in Virgo, we blend in the
logical and practical approach. Since the sixth house is the
natural house of Virgo (ruled by Mercury), Mercury is posi-
tioned well here (accidental dignity), and it takes on con-
siderable Virgo coloring. The sixth house is the house of work,
duty, health, habits and service (lesson 4). Thus we can see
why much of FDR’s thinking and avenue of expression went
into work and serving his people. It also shows why his health
became an important factor in his life. Mercury represents the
nervous system, and he was afflicted by polio, which is
basically a nervous disorder.

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Lesson 6: The Aspects
Introduction

There is only one more basic subject to learn in order to
understand and read a horoscope. That subject is aspects.

When planets are placed at a specific number of degrees
away from one another, they are said to be in aspect to each
other. Aspects are of great value when interpreting character
and also when reading events.. The different aspects are listed
on page 55.

If we use our previous analogy in which the planets are the
actors, the signs are the roles they play, and the houses are the
settings where the roles are played, then the aspects would
show us how the actors play their roles.

Some aspects are said to be flowing or harmonious and
other aspects are said to be challenging and inharmonious.
Flowing or harmonious aspects are pacifying, mollifying or

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easy. The challenging or inharmonious aspects are considered f;

tension-producing, stimulating or even irritating. But keep
one thing in mind: no aspect is either good or bad. Too many
flowing trines and sextiles can make you a dull and
uninteresting person; everything seems easy and life flows in
an uneventful and probably boring pattern. A few challenging
squares, oppositions or conjunctions can stimulate you and
give you depth of character; a little tension makes life more in-
teresting. On the other hand, too many squares and opposi-
tions with no trines or sextiles to create flow may make you
bitter, stubborn, resentful and irritating to yourself and to
those around you. Astrology is no exception to the rule that
we need some of everything to create a whole human being.

If you look at the Table of Aspects on page 55 you will see
that we have listed both major aspects and minor aspects. The
major aspects are the most important aspects and the only
ones you need to learn at this time. We’ve included the less im-
portant aspects here for your information only, to present you
with the entire picture. Don’t try to learn them now; just keep
them for future reference. The column labeled Orb gives you
the number of degrees of difference from the exact angle that
is allowable for each aspect. However, the influence is
strongest when the aspect is closer or even exact (also called
partile) and the influence is weaker as the orb widens (also ~
called platic).

Also, note in the Table of Aspects that the glyph for each
aspect is given. It is important that you memorize these
glyphs, for you will use them frequently from this point on.

Basic character is formed by the most exact aspects in the
chart. Please be aware that different astrologers use different
orbs. Some will never go past 6°, while others will allow as
much as 14°. The orbs here are the ones we have found to
work most consistently.

To get a quick look at the basic character you may wish to
indicate the exact aspects (within 1°) in darker ink when you
complete an aspectarian. (See page 73.)

When you think of squares or oppositions, remember the
division by qualities which you learned in lesson 1. These divi-
sions form the basic pattern for squares and oppositions. For
example: the cardinal signs are Aries, Cancer, Libra and
Capricorn. The sign of Aries always squares Cancer and
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Capricorn; Cancer always squares Aries and Libra; Libra
always squares Cancer and Capricorn, and Capricorn always
squares Aries and Libra. By the same token, Aries and Libra
always oppose each other, and Cancer and Capricorn always
oppose each other. This same principle applies to the fixed and
mutable signs. Of course, planets in these signs must fall
within the allowable orb in order to form aspects. (See the
diagram on page 68). For example: the Moon at 10° Aries
squares Mars at 15° Capricorn.

This illustration has an orb of 5°, from 10° to 15°. If the
Moon were at 10° Aries and Mars at 23 ° Capricorn, the orb
would be 13° and too wide to form an aspect.

This same principle applies to trines, but trines are based
upon the division by element. (See lesson 1.) Each fire sign
trines the other fire signs, each earth sign trines the other earth
signs; each air sign trines the other air signs; and each water
sign trines the other water signs. (See the diagram on page 68.)

For example: Jupiter at 14° Leo trines Saturn at 18 ° Sagit-
tarius.

Here we have an orb of 4°. However, with Jupiter at 14°
Leo and Saturn at 25° Sagittarius, the orb would be 11°, too
wide to form an aspect.

This gives you a general idea of what aspects are. Now, let’s
discuss the six major aspects in more detail.

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A conjunction is two or three planets located within an orb of
7°. Usually the planets are all within the same sign, but occa-
sionally they are found in adjacent signs. For example: Venus
at 28 ° Aries conjunct Mars at 3 ° Taurus. In this case the orb is
5°,

228°T o 3°%

The principle characteristic of a conjunction is that it gives
more emphasis to a sign, since two or more planets are involv-
ed. The action of a conjunction is direct, and it affects you on
an outer and obvious level.

Conjunctions are considered favorable or unfavorable
depending on the specific planets involved. When you realize
that these planets are merely a focus of activity, then there is
nothing necessarily good or bad about them. For example,
Jupiter shows expansive growth, and Saturn’s function is
orderly, limiting and crystallizing. Whether the conjunction of
these planets is favorable or not depends on what is doing the
growing and what is being limited or restricted. The expanding
of a tumor is unfavorable; the same tumor being restricted is
beneficial. The growth or expansion of a career is beneficial,
but of course the limitation or restriction of a career is un-
favorable,

A group of three or more planets in conjunction is called a
stellium. A stellium creates its own action, and greatly em-
phasizes the sign and house in which it occurs.

The square involves two planets that are 90°, or three signs,
apart. The orb we allow for squares is 7°.
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The potential of any chart lies in its squares. If you do not
understand them they can be stumbling blocks, but if you
handle them wisely they can be stepping stones or building
blocks. Action and decision are the essence of any square. It is
important to note whether the square is cardinal, fixed or
mutable. In cardinal squares the action is quick; in fixed
squares the action is slow and deliberate, and in mutable
squares the action is variable, depending to a great extent on
the influences of others. This follows from the attributes
which we learned in lesson 1.

A T-square or T-cross involves three planets, where two of

the planets are in opposition.
Before we proceed, we would like to insert a brief note about
how to read a string of aspects, like the T-square given in the
following example. When reading a string of aspects always
read each aspect as an aspect to the first planet listed, in this
case the Sun. Thus we would read this aspect:

The Sun at 15° Aquarius squares Jupiter at 19° Scorpio,
and (the Sun) is in opposition to Neptune at 16° Leo, forming
a T-square. In the diagram below, you can see where the name
comes from, because the configuration resembles a T.

A grand cross or grand square involves four planets, with
two pairs in opposition. Again, this name becomes obvious
when you look at the configuration below. Note that all four
of the signs involved in a given quality are represented. For ex-
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ample: Mars at 20° Taurus squares Neptune at 21° Leo,
squares the Sun at 20 ° Aquarius and is in opposition to Jupiter
at 18° Scorpio.

The opposition involves two planets that are 180° or six signs
apart. The allowable orb is 7°.

This is the widest possible aspect. Its potential value is to
develop perspective and awareness. Oppositions show oppos-
ing factors at work, which complement each other when
reconciled. They present challenges just as squares do, but
+hav are a different type of challenge. An opposition involves
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recognizing a lack within yourself and using the polarity of the
two signs to meet that lack. Imbalance then becomes balance.
Reconciliation of the opposing forces is usually achieved
through awareness and understanding.

For example: Mercury at 16° Gemini opposing Mars at 11°
Sagittarius:

In this example we see that the mind (Mercury) is quick,
clever, literary, expressive and curious (Gemini) but lacks
idealism, broadmindedness, and a philosophical approach
(Sagittarius). By the same token, the energies (Mars) are
directed in fields that involve philosophy or higher education
and things are done with enthusiasm and optimism (Sagit-
tarius). However, the intellectuality and ability to express in
clever, witty or literary ways is lacking (Gemini). Thus, when
this person learns to use the Gemini/Sagittarius polarity,
creating a balance of the opposite poles through increased
awareness, this aspect will become constructive and useful.

The trine involves two planets that are 120° or four signs
apart. The allowable orb is 7°.

The trines are generally favorable. A trine permits easy in-
teraction between two planets, but there is also no compulsion
to u_se the planets advantageously, because there is no stress or
tension here. Trines are not always a positive aspect; they may
Contribute to a tendency to choose the line of least resistance,

or they may cause indolence. Trines go with the natural flow
of things; they indicate natural creativity, talent, the ability to
express things easily and pleasures. A trine might be compared
to the fun of skiing downhill while the square might be com-
pared to the struggle to climb the hill. Look at the sense of ac-
complishment when you reach the top of the hill and look
back upon what you have conquered. On the other hand, the
trine shows the joy of life and the love of living. Both of these
aspects are parts of life.

A grand trine involves three planets about 120 ° apart (using
a 7°orb) with all three planets in the same element. For exam-
ple the Moon at 12° Sagittarius trines Mercury at 10° Aries
and Neptune at 16° Leo. Mercury and Neptune are also trine
each other; thus these three planets form a grand trine.

As you can see, all three fire signs are present, and we refer
to this grand trine as a grand fire trine.

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The inconjunct involves two planets that are 150° or five signs
apart. The allowable orb is 5°. In this aspect the signs involved
are totally unrelated to each other. They share neither the
same quality nor the same element, nor are they both active or
passive. With nothing in common it is much harder to in-
tegrate these forces, and this aspect calls for many ad-
justments. The inconjunct demands a change of attitude, a
change of habit pattern and a need to adjust to conditions in-
dicated by the planets and houses in question. Often health
and/or finances are involved in some way.

The sextile involves two planets that are 60° or two signs
apart. The allowable orb is 5°. Active or positive signs sextile
each other; passive or negative signs sextile each other. Fire
and air signs sextile each other; so do earth and water signs.
With this compatibility, sextiles create an ease in understan-
ding, in the gathering of information and in expression. The
planets cooperate with each other.

As always, keep in mind which planets are involved, as well
as -which signs and which houses. For example: Moon sextile
Mars. Here we are combining the emotions (the Moon) with
DPhysical energy and drive (Mars). If the fifth and seventh
houses are included, love affairs and partnerships are involv-
eq. If the sextile is in Aquarius and Aries, then we are dealing
With intellect and independence (Aquarius) plus individualism
and impulsiveness (Aries). Let’s assume that the Moon is in
the fifth house and Mars in the seventh house:
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214°% % g17°°T

This would indicate that what you seek in love affairs or
romance (fifth house) is similar to what you seek in a partner
(seventh house). The sextile helps to blend and integrate these
two planetary forces.

General Rules and Guidelines for Aspecting

Keep these general rules in mind when you analyze a
horoscope for aspects.

1. Each sign has thirty degrees in it, from 0° to 29°.

2. Aspects are always figured by counting signs, not houses;
otherwise you might overlook a sign that is intercepted in a
house. Just because a sign is not on a cusp does not mean that
it is not there. It is, and it has thirty degrees just like any other
sign. If the first house cusp is in Cancer and the second house
cusp is in Virgo, the sign Leo is intercepted in the first house.
Each house does not necessarily contain thirty degrees.

3. When a planet is exalted or dignified (see lesson 3) it can
integrate well and can handle all aspects in a more positive
manner.

4. Check for out of sign aspects; these occur when a planet
is at the very beginning or end of a sign. For example: Jupiter
at 4° Leo square Saturn at 28° Aries.

This is an out of sign square, but it is within the allowable
orb, so it is still a square.

5. An applying aspect is stronger than a waning aspect. For
example:

Applying: the Moon at 10° Taurus trine Mercury at 16°
Virgo.

Waning: the Moon at 16° Taurus trine Mars at 10° Virgo.

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In the applying aspect the Moon is moving toward Mercury
and is thus said to be applying; in the waning aspect the Moon
has moved past Mercury and is thus said to be waning. The
faster planet is always listed first, whether applying or waning.
The applying aspect shows something you are working
towards; the waning aspect shows something that has been
recently learned. The relative speed of the planets is shown in
lesson 3. The aspecting (faster) planet is the doer, and the
aspected (slower) planet is the receiver of the action.

6. Aspects to the Sun are the root, seed and plant of the
character. Basic character is formed by the most exact aspects
in the horoscope. Aspects show tendencies, abilities and
disabilities, rather than attainment. In other words, the natal
chart shows your potential, but your free will dictates how
much or how little you do with it.

7. Since Mercury is never more than 28 ° away from the Sun,
the only aspect it can form with the Sun is the conjunction.
Since Venus is never more than 46° away from the Sun, the
only aspects it can form to the Sun are the conjunction, the
semi-sextile and the semi-square. Because we are only studying
the major aspects now you needn’t look for more than con-
junctions between Venus and the Sun.

Understanding the Basic Meanings of Aspects

In the example of the Moon sextile Mars which we gave on
page 63, we illustrated once more the logic of astrology. The
basic meaning of each sign, each planet and each house never
changes; the keywords stay the same. As time goes on and
your knowledge increases, you will add your own words based
on your understanding of the nature of each sign, planet and
house.

This same logic and basic understanding continues when
you are learning to aspect. You already know that in astrology
we always keep the flat chart or natural wheel in mind. (See
lesson 1.) When we delineated Roosevelt’s horoscope (lesson
5), we added a Capricorn overtone to his Cancer Moon
!Ocated in the tenth house because in the flat chart Capricorn
1s the natural sign of the tenth house.

The conjunction is a 0° aspect. Keeping the flat wheel in
mind, we always start with the first house; the first house is the
hatural house of Aries and its planetary ruler is Mars. Thus all
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conjunctions have a first house/Aries/Mars feeling, a feeling
of drive, activity and intensity, no matter where a conjunction
actually occurs in a chart. This adds to the feeling of emphasis
which naturally occurs when two or more planets are placed
together in a chart. (See lessons 2, 3 and 4.)

The square is a 90 ° aspect. In your mind picture a 90° angle.
This angle again starts with Aries, and 90° to one side takes us
to Cancer/Moon and the fourth house. In the other direction
90° takes us to Capricorn/Saturn and the tenth house. We are
talking of an angular and cardinal feeling. Cardinal always
implies dynamic action and intensity (lesson 4); thus the
square always signifies action, challenge, stimulation and
stress.

The opposition is a 180° aspect, and it does just what the
word says: one planet opposes the other. Opposite to
Aries/Mars and the first house we find Libra/Venus and the
seventh house. It is an angular and cardinal position, and its
challenges and dynamics are similar to the square, but here the
I-oriented Aries is now reaching out to the cooperative we-
oriented Libra. Aries needs to learn cooperation and balance.
When Aries changes self-awareness into awareness of others,
the conflict of this opposition becomes a cooperation. All op-
positions reflect this Aries/Libra conflict, regardless of the ac-
tual position of the aspect.

The trine is a 120° aspect. It involves Aries/Mars and the
first house and either Leo/Sun and the fifth house or Sagit-
tarius/Jupiter and the ninth house. Because Aries, Leo and
Sagittarius are the three fire signs, this is a harmonious aspect,
creative (Leo/Sun) and even at times indulgent (Sagittarius/
Jupiter). All trines reflect this basic pattern which we see in the
flat wheel, no matter which element they occur in.

The inconjunct is a 150° aspect. It involves Aries/Mars and
the first house and either Virgo/Mercury and the sixth house
or Scorpio/Pluto and the eighth house. Quick, impulsive
Aries has to cope with the exact, studious and down-to-earth
Virgo in matters related to duty, work, health or habits (the
sixth house). Some sort of adjustment is needed to draw these
diverse attitudes into alignment. On the other side of the
wheel, Aries/Mars/first house needs to cope with the
penetrating, determined and over-sensitive Scorpio in matters
relating to other people’s resources or in areas of research and
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regeneration. Both of these instances show two natures that
are very divergent. A clear perspective and some kind of
reorganization are needed before these signs can function well
together. You can see that the inconjunct is a difficult aspect;
it can produce stress and strain because it is always an aspect
between divergent energies.

The sextile is a 60° aspect. It involves Aries/Mars and the
first house and either Gemini/Mercury and the third house or
Aquarius/Uranus and the eleventh house. In either case we are
dealing with the combination of fire with air, which are com-
patible elements. Here outgoing Aries joins hands with com-
municative and intellectual Gemini and the third house or with
humane, intellectual, progressive and friendship-oriented
Aquarius and the eleventh house. All sextiles are between
compatible elements (either fire and air or earth and water)
and are always combinations that work in an affable way, ex-
pressing themselves easily.,

Lesson 7: Aspecting
Aspecting the Horoscope

Now that we have explained what aspects are and their relative
position to each other, we will teach you how to find these
aspects using the horoscope of Franklin D. Roosevelt. (See the
chart with the aspectarian on page 73.)

In the aspectarian beneath the horoscope, list the longitude
for each planet. Write these longitudes in the aspectarian in
the*column headed longitude for each of the planets.

Moon The longitude for the Moon is 06° % 12'. Write this
next to the symbol for the Moon ( b ). The orb we allow for
the Moon is 7° for the conjunction, square, opposition and
trine. If we add 7° to this Moon position we reach 13° % 12;
if we subtract 7° we reach 29° II 12'. This allows a 7° orb on
either side of the Moon and we know that any planet whose
longitude falls between these figures will be in aspect to the
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Moon. (If you have any problem in seeing this, look at the
completed horoscope in the Appendix on page 286.)

eMercury is located at 27° == 12’ longitude; it is out of
range by 2°.

eVenus is at 06° = 04 ', and we can see that it makes an ex-
act aspect to the Moon. Now we must determine what kind of
aspect it forms. Venus in Aquarius is fixed, air, active; Moon
in Cancer is cardinal, water, passive. They are not in the same
quality, thus not in conjunction, square or opposition. They
are not in the same element, thus not in trine aspect either.
Nor are they sextile. (See page 68.) However, you will note
that they are of dissimilar signs and 150° apart, so they are in-
conjunct (quincunx). The symbol for the inconjunct is ( x ).
Place this symbol in the box where the Moon and Venus in-
tersect in the aspectarian, thus:

eMars is located at 27° T 01'. Our orb of 7° puts Mars 2°
out of orb for a conjunction with the Moon.

eJupiter is located at 16° ¥ 56'. This location is 3 ° beyond
the, allowable orb.

eSaturn is located at 6° ¥ 06', which we can see makes an
exact aspect to the Moon. It is neither square nor in opposition
because Taurus and Cancer are not of the same quality. They
are not trine, because Taurus and Cancer are not of the same
element. However, both are in passive signs and 60° apart;
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thus, the Moon and Saturn are sextile to each other. Write the
symbol for a sextile ( % ) in the aspectarian.

*Uranus is located at 17° TP 55'. It does not fall within the
orb we allow. Neither does Neptune at 13° 8 47' or Pluto at
27° 3 16'.

Mercury We now go on to aspect the planet Mercury.
Mercury is located at 27° 2 12'. Adding 7° to this position we
arrive at 4° X 12'; subtracting 7° from this position we get
20° 2 12'.

*Venus at 6° 2¥ 04' is out of allowable orb.

*The Sun at 11° 2¢ 08' is also out of allowable orb.

*Mars at 27° I 01' makes an exact aspect to Mercury; since
Aquarius and Gemini are both air signs, we see that Mercury
and Mars trine ( A ) each other.

*The planets Jupiter, Saturn, Uranus and Neptune are all
out of orb. But Pluto at 27° 8 16' makes an exact square
( O ) because Taurus and Aquarius are both signs of the same
guality; they are both fixed and 90° apart.

Be sure that you put the proper symbols into the correct
boxes in the aspectarian. :

Venus We continue by aspecting the planet Venus, located
atlongitude 6° 2~ 04'. Adding and subtracting 7° to this position
gives us 13° 2¢ 04' and 29° Y 04', respectively.

sThe Sun at 11° 2¢ 08' is within orb and both Venus and the
Sun are in the same sign; thus the two planets are conjunct
(o).

*Mars is too far away for the orb we allow and Jupiter is
also out of orb. However, Saturn at 6° 8 06' makes an exact
aspect, a square ( O ); Taurus squares Aquarius. They are both
fixed signs.

*Uranus makes no aspect, nor does Pluto; however, Neptune
at 13° 8 47" is within orb and it squares ( 0 ) Venus.

Sun The Sun is located at 11° 2x 08'; the allowable orb is
from 4° 2z 08' to 18° 2x 08'. Jupiter (16° 8 56'), Saturn
(6° 8 06") and Neptune (13° 8 47') are all within the allowable
orb and are all in the sign Taurus; therefore they all form
square aspects to the Sun. There are no aspects from the Sun
to Mars, Uranus, or Pluto.

Mars Mars, located at 27° X 01', makes no other aspects
except those you have already found.
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Jupiter Jupiter at 16° s 56’ is trine ( A ) Uranus (17°m
55') and conjunct ( « ) Neptune (13° ¥ 477).

Saturn Saturn at 6° ¥ 06’ is conjunct ( « ) Neptune at 13°
s 47",

Outer Planets Uranus at 17° np 55 is trine ( A ) Neptune
at 13° 5 47'. Neptune makes no aspect with Pluto.

This is a simple method for finding aspects. If necessary, -
refer to pages 55 and 68 to familiarize yourself with the
various aspects. If you have learned the material in lessons 1, 2
and 3, aspecting should be quite easy.

Now that we have shown you how to aspect, turn to page
76. Here is another chart for you to aspect: the horoscope of
actress Judy Garland. After you have filled in the complete
aspectarian, check your answers against ours on page 288.

Summary of Lessons 6 and 7

In these two lessons we have shown you the planetary angles
within a horoscope and their importance to a full delineation.
In lesson 6 we explained the different aspects and their mean-
ings; in lesson 7 we taught you how to actually find these
aspects in a chart.

It takes a beginner a lot of time to completely aspect a
horoscope; however, with practice this procedure becomes
casier and faster. We suggest that you practice aspecting other
charts that you have until you are thoroughly familiar with the
procedure.

After planets, houses and signs, aspects are the last basic
astrological element you must learn. You will discover as we
proceed that everything else is based upon these four building
blocks. If you have built your foundation well, mastery of the
remaining lessons should be relatively easy.

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Part I
Introduction

Up to this point, you have learned the basics of astrology.
These basics form the foundation on which we shall now
build. If you are familiar with the signs, planets, houses and
aspects, it will be easy for you to add to this knowledge. In
Part II of this book, we expand on these basic premises.

As you realized in our rudimentary delineation of
Roosevelt’s chart, a few keywords can help us to see and
understand a lot. But that was only a beginning. We want to
teach you to go more deeply into a chart, to be able to delve in-
to the traits, characteristics and potentials of any horoscope.
The keywords you learned in Part I are your first point of
reference. You now have developed a certain feeling and
understanding of astrology. The next step is to learn to use
your own logic, thinking and intuition. Experience has shown
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us that you’ll need more than just keywords to understand the
many possible variations of a horoscope. You will need de-
tailed explanations, more actual examples and your own
thinking to describe the possibilities present in a horoscope,
This will be your second point of reference.

What you do with this second point of reference will make
the difference between your becoming an excellent astrologer
or just a cookbook astrologer. If you use our phrases and ex-
amples as you would a recipe (i.e., take one spoonful of the
Moon in Aries, add three pinches of Saturn in the third
house), then you have not really understood the principles of
astrology. What we shall try to teach you is to 1) look at a
horoscope without losing sight of the entire picture presented
by the horoscope and 2) always think and always discriminate
in your choice of words and phrases.

Let’s take a typical example. One of the sentences describ-
ing the Moon in Gemini is, You are generally incapable of
long-sustained feelings or undivided loyalties. On one occa-
sion, one of our students had this combination and she got
angry when she read this. She explained to the rest of the class
that she was very loyal! This is the kind of example that
teachers love, because it gave us a chance to explain how
astrology works. The student in question had the Moon in
Gemini, but her Moon was ruled by Mercury in Cancer. She
also had the Sun, Venus and Pluto in Cancer. All four planets
were conjunct, a four-planet stellium. Her Moon in Gemini
had some Gemini qualities, but with all of this Cancer em-
phasis, her Moon naturally had many Cancer characteristics
and sensitivities, which include her loyalty.

In astrology nothing stands by itself; we can’t say anything
without considering the entire chart. A sense of the whole
chart is always more indicative than each placement con-
sidered individually. The different factors in a horoscope do
not cancel or negate each other, but they change the overtone.
Thus a Moon in Gemini influenced by Cancer will work dif-
ferently than a Moon in Gemini influenced by Leo or
Capricorn.

This may sound complicated now, but as you proceed with
Part II, you will become more familiar with the complexities
of astrology. You will actually delineate a chart and check
your interpretation against ours, and these things will fall into
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place. Practice is the key. Eventually you will have your own
experience to rely on, you will develop your own vocabulary,
and you won’t need our sentences anymore. For this, Part II
will give you a firm starting point.

To make everything even clearer, we have included the
names of some prominent people who have the same planetary
positions as those being discussed. We find that these ex-
amples always help our students, and we hope they will help
you too.




Lesson 8: The Sun
Some General Comments on this Lesson

In lesson 7 your review work was to aspect the horoscope of
Judy Garland. In the next ten lessons, as we give you more
details on each planet, we ask you to delineate each planet in
Judy Garland’s horoscope. As always, you can find our
answers and our interpretations in the Appendix. It is very im-
portant that you actually do these delineations, because this is
what astrology is all about: delineating, interpreting and judg-
ing what you see. You can only learn this by doing it. As you
delineate each planet and decide which of the given keywords
or phrases to use and then check in the Appendix to see if we
chiose the same phrases and why, you are exercising the prac-
tice that eventually makes the master. This experience will be
your basic learning of astrology; everything that comes after-
wards will be just further refinements of the same technique
and knowledge.
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A Basic Overview of Judy Garland’s Horoscope

Before we begin to delineate Judy Garland’s horoscope, we
must first look at the whole picture to get a basic overview of
her personality.

She has five planets plus her Ascendant in cardinal signs,
only one fixed planet, and four planets plus her Midheaven in
mutable signs. Therefore Judy is active, ambitious, en-
thusiastic and quick. With many mutable planets added to this
cardinal feeling, and considering that she has four planets in
cadent houses (which relate to mutable), she is versatile,
changeable, sympathetic and intuitive (see lesson 1).

Six planets in water signs give her great sensitivity, make her
emotional and easily influenced. The fact that she has no
planets in earth shows that she lacks a certain practicality and
that she does not always have both feet on the ground (see
lesson 4). This lack of the earth element is somewhat compen-
sated for by four planets in the houses of substance which are
based on the elements and relate to earth. We also see that she
has four planets in the houses of endings, which relate to water
and re-emphasize her sensitivity and depth of feeling.

Garland has six planets east and four planets west of the
north-south meridian, which is not a significant division.
Three planets above and seven planets below the horizon, one
of the seven being the Moon, shows that her basic inclination
is subjective (lesson 1).

The planet Saturn is exalted in Libra, and therefore Saturn
can express its nature harmoniously (lesson 3).

This gives you a good basic sense of Judy Garland’s
horoscope. The next step is to delineate the heart of the chart,
the life-giver, the Sun. This lesson covers the Sun in greater
detail. At the end of this lesson, we will ask you to choose the
right keywords for the Sun, the sign of Gemini, and the
twelfth house and then the phrases and words given in this
lesson which you feel fit Judy Garland’s horoscope. And
don’t forget to delineate all the aspects that the Sun makes in
this chart.

You will notice that next to the Sun in the first house and
the Moon in the second house it says accidental exaltation.
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Next to the Sun in the fifth house and the Moon in the fourth
house it says accidental dignity. This indicates that the Sun in
the first house equates to the Sun in Aries where it is exalted,
and the Sun in the fifth house equates to the Sun in Leo, where
it is dignified. Therefore the Sun, as if by accident, works very
positively in these houses. The same reasoning, of course, ap-
plies to the Moon in the second house, which is the house of
Taurus where the Moon is exalted, and the fourth house,
equating with Cancer where the Moon is dignified, and so on
with all the planets in houses equating to the signs where they
are either exalted or dignified.

Lesson 9: The Moon
Some General Comments on this Lesson

Before you start lesson 9, we hope that you have delineated
the Sun in Judy Garland’s chart and checked it with our
delineations in the Appendix.

In this beginner’s manual we do not give you any detailed
notes on the Ascendant. However, the Ascendant describes
the way people see you. We want to show you that even
without notes you can get a good idea of how the Ascendant
works.

Judy Garland’s Ascendant is Cancer (the cusp of the first
house is at 4° 29’ Cancer), ruled by her Moon in Sagittarius
in the sixth house. Thus people would see her as sympathetic,
helpful, emotional, patriotic, having a good memory, touchy,
rather easily hurt, a bit sorry for herself. Because of her
Gemini Sun, we eliminated certain words: tenacious, maternal
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and domestic. Since neither Gemini nor the Moon in Sagit-
tarius evince brooding, we also eliminated that word. Now
add some of the Sagittarius flavoring like freedom loving, op-
timistic, enthusiastic, talkative, exaggerative, etc. and you get
a pretty good feeling of how she comes across. Again, be dis-
criminating in your choice of words, keeping the entire chart
in mind. Where you find the Ascendant ruler by house posi-
tion is where the native really wants to be. Since the Moon,
ruling the Ascendant, is in the sixth house of work, you make
a mental note that work and all other sixth house matters are
very important to her and then you go into more depth when
you delineate the Moon.

Now start with lesson 9, the Moon. When you have
familiarized yourself with it, delineate Judy Garland’s Moon
the same way you did her Sun and check it against our inter-
pretation in the Appendix on page 290.

The Moon in the Signs

The Moon represents the emotions, the instincts and the
Jfeminine principle. The following descriptions should be con-
sidered within this context.

) T MOON IN ARIES

You respond to life as if it were an adventure, and you are
open to new ideas. You relate to experience as a means for
self-realization. You have much natural and sincere en-
thusiasm, but you must consciously work to develop patience.

Lesson 12: Mars
Some General Comments

Before you start lesson 12 we would like to explain the little Rx
symbol that looks like a doctor’s prescription which appears
next to the symbol for Mars in Judy Garland’s chart. That
same Rx is also next to the symbol for Mercury. This symbol
signifies that the planet is in retrograde motion or apparently
moving backwards as seen from Earth,

For now, it is enough that you know what the symbol
means. Be assured that your not knowing its full working
Potential in a chart will not really affect your delineation of
Judy Garland’s Mercury or Mars.

You may also have noticed that Cancer is on the cusp of
both the first and second houses and that Capricorn is on the
Seventh and eighth houses. Within the fifth and eleventh
houses Scorpio and Taurus are inserted in parenthesis. This
sign in parenthesis is called an interception since it is in-
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tercepted or contained within a house even though the sign
itself is not on the cusp of any house.

The interception is arrived at mathematically. When yoy
learn the mathematics of erecting a chart, you will understanq
how this happens. In your future studies you will learn itg
meaning in a chart. But as with retrograde motion, intercep.
tion is not a basic factor in interpreting a horoscope.

Important Comments

By now you have delineated five planets in Judy Garland’s
chart. If you have followed the procedure of checking our
keywords and explanations, if you have been discriminating
with words and phrases and if you have looked at our answers
in the Appendix and thought about why we omitted certain
words and phrases, then you should understand the principles
involved in delineation. You are probably finding this process
easier and easier as you go along.

But before you become overly sure of yourself as af
astrologer, let us re-emphasize one of the most jmportant
facets of astrology, the free will,

There is a nice saying that has been around for years that
tells it all: The stars impel, they do not compel! The chart
shows your basic traits, characteristics and potentials, but

Applying this to Judy Garland’s chart, we saw that she not
only had musical and acting talent, but she could also have
been a writer. Obviously, since we know her life fairly well (at
least her public life), she did not choose to use that particular
talent, putting her effort into acting and singing instead.

We also noticed at least two or three times that her home
and family were very important to her. Yet we know, accord-
ing to her daughters, that although she was a loving mother,
she did not have much time to be a homemaker. That doesn’t
mean that she did not have the inclination. She chose her
career above her family; that was her free will. Of course, in
hindsight you can say that she had a very ambitious mother
who pushed her into a career from early childhood on and that
she got used to hard work and fame before she was old enough
to have a family. However, had she really wanted to, she could
have renounced it all and become a homemaker. She didn’t.
Her Moon, ruler of her Ascendant, is in the sixth house of
work; so is her Mars, the planet of action; therefore work was
important to her. But with three planets and the Ascendant in
the home-loving, domestic and nurturing sign Cancer, she
could have gone either way. This is what we mean by free will.

We cannot predict what a person will choose in life; nobody
knows which potentials someone will use.

Lesson 15: Uranus
Some General Comments

Our students never fail to ask us about challenging or flowing
aspects. Why do we say that neither is bad or good, yet then
say ““With difficult aspects this position might do such and
such’’? A very good question!

In order to be a total person, you need some areas that are
difficult to spur you on to achievement and some areas that
are easy so you can enjoy life. If a planet has only challenging
aspects, it is difficult to express the energies of that planet. It
poses a challenge for you to overcome the stumbling block of
the aspect and transform it into a stepping-stone.

If a planet has only easy or flowing aspects, you may take
everything for granted and exert no effort. This is because you
don’t experience any stress which would require effort on your
part. In this case you may not use many of your potentials,
and they may be ignored or forgotten.
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Ideally we look for easy and hard aspects to compensate
each other.

Let’s look at Judy Garland’s horoscope as an example. Her
" Sun opposes her Mars; this is a challenging aspect, but also
one that can give awareness if used positively. How can she
use it positively? Through which channel? She has a sextile
from her Sun to Neptune. This gives her the opportunity to
use her creative talents. The drive and action of Mars can be
used through the sextile of the Sun to Neptune. Without this
opposition, she might squander that talent because there
would be no stress or tension to push her into creativity.

To summarize, the challenges or tensions of the more dif-
ficult aspects should be channeled through the flow of the
easier aspects.

Now, please familiarize yourself with the material in this
lesson on Uranus; then delineate Judy Garland’s Uranus. Our
delineation is on page 298 in the Appendix.

Uranus represents the freedom urge. It is the planet of in-
dividualism, originality, awakening and breaking with tradi-
tion. It is the first of the so-called transcendental planets.
Uranus stays in a sign for approximately seven years. Because §
it appears in the same sign for so many people, its house posi-
tion is more important in describing attitudes and traits than
its sign position.

Lesson 16: Neptune
More Important Comments

In lesson 3 we gave you a few keywords for the Moon’s nodes;
why haven’t we mentioned them since? There is a reason, of
course. We want you to know as much about astrology as
possible, so that when you pick up another astrology book,
you at least will know what the symbols CQ3 and ‘U mean. But
we are dealing with an astrological refinement; the nodes are
like icing on the cake. It is not that the nodes are unimportant;
they are helpful in deeper and more detailed interpretations,
but they are beyond the scope of basic astrology, and in this
book we are only dealing with basics. Once you are familiar
with the basics, you will be ready for the refinements. When
you are more advanced, you will learn about the Moon’s
nodes and their interpretation by sign and house.

The same goes for the Midheaven. In our delineation we
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mentioned briefly that the Midheaven represents your career
and in lesson 5 we gave you a few keywords for the tenth
house. At this point that is really all you need to know. When
you are more advanced you will learn about the Midheaven in
greater detail and how it may indicate career possibilities.

In the meantime, we hope you realize how much informa-
tion you can determine with the knowledge that you have
already acquired.

Now, on to this lesson and a detailed study of Neptune.
After you have absorbed the information in this lesson, please
interpret Judy Garland’s Neptune. For our delineation please
refer to page 299.

Some General Remarks Regarding Neptune

Neptune is the second of the transcendental planets. It is called
a generational planet, because it stays in each sign of the
zodiac for approximately fourteen years. Everyone born dur-
ing this time has Neptune in the same sign; therefore, for a
personal reading, the house position is the important factor.
Because Neptune spends fourteen years in a sign, its properties
leave an imprint on that time; thus we have two descriptions
for Neptune, the major historical happenings of the era and
the personal characteristics shared by people born during that
time.

Neptune represents both the spiritual urge and the escapist
urge; it represents your wish to fool yourself and your creative
and intuitive capacity.

Lesson 17: Pluto
General Comments

There is only one planet left to learn about, small but powerful
Pluto.

Pluto is the farthest planet from the Sun. First found in
1930, it is the last planet discovered so far. It is too small to be
seen with the naked eye, and it is even difficult to photograph
with powerful modern telescopes.

Pluto’s orbit is the most eccentric in our solar system and its
motion is the slowest of any of the planets. It takes approx-
imately 248 years to travel through the zodiac; it stays in each
sign anywhere from twelve to thirty-two years. Strangely
enough, it stays thirty-two years in Taurus, the sign of its
detriment, and twelve years in Scorpio, the sign of its dignity.

Pluto is the third of the transcendental planets. Since its mo-
tion is so slow and it is so far away from the Earth, its in-
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fluence is abstract and not immediately felt by the individual.
But, as with anything that takes time to develop, Pluto’s even-
tual impact is deep and far reaching. The entrance of Pluto in-
to a new sign leaves an imprint on an entire generation. We
shall briefly describe some of the historical events of Pluto in
each sign and then give you an idea of the characteristics of
people born then. However, since Pluto is truly the genera-
tional planet, and its movement from one sign to the next
signifies the beginning of a new generation, Pluto’s house
position is more personal; it indicates and gives insight into the
role you may be destined to play.

Pluto represents both the reforming and the destroying
urges. It rules our deepest subconscious and because it em-
bodies the principle of transformation and regeneration, it can
bridge the spiritual and material worlds.

Venus in Aquarius in the fifth house (Ruler Uranus in
Virgo in the twelfth house.) Venus represents the affections,
the social urge, the sense of values and how you show any of
these qualities.

With Venus in Aquarius, Roosevelt showed his affections in
a cool fashion; his feelings were ruled more by intellect than
emotion. His social urges were often individualistic and at
times unpredictable. His sense of values leaned more towards
the humane and the progressive. With the ruler Uranus in the
practical sign Virgo, he expressed these qualities in a down-to-
earth way.

Adding some Leo overtones, since Leo is the natural sign of
the fifth house, we find him romantic, idealistic, self-assured
and generous, but only as far as the intellect of Aquarius and
the earthiness of Virgo will allow.

The fifth house position shows that his affections, values
and social urges were directed toward his children, love affairs
and pleasurable sports; most of his creativity was channelled
into a practical area, work—in his case politics.

Mars in Gemini in the tenth house (Ruler Mercury in
Aquarius in the sixth house.) Mars represents energy, action,
the aggressive urge, initiative and how you expend them.

Mars in Gemini shows versatility; thus he expressed his
energies in many different ways. Since Gemini is an air sign,

we can say that Roosevelt needed to involve his mind in.

whatever he did.

With the ruler Mercury in Aquarius in the sixth house, we
add more of the air quality, the quick wit, the independent
way of thinking and the love and talent for communication.
Much of this was shown through work since the ruler is in the
sixth house.

The tenth house position of Mars adds a nuance of
Capricorn; this helps to ground the changeable Gemini nature
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and to direct it into responsible and serious avenues. Instead
of being restless and scatterbrained, he appeared businesslike
and hardworking.

Since the tenth house stands for profession, career, honor,
ambition and so on, we now realize that most of his energies
were to further these personal aims,

Jupiter in Taurus in the eighth house (Ruler Venus in
Aquarius in the fifth house.) Jupiter represents the ability to
expand and grow, the protective urge and philosophical
aspirations.

In Taurus this growth progressed in a stable way. He had
the patience to work his way up; his ideals stayed in practical
realms, and he showed thoroughness in all his endeavors.
Since the ruler Venus is in Aquarius in the fifth house, again
his aims and expansion pattern were based on reasoning and
his mental processes were creative and inventive.

Scorpio, the natural sign of the eighth house, produces
resourcefulness and gave him good probing and investigative
ability. The eighth house shows the support we receive from
other people, and Roosevelt has not only Jupiter but Saturn
and Neptune in this house as well. You will find that most
politicians have strong eighth houses. No wonder, since sup-
port from other people is the basis of politics.

Saturn in Taurus in the eighth house (Ruler Venus in
Agquarius in the fifth house.) As you see, Saturn is in the same
sign and house as Jupiter. Whereas Jupiter represents the
ability to expand and to grow, Saturn represents the security
and the safety urge. It shows the capacity for a career and the
discipline and responsibilities required. It is the teacher and
taskmaster of the horoscope.

With Saturn in the earth sign Taurus, Roosevelt readily ac-
cepted responsibility and discipline. This placement also in-
dicates a great need for security, and most earth signs seek it in
material areas. But with the ruler in Aquarius he found much
of this security in his own intellectual ability; his career was
based on his capacity to communicate well. This is something
that we often encounter in charts that have a predominance of
air signs.

The Scorpio overtone of the eighth house would add depth
to the Taurus Saturn, reinforcing his determination and

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motivation. Scorpio is passionate, Taurus is sensual, and the
eighth house is the house of sex. Because the planet Saturn in-
dicates insecurity, we can presume that Roosevelt had some
sexual hangups.

Lesson 8: The Sun (page 80)

If you have delineated Judy Garland’s chart and are just
checking in the Appendix to see how you did, congratulations!
You are on your way to becoming an astrologer. If you did
not, keep in mind that our entire delineation of this horoscope
is based on keywords and phrases taken from this book. Your
learning experience is to check back to see which words we
did or did not use and why.

The Sun in Gemini in the twelfth house We find Judy
Garland’s inner self or basic personality in Gemini. Her nature
was dual, adaptable (reinforced by many mutable planets),
talkative (reinforced by the Moon in Sagittarius), sympathetic
(reinforced by ruler Mercury in Cancer) and restless (reinforc-
ed by many cadent and mutable planets). Because the ruler of
Gemini is in Cancer, some of the scatterbrained or idle-chatter
qualities will be toned down, and we can say that she was more
tenacious, conscientious and emotional than if Mercury were
also in Gemini. Communication is important, though,
especially since the third house of communication has Leo on
the cusp, which is ruled by the Sun in Gemini. She was ir-
responsible at times and needed changes of scenery (substan-
tiated by Sun square Uranus, which we will deal with later).

We’ve already discussed some of the Cancerian overtones
added by the ruler Mercury in Cancer; we also must add a
Pisces nuance because the Sun in the twelfth house takes on
the Pisces qualities of compassion, sympathy and emotion.
(This fits with the overview which we have already
established.) We can say that she was musical, not because we
know that this is Judy Garland the singer, but because Pisces
and Taurus are musical signs. Neptune rules the Midheaven
(her career), and Venus, the ruler of Taurus, is strong in this
chart because it is angular in the first house.

Judy Garland’s Sun is in the twelfth house; in this position
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the Sun shines behind the scenes, and we must assume that she
would have preferred a less public life. Yet a twelfth house
Sun is often the position of actors and actresses; instead of
revealing themselves, they can hide behind a role. Although
she did not work in an institution but in a big movie studio, ac-
cording to her descriptions it often felt like an institution. She
did not do research (another twelfth house occupation); the
rest of the chart does not reinforce that inclination, but with
all the Cancer in her chart she could have done some
charitable work had she decided to go in that direction.

Because Judy Garland’s Sun has many difficult aspects, we
can say that she was her own worst enemy.

Sun Opposition Mars Judy Garland’s Sun is in nearly ex-
act opposition to Mars; this made her a fighter, gave her en-
thusiasm and indicates that she was quite outspoken. She did
not come on too forcefully though, because neither Gemini
nor Cancer act that way, but she did speak before she thought
and perhaps put her foot into her mouth or hurt people unwill-
ingly. Once the see-saw motion of an opposition becomes
balanced and the awareness of the polarity has been learned,
oppositions become helpful and positive. We don’t feel that
Judy Garland ever learned this.

Sun square Uranus Sun square Uranus made Judy
Garland impulsive, rash and eccentric; she did her own thing
without concern for what it did to others. However, this
square gave her tremendous magnetism, especially in her
career, since Uranus is near her Midheaven. It also made her
nervous and accident-prone, and she certainly did attract
upsetting conditions and events.

Sun sextile Neptune Sun sextile Neptune provides im-
agination and creativity. We will fully delineate Neptune when
we come to lesson 16. This aspect made her tender (Cancer is
strong in her chart) and romantic because Neptune is in the
romantic sign Leo. This aspect also showed that she was
devoted to her mate and family.

Lesson 9: The Moon (page 104)

The Moon in Sagittarius in the sixth house We are now
discussing Judy Garland’s emotional makeup; the Moon
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shows moods, instincts, desires and needs. When we look at
the description of the Moon in Sagittarius, we have to keep in
mind that Garland’s Moon is ruled by Jupiter in Libra in the
fourth house and also that her Moon is in the sixth house add-
ing Virgo overtones. We must also look at the aspects in
order to understand the potential uses of this placement of the
Moon.

The Moon in Sagittarius indicates that Judy Garland was
socially accepting, naive, but also not unaware of class con-
sciousness because the ruler Jupiter is in Libra, and Libra is
refined at times to the point of being snobbish. She was open
and friendly but this showed up more in her work (sixth house)
than in her private life because of the twelfth house Sun. She
was searching, inspirational and restless; these qualities have
already been established in our overview and in our delinea-
tion of her Sun. When we look at the Moon’s aspects, we see
that she had only squares and oppositions which are challeng-
ing and tension-producing. We can deduce from this that she
had many problems keeping her emotions under control. This
fact needs to be kept in mind when delineating the Moon. For
this reason we have picked some of the less positive keywords
and phrases to describe this placement of the Moon.

We can say that she was unsettled in both mind and body,
that she required a lot of activity and that she needed to roam.
She was actually more sensitive than her free and breezy at-
titude revealed. Religion, poetry, philosophy and music were
important to her, and she liked to help others. She loved
freedom and independence, but only to a certain point because
her Cancer stellium made her somewhat dependent. She was
careless and sometimes reckless. All tension-producing aspects
challenge a person to great activity and achievement. In talk-
ing about the Moon we are dealing with emotional challenges;
if there are too many of these challenges, life can become ex-
tremely difficult and often overwhelming.

The Libra overtones (the ruler of Sagittarius is Jupiter in
Libra) add charm, a desire to please and to be liked, and an in-
decisiveness. This Libra influence also reinforced her fondness
for the arts.

The sixth house position of the Moon shows Virgo nuances;
Garland responded well to appreciation and encouragement,
but she tended to be over-eager emotionally (also seen in the
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aspects). The Virgo feeling added industriousness and a desire
for perfection.

With the Moon in her sixth house we see changeability, not
only in her emotional makeup but in her work as well.
Wherever we find the Moon in a chart is where there are ups
and downs; Judy Garland’s work reflected this flux. We can
also assume that she liked to mother people, and that when she
took the time she was a good cook. We can also say that many
of her illnesses were psychosomatic, brought on by her ner-
vousness and emotionalism.

Moon opposition Mercury The Moon is in nearly exact
opposition to Mercury (1° orb). This made her unreasonable,
overly sensitive (seen in previous aspects), but also loyal to
friends and causes. Highstrung and excitable, she needed to
learn about compromise and self-control.

Moon square Saturn. The Moon is in a close square to
Saturn (less than a 2° orb). This is a difficult aspect since it in-
dicates an insecurity that nearly always dates back to
childhood and difficulties with one of the parents—in her case
the mother. This square made Judy Garland work very hard
trying to prove herself, and it also shows a lack of self-
confidence.

Lesson 10: Mercury (page 135)

Mercury in Cancer in the twelfth house Mercury repre-
sents mental capacity, reasoning ability and the means of com-
munication. Judy Garland’s Mercury is in Cancer, ruled by
the Moon in Sagittarius in the sixth house. Again we interpret
the Cancer feeling with certain Sagittarian overtones, and then
we add some Piscean feeling because of the house position.
Judy Garland’s mental qualities were emotional, and she
was swayed by her senses instead of reasoning in a detached
and objective way. Although tenacious, she was also influenc-
ed by her environment; this made her moody and changeable.
(These are all factors which we have already seen and which
we are now confirming.) Kindness and praise would be the
most effective way to reach Judy Garland. She was creative
and intuitive with empathy for the suffering of others, but she

also tended to feel sorry for herself. Since Mercury has few but
mostly challenging aspects we can say that she was mentally
evasive, and with the twelfth house position of the Sun we can
also say that she found it difficult to face the truth or
herself—two factors which go hand in hand. Home and family
were important to her, but again, with the ruler Moon in
Sagittarius in the sixth house, the emphasis is more on work
than it would be were the Moon in another sign or house.

Sagittarius adds sincerity, a good sense of humor, im-
pulsiveness and a multitude of interests (which she had
anyway with the Sun in Gemini). The twelfth house position
adds Piscean overtones; this re-emphasizes her intuition and
the romantic inclination of her thinking process; again it
shows that she kept her innermost thoughts well under cover.

Mercury in the twelfth house indicates that her mind work-
ed in subtle ways, that she lacked confidence (seen before), but
that she hid this fact. She needed to face reality rather than
live in a dream world. Mercury in this house again substan-
tiates that her decisions were based on feeling rather than
reason.

Mercury square Saturn This shows that she was tradi-
tional, shy and reserved, but also hardworking, responsible
and ambitious. This aspect again indicates childhood dif-
ficulties, this time relating more to her father. Mercury square
Saturn also indicates insecurity and defensiveness that could
easily lead to depression. We would not call her suspicious
because neither Sagittarius, where the ruler of Mercury is
placed, nor Gemini (her Sun sign) support that fact.

Lesson 11: Venus (page 158)

Venus in Cancer in the first house Judy Garland’s Venus
is also in Cancer, and again the ruler is in Sagittarius in the
sixth house. Venus is angular in the first house, which adds an
Aries overtone. Venus in Cancer indicates that Garland was
sensitive, idealistic and self-indulgent. Since Venus represents
affections, values and social urges, we can say that Garland
was looking for an ideal mate to love and to be loved by, a
romantic person who would protect her and not hurt her.

Fearful of being hurt, she did not show this, but rather she
kept busy or put on an ‘‘I don’t care’’ act. Venus in Cancer
also indicates gentleness and charm, and again we note that
she liked to care for her loved ones.

With the ruler of her Venus in Sagittarius we see idealism
and also flirtatiousness. The first house Aries overtone again
shows her magnetic appeal and her restlessness. It also adds a
certain ardor to her style and love nature.

Venus in the first house indicates beauty, personal grace and
a happy disposition. She liked to be spoiled and enjoyed social
occasions and lovely surroundings. Her personality was
outgoing and acting was easy for her; she liked flirting and
music and had a sweet tooth. Her ego was healthy, and she
could be quite self-indulgent. These are all traits that we have
noted previously in her chart. There is one sentence in our
delineation of Venus in the first house that does not fit Judy
Garland: ‘‘Early life is usually pleasant.’’ In the delineations
of the Sun, the Moon and Mercury, that we saw the Sun/Mars
opposition, the Moon/Saturn square and the Mercury/Saturn
square all indicate parental problems. Since the parents repre-
sent the early life we have to conclude that her youth could not
have been easy, although it might have had its pleasant
moments and rewards.

Venus inconjunct Mars This gave Judy Garland dif-
ficulties in satisfying her desires. She needed to overcome a
negative attitude towards herself. Often taken advantage of,
her drive to succeed was usually at the cost of love and affec-
tion.

Venus trine Uranus This again shows her magnetic per-
sonality and also her tendency to fall in love quickly and
often. She relished life and had an abundance of creativity
which we know that she used. She needed an adequate outlet
for her emotions. This aspect again substantiates the fact that
she might have had more than one marriage and certainly
more than one partner.

Lesson 12: Mars (page 179)

Mars in Sagittarius in the sixth house Mars shows drive,
energy and sexual inclinations. Garland’s Mars in Sagittarius
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in the sixth house had Virgo overtones. Jupiter, the ruler of
Sagittarius, is in Libra.

Mars in Sagittarius indicates that she operated with great
bursts of energy but that she did not have much endurance.
With her love of change she often embraced new ideas without
investigating them first. She had great natural vitality,
rhythm, tempo and harmony. Cheerful and socially popular,
she was sexually exploratory; this is substantiated by Aquarius
on the cusp of the eighth house, the house of sex. She lacked
follow-through because Mars has difficult aspects, but the
Libra nuance would add charm, cooperation and sociability to
this placement. The Virgo overtone shows her enjoyment and
enthusiasm for work, as well as a certain discipline. Mars in
the sixth house again substantiates that she was a hard worker;
it also indicates that she could drive herself unmercifully, even
to the point of illness; in fact, her co-workers may have found
her pace difficult to keep up with. She had a hot temper which
she needed to control, and since she was ambitious to get
ahead in life, she probably learned this fairly early.

Mars square Uranus This indicates a strong will; it also in-
dicates a leader who can go far once self-restraint has been
learned. She needed to recognize her limitations, or else she
would overwork or have accidents. Again we see reckless love
affairs and quick marriages. This is not a chart that indicates
what we might call an orderly or well regulated life.

Mars trine Neptune This is the easiest and most flowing
aspect that Mars makes. This flow should be used to develop
positive expressions of drive and energy. It shows talent in
musical or literary areas which should be fully developed. We
know that she used her musical talent, but she never developed
her writing ability. She was sympathetic, inspirational, loving
and emotional—tendencies that we have already seen in many
other areas in her chart.

Lesson 13: Jupiter (page 198)

Jupiter in Libra in the fourth house Jupiter shows the area
of expansion; in Libra it expresses itself in an artistic, sociable,
cooperative and refined way. Venus, the ruler of Libra, is in
Cancer in the first house; therefore we must add some
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Cancerian overtones, both because of the ruler and because of
the fourth house position.

However, it was hard to keep an emotional balance and
there was occasional indecision. Judy Garland’s Jupiter has
three aspects: one flowing and two challenging. With this in
mind, we feel that it was easy for her to expand artistically, to
be popular and to be a good conversationalist, especially since
we have had confirmation of these abilities by other aspects in
the chart. The Cancer overtone adds generosity, the ability to
relate well to the public, graciousness and maybe a weight pro-
blem. Because Jupiter is exalted in Cancer, this overtone is a
beneficial one.

Jupiter inconjunct Uranus This made her overly optimistic,
lacking in attention to details and not very self-disciplined. Yet
this aspect also indicates that she had to learn inner discipline
to avoid financial difficulties. She also had to learn not to be
pressured into proving herself again and again, both to her
friends (Uranus is the natural ruler of the eleventh house of
friendship) and in her career (Uranus is near the Midheaven,
signifying career).

Jupiter sextile Neptune This again shows her musical and
creative ability, but also indicates that she could have used this
energy in a religious or spritual way had she wanted to. This
aspect again shows that the areas of writing, charity and social
work could have been good areas for her.

Jupiter square Pluto This re-emphasizes the feelings of in-
adequacy which we have seen before in this chart. This aspect
left her torn between supreme self-confidence and self-doubt.
In hindsight we know that she used both the negative and
positive approaches in her lifetime. At times she would be ar-
rogant, exaggerate, take big gambles and jump into adven-
tures. She was not likely to set herself up as a law unto herself
because of the strong Cancer influence in the chart; Cancer
prefers to please and to adhere to existing laws whenever
possible.

Lesson 14: Saturn (page 216)

Saturn in Libra in the fourth house Saturn is well placed in
Libra, the sign of its exaltation. However, the only aspects
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Saturn makes in Judy Garland’s chart are squares to the Moon
and Mercury, which we delineated in lessons 9 and 10. Both of
these squares are nearly exact; therefore they form a basic part
of her character. We also note that Saturn in the fourth house
and the ruler Venus in Cancer add strong Cancerian over-
tones; in the fourth house the planet Saturn is not comfort-
able, nor working at its best. All of these factors have to be
kept in mind when looking at this horoscope. Because of
Saturn’s difficult aspects, Judy Garland was not as disciplined
and responsible as one might assume under other cir-
cumstances, nor was she very good at organizational planning
or business. The learning lessons of Saturn would all apply
since squares in a chart all indicate the need to learn or to
achieve something. Because her Saturn rules the seventh
house, marriage required patience and hard work. Relating to
others was also one of the lessons to learn. She was demand-
ing, both of others and herself, and sometimes intolerant.

Adding some Cancer feeling reinforces traits that we have
already noticed, such as that her early family life was difficult
and probably left scars, the sense of responsibility she felt
toward her family, the hiding of her inner thoughts and feel-
ings to preserve an aura of dignity, her need for love and ap-
proval, a troubled home life, hypersensitivity and a tendency
to gain weight.

The fourth house position of Saturn again shows difficulties
with one of the parents and a strong attachment to the family.
She did better away from her home or place of birth; her in-
nate feeling of inadequacy and insecurity spurred her to great
achievement and made her try doubly hard at anything she
undertook. She was prone to digestive problems, mainly
brought on by worry and emotionalism. A good spiritual at-
titude would have helped to overcome many of these prob-
lems.

Saturn is the teacher, the taskmaster. It can bring delays and
impose limitations. But Saturn is totally just and fair; what
you sow is what you reap. If you accept Saturn’s lessons
positively, you will reap your rewards. Garland’s lessons were
difficult because her emotional insecurity was deeply in-
grained. She was easily depressed, and we know that for her
the quickest way to overcome these feelings was through her
work, where she received applause and acclaim. But her career
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kept her too busy to really look within herself, to overcome
her problems from the inside out instead of from the outside
in. Had she taken the time to do this, she might have matured
differently and been a much happier person. But she did not
choose that course, and we see how her free will ultimately
determined the way she lived.

Lesson 15: Uranus (page 235)

Uranus in Pisces in the tenth house Uranus is the most
elevated planet in Judy Garland’s horoscope, and therefore
very important. Because Uranus stays in each sign for about
seven years, millions of people have Uranus there. Therefore,
the house position becomes more important than the sign. All
of the people with Uranus in Pisces are intuitive, but Judy
Garland, with many planets in water signs, was especially in-
tuitive. All people born within these seven years would reflect
some of the changeability of Uranus in Pisces, but Garland,
with many mutable planets, reflected this trait much more. We
have already established her artistic abilities and acting
talents, and this placement of Uranus and the ruler Neptune in
Leo emphasized these. Uranus also confirms other
characteristics which we have previously seen: oversensitivity,
nervousness, the need to learn her limits and the need to relax.
She had both challenging and flowing aspects to Uranus and it
was up to her to choose which ones she would use most. This
placement also indicates the wish to escape with the help of
drugs, alcohol or sex.

The Capricorn nuance added to Uranus in the tenth house
showed a forward-looking attitude, yet also a reluctance to let
go of yesterday. This also confirms her sense of restlessness
and her nervous temperament.

Uranus in the tenth house indicated that she could be a
fighter for a cause or a rebel against any kind of authority.
Since there are both flowing and challenging aspects, it was up
to her how she was going to use these energies. We know by
hindsight that she chose the latter course. This position also
helped to bring on the many disappointments and career
changes she experienced, and it also explains why she was so
often misunderstood. We don’t know if she had any interest in
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astrology or occult matters, but she could have been so in-
clined.

Uranus inconjunct (quincunx) Neptune This indicates
that she was a great protector of the underdog, that she ab-
horred injustice, but that she also felt guilty for not doing
enough in any of these areas. As a result, she often chose not
to do any of it, becoming self-centered or self-absorbed in-
stead. Again we see that Garland and the many others who
have this aspect are creative and original. In this chart though,
because Uranus is in the tenth house conjunct the Midheaven
and the ruler Neptune in the second house, part of this
originality provided her with inner and outer resources, that
is, inner talent and the ability to earn money with that talent.

Uranus trine Pluto. This gave her endurance and strength,
and it enabled her to accept new concepts. It also provided her
with an idealistic outlook. Again we realize that since Uranus
is so close to her Midheaven (her career), and Pluto is so close
to her Ascendant (her outer personality) that much of that
strength, endurance and idealism was applied to her career.

Lesson 16: Neptune (page 251)

Neptune in Leo in the second house Veiled Neptune, the
planet of illusion and delusion, dreams, deception, spiritual
enlightenment, artistic talent and creativity, is placed in
dramatic Leo and the ruler Sun in Gemini.

As we explained in lesson 16, Neptune remains in each sign
for fourteen years; it is a generational planet. All people born
with Neptune in Leo have romantic inclinations with an in-
born idealism and artistic ability. In Garland’s chart we have
seen her talents and potentials in the field of entertainment;
this would only serve to reinforce what we have previously
determined, including the Gemini versatility of being able to
act, dance, sing and more.

Neptune in the second house relates to Taurus. This adds an
aesthetic approach to the arts and a need for security, which
we have already seen in many other areas. Neptune in the se-
cond house indicates that her financial judgment was weak
and that she needed to be honest and avoid any monetary
schemes; this position of Neptune indicates that money flowed
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through her fingers. Because Neptune is the ruler of Pisces and
Pisces is the sign on her Midheaven, we can see that she could
earn money through whatever career she chose. Since most of
Neptune’s aspects are easy and flowing, we feel that earning
money was not hard for her, but keeping and managing it was
difficult.

All of the aspects to Neptune have already been delineated,
- when we discussed the aspects for the Sun, Mars, Jupiter and
Uranus.

Lesson 17: Pluto (page 266)

Pluto in Cancer in the first house Pluto remained in
Cancer for twenty-five years. As we pointed out in lesson 17, it
brought about many generational changes. In the personal
chart it shows a great need for security—a quality always
associated with Cancer. In Garland’s case we know by now
that security was one of her basic needs, as was the need to
achieve emotional maturity. Her Pluto in Cancer is ruled by
the Moon in Sagittarius, which added optimism and much en-
thusiasm and gave her a bubbly quality, which was quite
noticeable since Pluto is positioned close to her Ascendant.
Because of this proximity we know that Pluto had much in-
fluence on her personality.

Pluto in the first house indicated intensity, a craving for
power and a tremendous ambition. Her personality was
magnetic, yet she showed many faces to the world—sometimes
brooding, sometimes energetic, sometimes passionate and at
other times restless.
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
